A few coplea of the now * Laws, rules, and
regulationn for improving the executive clvil
service.,” whioh went into effect on Mareh 1,
have reached the Castom Houne., It looks ns it
the Civil Bervien Commissloners at Washington
wore althar short of funds or were not partlou-
Iatly nnxious to disseminnte these lntest apolo-
glea for the existence of the Comminsloners,
Bacrotary John H, Mason's copy of the rules Is
nractically ehained to his desk, and all porsans
are warned against removing the preoclous
volume from the room. It may be stated that
up to Baturday evening the copy hnd bean pore
fectly safo. Collactor Magone has a fow coples
under lock and key. He and Mr, Mason have
given many of thelr odd moments to an at-
tempt to declpher the very latest commands ot
the Commissionors, but after n dozen days
of careful serutiny these rules to improve
the olvil aervico throw out only one ray of hupe
to Domoarata, All the other nmendments ce-
ment more clonely the walla that have kept
Democrats from enjoying their beritage in the
Costom Houws, The one bright ray spoken of
fa the ubrogation of the nge limitation, Under
tho old rule no porson over 43 yonrs old had
tho felloitous oriviloge of telling whather Hot-
tentola like pickles or whether the Mississippl
runeé up or down stream In order to gain a sub-
stantial recognition from his party.
