IsU from that monarch, as well as from hte
MB and successor, Frederick IIL 1 refer to the
Royal Prussian School ot Cadets, which was
founded for the purpose ot keeping the ranks
ot the German army supplied with a, sufflolent

, . stumper ot d and aspiring junior
officers. Ot oourse, no one at all familiar with

, German military matters would be surprised
to learn that neither the members ot the Reich-
stag nor the people at largo havo anything to
do with the selection of tho pupils. It being re-

served for the Emperor himself to appoint eligi-
ble youths whenever avacancy occurs, Genoral- -

. ly speaking, the boys are sons of army oQlcora
who were killed la battle or otherwlso dlod
while serving their country. Tho Institution,
therefore. Is somewhat of a pet, not only with
the members ot tho royal house, but with all
the other German Princes, a feeling, by the

. way. whloh will be readily understood If we
take Into consideration the faot that most ot
tfct commanding Generals, from Moltke down,
tare begun their military career as cadets.

The school buildings were situated In the
snldst of a low, sandy plain, a few miles from
Berlin, and near a village called Llehterfoldo;

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tVUUXR SCHOOLS AT SAHTAStX

The Ancient TJatTrttr will Utilise her
Vaeatlaa lar wha svra cr ta X.er.

CAMBiuDaE, March Ol Concord, with her
Bummer School ot Philosophy, and Chautau-
qua, with hor university course supposed to bo
condensed Into a few weeks ot dog days, must
look to tholr laurels. Harvard has now fully
entered the Hits for an extra curriculum of
midsummer Instruction. Tho step Is note-
worthy even among many noveltlos which this
Institution has devolopod during tho present
generation, and perhaps can best be accounted
for by a pervading conviction that the prime
object ot an educational Institution Is to teach,
stimulate, and do good. In soasonnndout of
season. Tho present movo may bo considered
one tor teaching out ot season, but cortalnly Its
scope is broad, Its programme attractive, and
its prospects promising.

As tho official circulars announce, during the
summor vaoatlon of 1833 summer sohools In
the following subjocte will bo hold In Cam-

bridge: Botany, chemistry, French, German,
geology, history, physics, physical training,
topography. Information concerning the
courses can be had by applying to the Secre-
tary of the university and also to the Instructor
In ohargo of the particular school. The tee for
oaoh course, which Is $35. unless otherwise
noted, is to be paid In advance to tho College
Bursar, Mr, Allou Danfortb, and those who sat-

isfactorily perform the work will have a certi-
ficate to that effeot While these summer
sohools continue, the unlvorslty library and mu-

seums are opened. Board and lodging can be
obtained In private houses at rates from $5 to
tlO a week. Cambridge may not bo tho coolest
place imaginable in mldsummor. but It has
some advantages evon at that soason.

Then there Is a summor course ot five weeks
In topography, to bo given by the engineering
department ot the Lawrence Scientific bcheol,

nd well adapted to the needs ot those who
wish to make a specialty ot geological survey-la- g.

Paper and drawing materials may amount
to 15, but the eohool furnishes Instruments; so
that, with board and room and washing added
to the tuition fee, the entire cost will be from
tG2 to $90 for the full oourse.

The snmmer courses in French and German
inolude instruction every day except Saturday
and Sunday from July 6 to Aug. 17. the pupils
being classed according to proflclenoy These
exercises can go on with laboratory work, as
thero are evening readings and translations;
and the fee Is $20 for each langURge, or $5 for
the readings alone. "Any inquiries will be
answered cheerfully ns fully aa possible."

A summer school In American history and a
summer school of physics are also to be under-
taken it applications enough are reoelved. The
former will run six weeks, from July 6. much
like the colloge course, with thtrty-sl- x lectures,
recommendations of selected parts of books
for rending, and "special reports" of historical
investigations by students, and no purchase of
text books Is necessary. In the School ot
Physics there Is an elementary oourse or forty
experiments recommended to students pre-
paring for Harvard College, and an advanced
oourse of sixty experiments. These nr accom-
panied by lectures ond laboratory work, the fee
for the courses being $25 and $30 respectively,
or $15 for tho lectures without the laboratory.
Apparatus is furnished, tho student .paying
only for bis breakage. Analogous to this Is the
summer oourse in chomlstry, which wus also
given last year:

One of the most Interesting of the Harvard
summor schools is the summer course in phys-
ical training. This was given for the first time
lost year at the Homenway Gymnasium, where
it will again be held, beginning July 6 and last-
ing five weeks.

The tuition fee for this course Is $30: the coat

of board and lodging from $10 to $00. and ot
travelling probably ironi $15 to $20. Tho stu-
dent regulates his own hotel and railroad ex-
penses, but can usually get reduced rates.

A noticeable feature In the courses estab- -
as experiments last year was thenum-isro- f
teachers who entored ns students. For

example, there were flfty-sote- n students In the
Bummer Physical Training Course, well divid-
ed between the sexes, and n large proportion
wero toschers of gymnastics in other colleges
and seminaries all over the country.

Thus tho long vacntlon, which has been
growing longer and longer at colleges during
the last halt century, hus at last become so ex-
tended as to giro room for summer courses,
putting tn.tjnn sums of tho appliances and a
part of the educational staffs.
