KNIGHTS OF THE TORCH

Eleetrie Btrest Lights Taking Away the Old
Lamplightersy Oconpation.

“In thres years more gas streat lamps will
be & thing of the past, just as tallow dips and
kerosene oll havo sucosssively been.” BSuch is
the opinion of Mr. David Kidnsy, and if any
man bhas & right to an opinlon on the subject he
bhas Mr, Kidoey has besn a street illuminator
for twenty yoars past. Im old times ha was
practical operative lamplighter himsell in the
Soventh ward, but for eleven years has been
superintendent of the district lighted by the old
New York Gas Company, now Branch No. 1
of the Consolldated Gas Company.

Hin dlstriot takea [o all the city below Hous-
ton strest. & tarritory In which it Is his duty to
seo that all the stroot lamps are kept in order,
and are regularly lighted and extinguished. It
{s divided Into twenty-six districts, each con-
talning about 145 lampas, or In all, up to April 1,
$,800, of whioh 9,461 were south of Grand streetl.
Before the date mentloned thers wers 150
more, but the eloctrio lights thrust them out.
Now a still further redustion is taking plaoce.
Bleotrie lighting Instead of gns I8 ordered
upon Whitehall street: Liberty and Cortlandt
streets. from Brosdway to West atreet; Cham-
bers street, from Broadway to tho East River;
West Broadway, from Chambers to Canal
strests; Bouth Fifth avenus, from Oamal to
Houston street: Houston strest to the East
River; Grand strest, from Bullivan street to
the East River: asd Centre street, from the
Brookiyn Bridge entrance to Grand street. That
will cut off 400 more gas lamps, and further
propositiona by the alectrio light people, not
yot acted upon, will do away with about 200
more, Each sleotris light takes the place of five
gus lampe. Bjdwfor (ts supply have been as
low as 34 centa per might per light, as againat
ths charge by the gaa companlos of #17.50 per
lamp por year.

The districts are, as far as practicable, given
out ln palrs, sach palr to a lamplighter sod &
helper. The helper simply lights and extin-
muishes the lampa In one of the distriots paired.
a work that takes about two houra of his time
nightly. But the Iamplighter not only has to
do that work {a the other district at night. but
during tho day must see that all the lamps In
both distriots are kept in repair and thelr
glasses olean. The eleaning of each lamp in
supposed to be done three times a week. For
