Deeper Views of the Outer Universe.

The recent completion of the Liox tele-
soopo has awakened anew the popular inter-
est in celestial discoverles, and the monater
refractor glves promise of revelations wor-
thy of the ambition of the founder of the
Mount Hamllton Observatory. The huge
object lens of this telescope whon bared to
the sky collects more than 80,000 times as
much light as normally enters the pupll of
the human eya. The accuracy of its expan-
glve grasp upon the illimitable multitude ot
radintions which stream from all quarters of
the heavens, has already been demonstrated.
Hardly had It been turned to the sky before
& star hitherto unknown to astronomers fell
within Its ken, This is a most minute
twinkler within the celebrated Trapezium of
Orion, The Trapezium itsell 1s not a naked.
eye phenomenon; it Is a quadrangle of stars,
which telescopes show, sltuated ina gap In
the great Orion nebula, and so placed that
ita four stars appear to surround a blank
space In the nebula, a sort of window through
that wonderful wall of gold-green gauzs
seaming toopen upon the blackness of empty
space beyond.

Right In this contral vold the great tele-
scope detected the gleam of a littlesun—little
a5 it appears to us, though, perhaps, mag-
nificently great could we approach within
the orbits of its ciroling planets. Astrono-
mars generally are of opinion that the stars
of the Trapezium have some kind of connec-
tion with the nebula that surrounds them;
possibly they have been formed from that
nebula. But whether this new star is a
member of the sams cosmio famlly, or s atar
beyond, whose light, coming from unthinka-
bla distance, streama through the gap to us,
Is a queation. More probably it is really
gituated within, or near, the nebuloua group.
If ita actual situation corresponds with that
which It appsars to hold, and It It is one of
thosa suns that are attended by Inhabited
globes, the imagination can have no more
inspliring theme. Enguilfed in a gaseous uni-
verse, surrounded by the primordial stuff
out of whosa formleas masses, {n the course
of millions of ages gravitation will shape s
galaxy of suns and planets, these remote
chlldren of spacs etand on the very threshold
of creation.

All around In thelr heavens s preparation;
the play of demiurglo foroes, the rush of
nebulous streams, the olash of meteorio
masses, The foundations of a universe are
being lald there, With the exception of thelr
own sun and ita planets, and the stars of the
Trapezium and a fow other polar nelghbors,
everything about them is inchoate. They
are surrounded by the rocking elements of
chaos, which are slowly ylelding to therelgn
of laws tremondous snough to master even
them. How clear to their eyes those changes
In that monstrous nebula, heaving with
mighty impulses, and whioh the astronomers
of the earth strain thelr wvislon to the utter-
most, with the ald of the most powerful tele-
gcopes, only to pervelve faintly and to guees
at doubtingly! The error could never enter
thelr minds, that found lodgment for solong
in our quict neighborhood or forgotten
worlds, that their sun-revealed mote was the
acme of ereative achievement.

The views which the Lick telesoops have
givon of the great nebula itself, are de-
scribed as unspeakably magnificent. How
splendid the slght must have been may be
judged from the statement of the observers,
that 8o many Intricate details were brought
Into view that months would be required
marely to mnke a satisfactory record of
them! Yet only the central part of the
nebula could be got into the fleld of the tele-
scope at once, and the whole nebula appears
tothe naked eye glmply as a faint speck, or
a misty-looking star. To have soen the fleld
of the great telescope fillad with flocoulent
masses, gigantle streams of nebulous mat-
ter, clouds of luminous haze monstrous
in form, mysterious in signiflcance, with
here and there gaps and gulls opening, vast
enough to swallow many solar systems llke
ours, must have seemed like being polsed
beside MinToN's Batan on the brink of that
wild abyss:

" Witheutdimension; whera length, breadih, and highth

And tume and piace are lost; where sidest Nighy

And Glaos, ancestors of Nature, hold

Eternal anarchy amidet the nolse

OFf endless wars, and by confusion stand.”

Trom the Orlon nebula the astronomers
who enjoyed the privilego of first testing the
powors of the Lick telescope in its moun-
tain-crowning dome, turned to Boturn., The
ring-enclreled plunst Is a suprising object,
even with the smallest astronomical tele-
soope, and with large instruments it pre-
sonts a thousand points of Interest to the
trained eye. The magnifylng power em-
ployed was 1,000 dinmeters. 'I'his wos not a
greater power than has frequently been ap-
plied to the sorutiny of Saturn, butin this case
it was extraordinarily effective on account
of the lmmenso Ught-grasping power of the
Instrument.  Tho divislons nud markings of
the great rings wera beautifully sharp and
distinet, while In the centre hung the huge
globe, alightly tinged with rose color about
tho equator, and steel blue at the pole, and
encircled by alternate lighter and darker
bands, Saturn has three main rings, cne
within another, the innermost belng fhe
celebratod gause nng. Upon the flat sur-

fuces of the brighter rings, and par-
ticularly the middle ring, shadings were
visible which, according to Prof. KRrres,
ona of the ohservers, suggestad an *annular
concentriv structure.” Betweon the middls
ring nudl the gausze ring there was a narrow,
perfectly black divislon, lostead of a gradual
blending of ous into the other, such us has
heretofore been represented. The
remarkable
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Unes and shadings,

