tlckots or in tho usual bills of lading, shall bo
deemed to be public contractu, nnd rduill bo
mndo on written or printed forms in such num-
ber as mny bo necessary loBupply ono to onelt
ot tho parties thereto nnd ono to be forwarded
to tho inter-Stat-e Commission. Tho retained
copies of such eontrncts shall at nil tlmos bo
opon to the Inspection of any passenger, ship-
per, or common carrier, or to that of tho Com-
missioners.
