The Jersey City Board of Finance surprised
the city yesterday by organizing without a se-

rious quarrol. Presldont John Edelstoln was
roClectod unanimously, and all of tho Commis-
sioners made speeches. Tho President bogan
by thanking tho Board tor the honor, and then
epoke of the statement ha made at tho stormy
meotlng last Friday regarding tho loan of
tlOC.OOO negotiated by Commissioner Hardon-berg- b.

Ho thought the Commissioner did very
well after all. Ho might himself borrowl30.000
or MO.OOO at 4 per cont. but he wasn't certain.
County Collector Dugan told him ho would htue
taken city bonds at 4 per cent., and thus 1 per
cent might havo boen Baved. Commissioner
Hardenbergh was excited when he took his
turn. Ho said:

"The assertion that I could have got monoy
at 2S porcent Is absurd and false In every re-
spect. I cot the money at as low In-
terest as I could. 1 have borrowed money
for this city at 5 per cent when nobody else
oould get It at 7. I might have boon ablo to
borrow little sums at 4 per cont, but that was
alL I am conscious of having done my duty,
and attacks on me will full unharmtul on the
sheath of honesty and virtue. I am satisfied
now, as this Board is organized, but I will
sens on tho Finance Committee only. If you
don't want to put mo on that, Mr. President. I
will go home and stay tbero."

Commissioner Warren said he thought Mr.
Hardenborgh bad the Interest of tbo city at
heart, and the Mayor's assertion that money
oould bo cot for 2H per cent was silly and ab-
surd.

"It is singular," be said, "that our Mayor
does not always maintain the dignity of his
office."

President Ednlstotn then announced his com-
mittees. Mr. Hardenborgh was mado Chair-
man of the Finance Committee, and he brought
up the tali end of tho Commltteoon Concurrent
Besolutions. Ho declined to serve on tho lat-
ter committee.

The only supposition upon wliluh the ver-
dict canoe harmonized with reason is that this testi-
mony was stricken out If so. It was clear error If.
however, the testimony was retained, the verdict can-
not be permitted to stand. No respectable woman of
aaae mind ever spake to a man aa br. Hammond saya
this lady did to him. and the suggestion that Dr Ham-
mond Invented the story is aa unworthy aa it is absurd.

I feel hound to add that the trial waa erroneously
conducted. ThetesUmony of pr. Smith was plainly ad
mlselble and the principle upon which It was excluded
was Inaccurately applied. The question put to Air.
rase as to whether Miss Coffin's acta appeared to be ra-
tional or Irrational should also have bern admitted. It
was strictly within the authorities. Upon the whole,
the application to confirm the verdict most be denied,
and Iz the petitioner desires to proceed further, he may
take an order for a new trial berore a Justice ot this
court and a Jury at circuit, where
such as here permitted by the Commissioners (probably
from a sense that full Judicial functions were sot con-
