Our ship hod tackled him two years
beforo, and lost two boats and throe men,nnd
wo now approached with great caution.

It was six woekn later when we heard of him
again.

The
crow had just time enough to knock a raft to-
gether and get nway when their craft wont
down until hor rails woro awash. Two months
later, whllo wo were cruising along tho coast of
Tasmnn Lund, wo had a narrow saueak from
Mocha Dick. Ono oventng. Just between sun-
set and dark, ho suddenly broko wntpr doad
nhond of us over a mile nway. w e had a good
working brooze. nnd tho sen was covered wltn
whitocaps. which two facts probably saved us,
Tho man In the crow's nest saw the whale as
ho breached, but had scarcely announced tho
fact before he scroamed:" Ood sivo usl but he'a coming tor the ship
hondonl"

Our discipline was as good as any ship
but tbe announcement throw us

Into confusion from forocostlo to cabin. Every
man lumped to the conclusion that It was
Mocha Dick, and to add to our confusion, tho
man loft tbo crow's nest nnd oamo hurrying
down with oxclamatlons of terror. By the
Captain's orders tbe ship was allowed to fall
broad off her course and the order camo pono
too soon. Wo hoard n great rush, liko the
swash mado by a ship under full
snll, caught sight of a wall of foam and n great
black object In tbe centre of It, and next mo-
ment the whalo passed astern of us so close
thnt I could have tossed my hat aboard of htm.
Tho swell ho klokod up flung our Bhlp about
liko a gnlo off Capo Horn, and he bad been lost
in tho darkness for a nunrtor ot nn hour berore
tho broero cleared his odor away. There was
no doubt he meant to nttack us, and no one
felt easy until tbo lapso of an hoar gave us
evory reason to bolloothat he bad given np
his whim. " '

Half a dozen ships claim the honor ot finish-
ing off Mocha Dick, but I have reason to doubt
that any of thorn wero in at the doath. A year
after tho Old flghtor had ceasod to bo heard of.
and whon it was supposed that he bad taken
his leavo of that sea. I met a Javanoso Captain
nt Surabaya who told mo that about four
months previously ho had comeacrossOld Dick
floating dond on the Burfaco opposite the Ban-d- ol

wood Island of Sumla, which is well up in
the northern nrm of tho Indian Ocean. Tho
dead whale was not ovor twenty-flv-o mllos
from tho Inland, and, as the weather was fine,
n boat was lowored to Inspect him. Counting
the oxcrosceneos in. sight, tho Captain
figured out that he had been har-
pooned twenty-seve- n times, and he bad
thon sticking In his. hump an English
hnrpoon brnndod with the date of that year. It
had nt reached a vital part, but old Dick had
Erobably died of somo allmont brought on by

so many cold Irons darted Into his
body. Tho English harpoon was out out. and
tho Captain had It to prove his story. Later on
I heard that tho carcass oi a whalo bearing
do7nns of scars bad drifted ashore on the island
of Timor, at tho entrance of tho Araiura 8ea.
and I havo no doubt thnt this was tbo Ignoble
ond ot a whale onco talked about by thousands
nnd known to hundreds ot seamen.
