Ofpt. IhnrlosJ. Watd. who nrrltcd hero

after the wreck of his yacht, snysho wns
hired during the early fnll to net ns master of
tho ynoht Mnrln, while she sailed on a gunning
and ilshlng vojago with n party of gentlemen.
It wns said tho vojngo would lake several
months, und the Captain wns told to hire a
crew. The person who hired him wns a
certain John II, I'eck, tnld to bo it Now York
jourunlist, who Introduced thu Captain to it,

ninit whom he called .ludgn Davison of tho
rnclflc slope, and to Messrs. Horn and llichnrds.
On Oct. 19 the yacht started fioui Now York
down tho const. It put Into Kingston, Jamaica,
nnd thoro a llttlo troublo arose between tho
mombers of tho party on board. Davison said
to l'eck thnt he did not believe Cnpt. Ward wos
n proper man to put on the vessel where they
v. ere going. The Captain was informed of litis,
and was likewise lutortned of the object of tho
expedition. Hosnid thev weiogolngto British
Houduras, or llellre, to try to recover
$15,000,000 in Hpaiilsh doubloons burled
thore by pirates lllty-tw- o oara boloie
A coffer dam In tho hold, which
the sailors bad not been able to understand the
necessity of for such n tripns they thoughtthey
had undertaken, wns to be ut-e- in digging for
the gold, ns It was litirled on theshote. Thoin
were mips on bonrd the yacht and complete
tables of the soundings In the ko)s along the
shore of British Honduras. The Captain nnd
his men. It wns Intended, should help In the
work nsvvellns guide tho yacht to the place.
The Spanish doubloons wore said to havo been
burled on Turnelt Key, about thirty miles cast
or llellre.

1'lfty-tw- o sears ngo a pirate vessel wns
sighted by nBiltlih man-of-w- off tho Isle of
rlnes. The pitate ran on, closely pursuod, and
triod to mako Urandboug, tho entrance to tbe
liny of Turneir. It failed to tnko the clear
course, nnd struck upon the reef. The Eng-
lishman bad fired on the pirate and killed two
of tho pirate's crow before tho bay was reaihcd.
but the others got off and bud opportunity to
remove thu treasure which was onboard. The
treasure consisted of gold, two casos of dia-
monds and other precious stones, and a quan-
tity of plate. The pirates took everything
ashore they cured for, except the pinto. There
was u great deal of this, and it was left to de-
lude and satisfy the Knglisb. But tho other
treasure. In thirty-eig- ale kegs, wns buried
in the sand on tho shore. The spot was a cer-tai- n

distance from nn old ruin nt a deserted
Indian villugo. Tho treasure was burled In
this nvmner A holo some twelve feot deep
wns dug, and tho kegs placed In it. Over them
was thrown a great deal of earth, but enough
was left of the excavation to make a doublo
crave. In this wore placed tho bodies of the
two pirates wnolmd been killed, and tbe top of
the hole was left looking like two graves.

Twodays afterward ihe Englishmen shelled
the hiding place of tho pirates and forced theui
tosunender. Two men were wounded during
the shelling Tho captured men wero taken to
Jamaica und tried. It was proved to thu Court
that two among tho pirute crew wero not
pirates at alL One of these was one of the two
who had boon wounded. Tho Court allowed
them both to go free but tho rost of tho pirates
wore hanged. Subseqiicntlv the wounded man
died. This left only one man alive who know
of the hiding of tbe treasure. He turned up, it
is said, about twenty years ago, on a steamer
in the I'aclllc Ocean. Ho died on the steamer,
nnd before he died told what bo know about
theseoret. From him the news got Into Judge
Davison's possession, and Davlbon Interested
Pock and tho rest.

Mho proved
to bo the ship Arbela of Wlndanr. N S.. bound
from Pensacola to Bnonos Aires, and there
belnr 5H feot of water in tho yacht's hold, the
crew were glad of the chnnce to board her. ns
they could not have kept the Mnri i much longer
afloat. Soon after leaving her the vncht foun-
dered in north latitude iJJ 22. west longitude
84 15. On Thursday. April 17, thev slghtod
tho schooner W Ullamiuo. Capt. Cabbage, und
were tnken on board.

Tho report tHnt
outsldo men would tako tho vacant plates if the
striken do not return to work by Wednesday
excited the Knights and was tho principal
toplo on the etreots of Brnddock. In ono
crowd a striker said: "Wo havo decided to
have no trouble ami to keep away from the
mill und preserve tho utmost nemo. But if tho
Innv decides on bringing a. lot of n

strungoru hero wo cannot nnswer for the con-
sequences. It is useless to deny that there ex-
ists much fooling under an apparently quiet
oxterlor, and tbxt troublo muy occur if etruu-ger- s

nro brought hero,"
Capt. Jones is still of the opinion that tho

strikers will return to work. Tho Knights still
say thnt they will win, und this feeling was
strengthened when tho report got abroad this
afternoon thnt the Carnegies hud decided to
give a premium of $.25 to all who go to work
Immediately and continue nt work, and tho
same amount to the mon who are now at work.
