Under the venerable
elmB that ciew within its boundaries the
daughters of the llr- -t houses once dallied with
their attendant swains, and saw the moonlight
on the fountain, and saw other things to touch
the sentiments. You would not think It when
looking upon tho throngs of hungry and ragged
tramps that infest the benches In these later
degenerate years, and call lor the services ot
burly policemen lo make them slink away Into
the dark nesslar from the electrlo light when
thebourol midnight comes. But society as
less sophisticated halt n century ago than It is

and it mudo Its matches neither at
the seaside, at tho springs, nor on the
top glaciers of tho Alps. Our lathers
and mothers that Is to Buy. our young peo-
ple's fathers and mothors made their matches
at home: and It s lair to presume thai Wash--i
lngtou square has a soft place in the hearts of
many of our oldest inhnhtt nts But there are
other than sentimental causes also to help pre-
serve, the respectability of the neighborhood.
It Is really tlm mostconveniant location In hew
York lor u dwelling, and places a rouust man
or woman within trumping distance of any
great point of Interest or activity In the cltr.
There nro many reasons why Clinton place
should be regarded oa an eligible dwelling or
business street, and perhaps we shall Und a
cluo to Its decline If we look closely Into certain
facts that escape common observ ation.

'1 ake a walk Irom Broadway to 1'ifth avenue
and.mako.U'Curolul note of what you see 1 he
buildings are nearly all dilapidated old rook-
eries. Except upon ono block thurhavo nearly
all been adapted to some small trading or
mechanical purpose and they have been tear-
fully and wonderfully cliangeu. Along the en-

tire distance ou will hardly Hnd a ntoro or a
shop on the love! of the sidewalk. Tho
tomer must ulways dive down lour to six steps
to Hnd the or climb up six or
eight steps to reach the room which
was once a parlor, but which has
been transformed Into the Lord knows
what Unlo-- s forced In by stress of weather. It
Is not supposed that any man with the instinct
of a tradesman, or even ot a suportor shoe-
maker will accept Bucb a location and expeot
to mako his fortune.

Now cross Hfth avenue and pass along ths
street toward ths further end. Everything Is
changed, borne of the houses are of brown
stone, there ' is a row of line brick Hats,
and ths dwelling houses, though old fash-
ioned, are all In good condition. For a
considerable distance there are no stores,
but as yon approach blxth avenuo you
find the proctBS of reconstruction going
forward, and the storerooms, made large and
commodious, are- - placed on the level of ths
sidewalk. You find here three tlve-stor- y brown-ston- e

do'nblo flat bouses, with stores on the
first floor, und some ol these stores are furnish-
ed with plate-gla- ss windows u out equal In
size and nppearance to anything to be found ou
Broadway, You have discovered the phenom-
enal thing ol a street Improving In nppearanoe
the further It gets away Irom Bioadway, the
thoroughfare toward which tho chlol purl bf the
commercial respectability of the olty Is sup-
posed to tend. Inqulsltlvo pontons aro very apt
to mako a note of this, and ask what It means.

An explanation has been otTerwd In the tenure
of the property, tilth avenue Is the boundary
toward the west of tho Bailors' hnug Harbor
property. This property extends from the ave-
nue along both eldos of Clinton place and
Eighth street to lourth avenue, und It roaches
northward as far as the south sldo ot Tenth
street. It Is all leasehold property, ot ooune,
and except upon Broadway, If a complete ex-
ception con be made even there. It has been ob-
serv oil to rest under a cloud. The own-
ers of the buildings do not care to Improve,
and the trustees who control the land, and
charge In most places about SGOO a year to the
lot for rent, will not Improve, and so the neigh-
borhood Is threatened with Impending ruin.
It is believed that tho Bailors' Bnug Harbormanagers have determined that those persons
who call America uninteresting because it has
no ruins shall have tho ground for their asper-
sions removed. They hayo determined that
wo shall have some ruins, and havo them soon.