The rings of Baturn have always been more
or lesaof a puszla to astronomers. Under
the laws of gravitation, It was almost a mir-
acle that they should have been left sus-
pended there, while the huge ball of the
planet was forming iteel! within them. The
enormous flat surfooos that they present are
unlike anything elss in the vialble ereation.
Thoy wary in width from rim to rim from
9,000 to over 17900 miles, and the diameter
of the outarmost ring {a upward of 170,000
miles. We speak of great lovel plains on the
earth's surface; but sueh plains really are
not level, but partake of the curvature of the
earth. The rings of Baturn, howevet, have
level surfaces., And yot demonstrably they
oannot be solld, but are probably composed
of unnumbered millions of little bodies, oir-
culating aroand the planet In such close
proximity to one another that with the most
powerful talescoplo ald we cannot
the individual members of these satellite ar-
mies, What, then, {s tho meaning of tho
lines and shadings detected by the Liox tel-
escope? We may here be on the threshold
of a moat interesting dlscovery.

In the mean time other great telescopes
have not been Idle. In the clear aky of Nice,
M. PernoTin haa recently bean pursuing the
surpriaing Investization of the condition of
the surface of Mars, begun ten or twelve
yoars ago by BomtAPrARELLY. He has again
cenfirmed BoEIAPPARELLI'S discovery of
thoes eingular phenomena on Mars that
have been termed canals. The equatorial
reglons of the planst are covered with a net-
work of them, and they are of enormous
magnitude—fifty to elghty miles broad and
in some cases 2,000 miles long. M. PERRROTIN
has also studied the motions of clouds In
Mars's atmosphere, and sven detected, aa he
believes, the shadows of the alouds upon the
landscaps beneath them. That Mars is &
globe supplied with an atmosphere and water
seems, In view of the evidence adduoced, an
Indisputable fact. Whether it has Inhab-
{tanta is another question. It ls at least in-
teresting to know, from the laws of gravita-
tion, that, while Mars is a emall planet com-
pared with the earth, it may be the home of
glants fourtean feet tall.

A large part of the work recently done
with great talescopes has been In the direc-
tion of celestial photography. Leass than
thres years ago the HexrY brothers of the
Paris Observatory discovered, with theilr
great photographing telescops, s nebula in
the Plelades which the most powarful tale.
scopes had falled to reveal to the aye,although
a well-known star named Mala was partly
enveloped In it. The pbotographio film had
proved more sensitive than the human retina,
and showed that the heavens may oontaln
many wonders that the eye, with ita limited
powers of vislon, cannot detect. although
their chemlical radiations may be perfectly
apparent. Bince then afew of the largest
telesoopss bave shown faint traces of
this mysterious nsbula. But Iately the
Paris astronomers have vastly Increased
their photographlo discoveries, and Mr.
Rosmnme of Liverpool has secouded them.
He has obtalned plotures of the Plaiades
showing a marvellous nebulous struoture
there, the gaseous matter being spread be-
tween and among the stars in streams,
wispe, and fleecy masses. It was long ago
shown that the Plalades are probably an
associated group of suns having a common
motion and a common destiny. Now it ap-
pears that they may have a common source
of solar fuel In the huge nebulous mass
which envelops them.

Thus In the qulet of the obeervatories,
when most of the world ls asleep, human
eyea and brains are pushing out further and
further into the desps of space, and finding
averywhere additional evidence of the unity
in substance and design of the great uni-
werse In which we dwell.

What to Do for Uur Daughters.

Mr, WaLTER BEsANT, 80 well known as the
collaborator of Mr, Jam®s Riom In the pro-
duoction of & series of very ingenious novels,
has also a fondness for writing essays on so-
olal subjects, and ons of these, In an April
magazine, has started a very lively disous-
sion in England,

It Is on that exceedingly troublesome and
distresaing phase of the woman question—
what to do for unmarried women who ware
not brought up to work, who have no aptl-
tude for any particular work, and who yet
must support themselves, We know how
serious this problem may be in our older
communities, but in England, owlng to
varlous causes, chle! among which Is the
continuous agricultural depression, It has
now become of really alarming lmportanoce.
There has long been in that country what
Mr. BeaaNnT calls an “army of necesaltous
gentlewomen," of women * who have known
better days," and who bave sunk into what
amounts to genteel paupérism; but since
the agricultural depression of late years the
army has greatly inoreased.