Another detriment to Clinton place nas been
Its horso railroad. The cross-tow-n railroads
have been of great advantage to all the other
streets ou which they were located, from Orand
street up to l'J3th street; but Clinton place
could not become a business street, because ot
the luck of suitable quarters for anything bet-
ter than tho avalanche of laundries and
cobbling shops o one kind and another
that havo tuken possession, But again
the managers of the bailors' Bnug Har-
bor proi erty are held responsible for the
ruin that. has. followpd on the footsteps
of the late lamented Jacob Bbarp. Holdlug
under their control an estate in land worth
Sl.OOU.OOO. tbey have yet refused to do any-
thing morofpr Clinton place than collect their
ground runts, and that portion of the street in
their possession has gono steadily from bad to
worse until It has louohoit nearly the last
stat.es ol dilapidation Had tho trustees con-
structed flats of a good quality between Broad-
way and Fifth nveuuo, wltlLconimodlous store-
rooms on tho rlrst floors, The property nnder
their .control would havo doubled In value.
Bucb at least la tho opinion ol observers.

Thero Is, nn doubt, a grent deal ot puhilo dis-
satisfaction with the management ol the Bai-
lors' bnug Harbor property. The estate la
called un ejercsee nca on the city, and it is bo.
Ileved tohavB-beo- a fierlouBdetrlmont to ad-
jacent Property, especially on the prolongation)!
of tho three BtroitH by which It Ib Intersvetod.
It has certainly been a detriment to Clintonplace If a man's eycB are to be trusted, and it
will prove its ruin unless the old adage about
discredited ears is already applicable.
- They have secured ths electric light In Clinton
place within a few days. The lamps are up and
the wires aro strung, and perhaps this will prove
the dawnof a new day.

of dally discovery. Itocently n paokot en-

dorsed " Photographs only no writing Inside,"
and prepaid at third-clas- s rates, afforded a
remarkable proof of the curious eupld--

, Ity In woman by which sho will elab-
orately Ho to encompass n cont Tho
packot was wrapped In a sheet of super-
fine Irish llnon writing paper, neatly and
flrmly tied with a blue silk string, and addressed
In that fashionable angular hand supposed to
be beautiful. To all nppearanoe tho package
was fresh from the fair hands ot one In the
gentler walks of life. This specious outside,
however, failed to deceive the young clerk Into
whose bands it fell for examination. The silken
cord was severed Ina jiffy, the wrapper oponed,
und, truly enough, " photograps only" appeared
to be tho hole contents. Thero were a dozen
ooples of the subject, and a most beautiful
woman It represented, sumptuously at-
tired, looking adorable, chaste nnd bon-ni- e.

When, tho clerk had satiated his
soul on this n'sthetia feast of sweetness,
nnd invited n chum to do likewise
(for the clerkn aro very neighborly), he turned
the gllt-- e Iged portraits on end in his hand,
and searched with a rapid glance of bis expe-
rienced eye between each one, and guiltily, oe- -

, tween the lust picture nnd Itslellow, be found
concealod a four-page- d letter, written and
oro's-writte- n In tne same cultured and fash-
ionable hand. Aseaoh of the do7en was also
inscribed for presentation "with the affection-
ate remembrance of Helen." It was manifest
that the fair donor herself was tbe culprit And
it afforded tho curious anomaly of a refined
and educated woman deliberately lying that
she might execute a theft bo petty as to be
only ridiculous. Yet the following Sunday she
may have looked cherubic and stainless when
she kneeled In prayer at churoh.