As he points out, it Is not merely the land-
lords and farmers who ure suffering from
this cause. Al tho trade of the small towns
droops with agriculture; professional men
losa thelr practice; clergymen get less from
their glebes and dissenting minleters from
thelr congregations. There has also been
during the laat thirty years a vast lncrease
of the “oultivated olasses,” beoause of the
diffusion of eduocation among both ths poor
and the rich. “The thickness of the cul-
tured stratum grows greater every day."

The consequence is that the number of
educated and cultivated women who are
trylng to varn a lving, has both actually
and proportionately been enormously aug-
mented, Dealdes those impoverished by
the sgrioultural depression, “the daugh-
ters, who in the last generation would
have jolned the working girls," bave
pow scquired tastes and habits which
unfit them for suoh smployment, Bo far
a8 the making of aliving (8 concerned, thelr
education has therefors bean a disadvantage
to them. They aleo belong tothe very circlos
of eoclety In which the marriage rate
bas declined, and thelr chanoos of mat-
rimony therefore are less than they
were before, Yet when they enter
the labor market they have nothing except
* general Intelligence” to offer in the vompe-
tition, and of that the supply, even among
men alons, much exceeds the demand. There
is another very serious considsration. If
women are to get the work, they must do so
by underbldding men, and thus their en-
trance Into employments on & great scale
tends to make the labor question still more
troublesome,

a vast amounto! currespondence from the
fatheraof families and ftrom spinsters. How
large is the number of psople In England
who have a vital interest In the subject may
be Inferred from the faot that in 1881, of
8,000,000 women than eligible for marriags,
about 500,000 were 85 years of age, or even
older.

The subject is also likely to provoke dls-
oussion in our own country, for what to do
for daughters ls one of the moet serious
questions that disturb all parénts of small
or modarate Incomes,

Gone to the Bottom, *

There is little or no hope now left for the
safety of the yacht Oythers, and less doubt
that she was lost with all on board during
the terrible blizsard of March 18, 8he be-
longed to Commodore W. A. W. BIEWART
of the Seawanhaka-Ocrinthian, Eastern, and
Larchmont Yacht Clube, Mr. BTEWART was
on board with a guest, Mr. 0. Bamumh
Lun, & member of the New York and Oorin-
thian Yacht Clubs, and the yacht was in
command of Capt. Wu. PExrPs, who had a
well-selected and woll-trained orew. It is
sad to belisve that they areall lost, and some-
what surprising to think that so powerful a
yawl, rigged apeclally for heavy weather,
oould'not stand any amount of storms at sea.
Bhe waa regarded as about the ableat oraft
of the English typs that ever came to this
oountry; and only last summer her owner
remarked pleasantly to a reporter that she
was the best country house ha could find. Bhe
was 80 feet over all, drew 13 feet, and, as
she was ballasted with lead in the keel, cut-
ter feahion, it was impossible to capsize her.
Just what bappened to ber is a mystery. If
she didn’t hit anything, there must have
bean a weak spot In her construction after
all; otherwise a boat apparently so powerful
oould not founder with the good manage-
ment whioch she unquestionably must have
bad.

When the Mobawk capslzed In o little
squall, the dibaster was attributed to bad
seamanship and the alleged treacherous
character of the flat and shallow American
type of boat; and now a splendid British-
bullt craft, with all the boasted im-
provements of recent years, is believed
to have foundered In a gals through which
our own pilot boats, with two exceptions,
passed In comparative safety. The excep-
tions were very old boats, one of them, the
Enchantress, belng of questionable seawor-
thiness,

This is asad leason for yashtamen to begin
the season with; and It only shows that too
much confldencs must not be placed In any
boat, for there is no such thing as a king or
& quean of the ocean.

A Defunct Party.

Dr. McGLYNN has been denouncad as an
“enemy of labor” by the Centrul Labor
Unlon, That body did not mince its lan-
guage in the resolutions adopted last Wed-
nesday night. It formally repudiated the
United Labor party, of which Dr. MoGLYNN
bas become the leader, and set its seal upon
the declaration that the party has * fullen
into the hands of the ensmles of trade and
labor organizations.” The vote of the dele-
gates was nearly unanimous,

This declaration marks the death of the
United Labor party, and terminates Mo-
GLYNK's present career as a politician,

It le an inglorious ending of the party and
ita leader; but the Central Labor Union
could not have taken any other courss re-
garding them. The languago of repudiation
and denunciation 1s ms severs as it could bo
made; but it in not & whit too severe in view
of the faote of the case,

Dr, MoGLYNN [s proseouting an anti-
Catholic crusade, He has turned the party
into & weapon of attack upon Archblshop
ConrmriGaN. In his recent specches he has
usoed the most rancorous language against
the Church from which he was expelled, and
the alergy who refused to countenance his
vagaries., The Central Labor Unlon could
not have sustained his course without ruln
to itselfl, and it properly declared him to pe
an enemy,