This mendai ity Is so prevalent that no atten-
tion whatever Is paid to the written declara-
tions on boxes nnd bundles concerning their
contents. A, sharp knife and a sharper eye
soon settle the postal status of every article
mailed at unscalable rates. And It Is usually
those articles protesting the most vehement
lnnoeonce (snch as positively no writing in-
side") that ure found to be the most deeply
dyed In guilt. Letters bavo been found In
packages so endorsed pinned under tbe flounces
of dresses, tucked in the toes ot stoonings,
under whole pounds ot candy at the bottom
ot tho box. between tbe pages of books. In

' muffs, rolled In gloves, newspapers, slippers,
hoods, petticoats, nnd even In rat trans.

However. It Is refreshing to be m.le to state
that there Is abundant evidence in the Post
Office of noble and admirable natures. Buch

, an oxample. and one quite tho reverse of the
photographic episode, of simple trustfulness
nnd utter truth, was once shown In u bundle
which underwent examination for contraband

. writing. The package had been prepaid at
fourth-clas- s rales. It was rudely wrapped In
newspaper. Inscribed "No writing," nnd tied

' carelessly with a bit of string. This being sev-
ered, a olgar box was disclosed, which was
filled with choice-lookin- g cigars, on the top of
which lay a brand-ne- crisp $50 bill, quint and
unassuming, but wltb a certain Influential
air which the most heedless could not

. have failed to observe This substan-
tial hut shabby-lookin- g package was

i very likely clothed unlnvlttngly to enhance
the surprise, and wn can all upprecl.lt the bos- -
pltablo greeting with which It must have been
received. There nas mothet almost Identical
example lo a box from riorfda. It was marked
"oranges only." But this was a lib. for when
the little straw-padde- d box uas opened and
searched, the bottommost orange. Instead of
being wrapped In white tissue paper like the
rest, was rolled In another $50 gieenb tck. tied
around with thread. In such cases as these
therenever seems tooe any attempt made to
smuggle through illhlt correspondence, while
a two or three-poun- d box of gingorsnnps, con-
demned for a skulking letter, will often arrive
with postage churges to be collected for more
than tho ginger snaps could be bought at the
nearest bakery.

On tho matter of penning presents through
the mall, particularly during tho holidays the
public la sorely in need of Instruction. To n
sympathetic nund it is pitiful to heo urttclos of
value und rare beauty, out of delicate construc-
tion. Irreparably Injured through the cureless-nes-s

of tho senders Tho vo ume of gifts inter-
change! through the medium of tho mall ser-
vice ai Christmastime Ib so enormous that only
those article prepaid at letter rates, and there-
fore sealed are likely to escape breakage or
solluro. Ihe. saftity Incident to the transmis-
sion of first-clas- s mall matter lies In thu fact
that It is handled entirely apart from thoso
other grade wh ch admit of bulky or metallic-an-

destructive substances. As first-clas- s mail
matter consists mostly of sealed missives, and
as theso are tightly bound in compact and
symmetrical hundles, a package or box (even
If only of pastohoard) when stoutly winpped Is
not likely to suffer nny unduo pressure w rule en

' route in snch company. Moreover, llrst-cla-

matter is despatched la thick leather pouches,
of limited capacity and too stubborn to bo
stretched, whll tho Inferior grades of matter
are packod and crushod with a hrutnl lack of
tenderness in jute sacks, which admit of being
stuffed till they bulge. You might as wall ct

an airy soap bubble to survive a blow from
a prize lighter as to dream of a dellcato Christ-
mas- present passing through the United Mates
mail without damage, unless prepaid at letter
rates, and therefore securely wrapped nnd seal-
ed. For otherwise it Is thumped and squeezed
and crushed into a bag containing such mls(

urtlc'os as axes, tinware, faucets. Iron
ore, pump hundles, stova lids, horseshoes, rub-
ber hose, minerals, rolling pins, doorknobs,
bustles, and overy possible variety of coarse
and promiscuous merchandise bo tbnt oscape
from injury becomes almost an Impossibility.

A nile rigorously enforced In tbe Post Office
prohibits tho reading of postal carda To In-
fringe this rule is probably as serious a viola-
tion of the sanctity of tbe mails as to pry open I

a sealed communication. That it has been
violated, however, oltber wilfully or unlnten-- ,
tlonnlly, many aneedotss rife In the department
live to Illustrate. It can bo understood now a
clerk may quite innocently commit this offence
when ft is stated that the ven slmplo and un-
lettered are prone to write both the address and
the correspondence on one side of the enrd. In
suoh a case a search for the former often In-
volves i perusal of the whole communication.
And, again. In the distribution of the malls

cards frequently come to hand upsideSostal when a brief and plainly-writte- n mas-
sage can Impress Itself upon tbe retina In a sin-
gle effortless glance. Whether or not the sub-
stance of tb fo lowing card was discovered by
accident or dsslgn, it circulated throughout ths
office and caused no little badinage oy Its in-
genuous simplicity. It was directed to the
Fulton Street Prayer Meeting, as follows:

But however illiterate the spelling may bs on
the IstterB to our Polnnders and Italians, for
utter geographical chaos and topographical be-
wilderment the student ot PoBt Oflloo curiosi-
ties muBt turn to the letters brought to these
shores by the North German Lloyd steamships.
There havo been some nrotty suocesslul Dutch
navigators, but th bum of location has

since those bold, adventurous days,
and it is now quite comman to see a letter from
tbe Netherlands dlreoted to tbe four oorners of
the western hemisphere at once. This Is a
oase, though not an extreme one:

TESTS OF TJIJC PBXBIOAZ UAS.

A nectar's Obeerratlaae In JCxaaelalas Ass,
tlcaale far Kallraa Werk.

When the Klncs County Elevated Ballroad
was noarly ready to begin operations, and word
went abroad that three or four hundred men
would be hired for running it, Dr. Charles M.
Bellows of 413 Nostrand avenue, surgeon to
tour Brooklyn railroads, was engaged to xam-l- n

the applicants and determine tholr fitness
tor the work. It was not a civil service exami-
nation of the competitive literary kind, but a
senslDte. expert inquiry into the physh al con-
dition of th men who applied for situations.
There were more than 8,000 of them, and Dr.
Bellows had a lively tlm of it before the ranks
were filled. He examined about 1,000 men,
and dismissed the other 7,000 with th word
that there were no more vacancies." Thoy came from nil parts of the East," sold
Dr. Bellows when his task was done: "almost
every town on Long Island contributed a
quota: a groat many cum from New York
city; New Jersey supplied n good many, but

came from Pennsylvania, and I examined
verol who csmo from Connecticut. Tbey

wre of various nationalities and nil ages, and
the results of the examination were suggestive.

One Bpeclllc qualification was required
of all except candidates for situations In th
engines that they should beat least live (est
ait inches in height. This regulation was
adopt oil because It was apparent that men un-
der that height would Und It difficult to roach
tho bell ropes on car platforms. Other than
that qualification, the chief features of the ex-
amination related to vision, hearing, and gen-
eral physique.

"Tests for these qualifications were applied
to all comors, but chiefly to applicants for
places as engineer on tlremen. I found a very
general delcotlv enftsajn v lslun. Not more than
to per cent wero .in normal condition with nt

to tiietrcyeItfnotmvhn by that that
all the delectlvo applicants were colorblind;
only about ono in abundred was thus afflicted.
There were two or thre color-blin- d engineers
ot long xperiouco who wanted jobs. They
were very shrewd In their endeavors to avoid
disclosing their weakness. 1 bad red and green
flags with which to test their sensibility to
color. Theso ore the colore used on almost all
railroads for switch signals nnd the liko. When
I displayed tl-- Uacs to them t boy always numod
tho colors corroc tly : the reason was that green
is more intense thnn red, nnd it was by this
quality alone that thoy distinguished them.
When I loll that there was any doubt on tho
point. I showed red and green flags that had
become somewhat dusty and soiled by use; and
then the color-blin- d applicants almost always
failed to distinguish them correctlv. If. how-ove- r,

they Biicceoued In guessing the color ot
soiled flags, they wero sure to expose them-
selves on being submitted to a flash light test,
by which red Hnd green lights were showed al-
ternately at tho will of the operator. One mnn
whom I rejected for an engineer because he
failed on ti o soiled flag test, has been for many
years and Is aw running trains to Fort Hamil-
ton, He may die of old age before be runs hispassenger coaches over an open switch, and he
may bo tbe cause of an accident within six
months; It is a mere matter of chance and
the faithfulness of his fellow employees.

"Tho genernl defects in the eyes of appli-
cants were snort or long sightedncss. but there
were a great many whose Held of vision was
exceedingly limited. Borne who could see per-
fectly well the single object upon which theireyes were focussed could not distinguish uny-thln- g

n foot at one side, and others could seenothing above or below the object at which
they lookod. Most of the defsctlvo applicants
were altogether unconscious of uny defect in
their field of vision. As a rule the young men
were not troubled with visual disorder; the
danger came whon the applicants were more
than 85. That would seem to show that the de-
fect was not natal, but due to some causo nt

to birth. Any affection of the liver or
nervous system will react upon tbe eyes, andgenerally my weak-eye- d candidates were found
to be troubled with liver or norvous disorders.

"In tb matter ot hearing a much greater
percentage of the applicants were in normal
oondltlon. I think that fully eighty per cent,
could bear perfectly. The tests were made by
conversation and by holding a watch at various
distances from the earj Sometimes ono ear
and then the other would be stopiwd. In order
to determine whether the applicant might not
be partially deaf.

"In getting at tb general physical condition
of th men. JTemplov ed various devices. It was
Important, ot course. In every case to sound
the heart and determine whether the candi-
date had been ruptured. If a man came la
who was evidently nbovo the required height,
who looked strung and heartv. nnd whose
muscles stood out in cords that could be Beenthrough his clothes, I generally passed him as
acceptable, provided bis heart appeared to be
right; but If n puny-lookin- g man appeared I
made bin ondresu that I might see dearly
whether he was capablo of enduring tbe not
very great strain of railroad work. I some-
times made them lift weights, but I did not put
them through gymnastic exercises, tor I waa
after general muscular development rather
than ability to perform special fents.

"As men go nowadays, these averaged fairly
well. I hove found In tho many examinations
that I have mode that Frenchmen and Ameri-
cans are comparatively weaker than Uermans,
Englishmen, and Irishmen. The difference
arises from ths different modes of life. Ger-
mans and Englishmen get more out-do- exr-ols- e

In the developing period than tbe others,
and. oonsequrnty are much more hardy."

How do men and. womon of the same age
compare for general nhys cnl development ?"" Women are much the weaker, the different
constitution of the sexes aside. Men are weak- -
or iuuu WD, uuKia iu ua, uut women are tarbelow par. I think experts will agree with me
that tbo race has deteriorated sadly during the
last hundred years. It Is tb result of dissipa-
tion. Improper diet, and false modes of living
generally. Women In, this country have be-
come house plants. They look batter than thmen that Is, In better physical trim, but med-
ical men know that appearances of this kindare exceedingly deceptive to nil except these
whose special knowledge enables them to de-
tect In clear complexions and pronounced
veins, th evidences ot Inherited disorder.
We drink too much In thes davs. and
th modern habit of smoking Is certainly
pernicious. This applies particularly to cigar-
ette smoking. Whon I was connooted with
Bellevue Hospital 1 performed a post mortem
on a young mnn who died ot cigarette smok-
ing, Tne habit produces two or three disor-
ders, tho chief of which may be called the nico-
tine heart. Tobacco acts quickly as a power-
ful stimulant to the heart, and In tbo end tends
to weaken it. The climate of this vicinity ispeculiarly bad for tobacco users. It is damp
and the source of throat and lung troubles.
