LAND'S fallure to veto the Mexloan Penalon
bill has mads a prooedent for the service
pension. But a service penslon is clonrly a
pension for merit, and so the Indiann plat-
form Is not conslstent In It treatment of
the subjeet of ponslons,

Mr, OrzvELAND'Ss attitude ns to penslons
has bean, on the whole, creditable to him and
usaful to the country. The Indinna Domo-
erats either talk buncombe or they have
become viottms of the craze which In the
Jast fow years has made Congress rain down
pensions upon the just and the unjust. Mr.

A Short Talk to New York Workingmeon.

The perpetulty of republican Institutions
in Amerioa depends on the Independence
and intelligence of the men and women who
live on the wages of labor. The distinetively
American feeling of equality, which is the
root of democracy, cannot be malntained
exoept luside of good clothing, in the owner-
ghip of a comfortable home, n supoly of
wholesome food, education for the children,
the beat of newspapors (THE Sux), und a de-
posit in & savings bank. High wages aro
indispensable to the possession of these ad-
vantages. Our working men and womon
pow generally enjoy them, and, ns n conso-
quenocs, the political life of the nation dally
risea higher and higher. 1f foroign competi-
tion shall cut down these wages to the rates
paid to factory workers in Europe, our re-
public will surely decline to the condition in
which monoy Is king and man a chattel.

The fron and steel workers of Pittaburgh
will this week set an examplo which should
be followed. Ona hundred of them will go to
Washington to get from members of tho
House persopally the hearing that was de-
nled to them by the Waysand Means Com-
mittes when framing the bill to reduce the
tariff. Their published purpose is “to con-
vince Representatives that a vote for the
Mrmys bill means a vote against American
workmen."

It you go to Washington, be advised by us
not to return until you have made Congress
feel that you are in blood earnest in your de-
termination to be protected, not only against
cheap labor, but mlso against the importa-
tion of aheap goods.

The Indian’s Next Fricnd.

The bill now before Congress for securing
to Indisns the protection of the law merits
careful oonsideration. It has been drawn up
by the Indlan Rights Association, and its
main purpose I8 to establish courts on tho
various reservations, in which Indians may
sus and be sued, while additional objects are
to give them power to make contracta and
engage In trade. Naturally ita provisions
are not applicable to the Cherokees, Creeks,
Chiockasaws, Choctaws, and Seminoles, com-
monly called the five aivilized tribes, or to
the Benecas of New York, since these already
have judicial systems and facilities for trans-
aocting business. Nor are the tribes to
which it does apply relleved from those re-
straints which are necessary for the main-
tenance of the reservation systoms, the abo-
lition of which at the present time would be
premature and perilous.

The pending measure cxtends over every
Indian reservation the civil and criminal
laws of the Btato or Territory in which itis
gltuated; while the Kansas laws ure extend-
ed to the Indlan Territory proper, excepting,
of course, the five tribes thers already re-
ferred to, In order to secure the due execu-
tion of these varlous laws, Court Comimls-
sloners are to be appolnted by tho United
Btates Ciroult Courts for districts geographl-
oally set forth and numbered in the bill, The
United Btates Distcict Courts of the districts
thus specified are to slt at least once & year
in places mentioned, for the purpose of hear-
ing appeals, as wall as of exerclsing functions
of original jurisdiotion in the graver Indian
ariminal oases, and in olvil cases where the
'sum tnvolved exceeds $500,

Tuming to the Court Commissloners, on
whom the maln part of the duty contom-
plated, at Jeast in the first Instance, will de-
volve, wo find that each of these is author-
imed to hear and decide, within his own geo-
graphioal limits, ali sxoept capltal cases In
which Indians are Interested, elther on one
slde or the other or on both:

* Ho ghall aleo have the general powera of o Borrogate
or Jodge of Probate, or other like ofMoer witiln the
Miate of Territory, s0 far as relates to the proving of
wills of Indisas aud the appolutment and sccouuts of
Indiss adminlstrators, trusiess, and guardians e
shall aled hava, within any reservation, the power of &
Junties of the Feacs or potary public under the laws of
the State or Territery within which soch reservation ls
sliuated. Cases sball be tried by such Commisaloner
withoud juries, unless & jury sball be demanded by
sither party, but eithor party may claim a jury of slx;
and in all oases the jury ahall be composed half of sach
raos where this is practicabls, (u the Jud of the
Uommissloner, aud where a sufliglent number of Indl-
ans may be found whe speak and understand Engish."

If the matter in coutroversy exceeds §30,
or the acoused In a eriminal case Is *linbls to
an infamous punishment,” an appeal may be
taken to the United States Distriet Court:

of complaints agalnst him, and to give the
bond required of an Indian agent. Anda
very important dutyof the Next Friend is to
give a written approval to contracta and
leases of Iands allotted In severalty under
the act of Feb. 8, 1887, ainoe such contracts
and leases avw made lawful under tho present
act, provided they do not run for more than
a yoar, Theso proposed short land contracts
are further guardod as follows:

“Put no Indlan shall convey or encurnber the Utls
tharaof, except as hereln provided. within the period of
twanty-five years, fixed by section five of sald mot| pro-
vided that any two or more Indians may exebange sald
lands held by ons or more of such Indlans for lands held
by ather sueh Indlans, and when such exchangs ks ap-
proved in writing by such Cour: Commissianer it shall
takeo sffect, and tho titls to the lands so exch snged
pass nccordingly.”

1t will be scon that this bill provides acom-
prehensive court system for the Indlans.
The subject Is not an easy one toleglalate on
satisfactorily, yot It s of high Importance;
and tho basls now presented by the Indlan
Rights Assoclation may be found to save
much prellminary labor for Congress.

Buslness, War, Law, and the Presidency.

Mr. CrAUscEY M. DErew's speech at the
GraxT birthday dinner on Friday night con-
{ained some sounder ideas and more solid
facts than it is often thought worth while to
bring forward on ceromonial and compli-
mentary occaslons, For Instance, this re-
mark of his in regard to the undoubted and
ourifous fact that from the time of Wasn-
NGTOX to the time of CLEVELAND the Preal-
donts cf the United States have been selected
and electod from soldiers or lawyers:

“1t Is a notable fact that, though we are the only
purely Inddstrial pation In the world, we have never
selectad our rulers from among the great business men
of the country. And Lho mm.h:lnm and prejudieon ut

present | to such a choles.'

That suceeasful soldiors, some of them, llke
Winniasm Hexry HarnisoN and WINFIELD
Scorr and ZAcHARY TAYLOR, not soldlers of
the highest rank, should be popular and se-
lected for political distinction is entirely
natural, It is patural and it is right that
the people should wish to show thelr grati-
tude to men who have served them well,
As fur ss tho lawyers are concerned
their professlon bhas long been recog-
nized as the direct, just as distin-
guished service In the army has been
the Indirect, road to the great posta of tho
Commonwealth. It cannot be sald that the
lawyers have fulfilled the expectations or
purmises of D TooQUEVILLE a8 to their
conservative Influence In tho United States;
but thelr share of the honors of politics has
been porhaps in excess even of their merits,
That those merits have been great cannot,
however, be successfully denied, and most
of the brillant, though by no means all of
the gallent and era-making politiclans of
Ameriea, have come from the lawyers,

Jerrenson was rather a student of legal,
soclal, and political philosophy than a law-
yer pure and simple, In saying this we do
not of course forget that he was at an early
time In his career a succesaful practitioner
at the bar; but he wns & manof principles
rather than of precedents; and if he had been
merely a Virginia planter his Influence and
political achlovements might have been per-
haps as largo and beneflcent as they have
been. His legal training helped him, but it
was Impossible, frgm the nature of his mind
and of his heart, that the strict path of legal
distinetion could be followed by him. Even
if ho had been born fifty years later, It is
probable thnt no prospocts of eminence or
opulence at the bar could have taken him
from the two seemingly divergent careers In
both of which he eame to the highest honor—
practical politics and political and legnl
speculation, It is true that the broad and
sweeplng reforms whioh he introduced Into
the statute books of Virginla—which he
found a feudal aristocracy and changed into
a modern demoeracy—might not have been
made by o layman. But JEFFERSON 08 o
lawyer would never have been, even If he
hadl cared to be, o PINCENEY or & HAMIT-
ToN. A BENTHAM or an AUSTIN, upon dif-
forent lines and with o freer play of mind,
he might have been. But it was not as a
lawyer, but as & twue demagogue, or people's
lender, that he was clectod President.

ANDREW JACESON, the scoond great leader
of the Democracy, was a lawyerand aJudge,
ng lawyers and Judges went in tho new-set-
tled communities of the West, It waanotas
alawyer, but as & soldier and a representa-
tive of the growing Demoeratio Idea that he
came to almost unparalleled popularity.

SaMuErL J. Trupex, the third great leader
of the Democracy, was a great lawyer, but
he was nominated and elected rathor as
a statesman In politics, ns the man who
had ran New York Btate on business prin-
ciples, brought dishonest subondinates of
hils own party or the other to punishment,
and could be trusted to apply to the affalrs
of the nation the same Ideas and princlples
he had so successfully put in effect here. Mr.
Tinpes was o profound and luminous
thinker and student In the fleld of politics,
but It was as a political reformer, that s a
guod business man, meaning business In

politics, thet he was elected President.

We have spoken of these three distin-
guished Democratio Presidents, Of most of
tho Prealdents It ls sufMelent to say that such
of thom as were lawyers were not great law-
yers. Mr. TinpEN I the only man elected
President who ranks among the great law-
yers; and It I8 Interesting to recall that his
distinotion as a corporation lawyer was one
of tho mpeln objections urged aguiust him.
Of tho Republican Presidents, LixcoLw,
Ganwrisnp, ond ARTHUL were lawyers of
only moderate distinetion, and GEANT was
asoldler, Mr. Bramwe, the most prominent
and popular eandldate the Republicans have
had for the Presidency in the last twelve
vears, 1s neither a lawyor nor s soldler. He
{s a very good business man, however, as Mr,
Derew might have remembered,

The fact most naturally recalled by Mr.
DureEw's apeech I8 that the * business men,"
so-called, at loast the Republican busiess
men, were among the most blataut and per-
glstent supporters of the dangerous third
term proposal in 1880, Dut it is true that the
business men have not yet had a fair chance
for the Presidency; and the lawyers and

the people.

Bpeaking a8 a practioal politician of Tam-
many Hall, ho anawered tho question by ex-
plaining that New York ls governed by “the
people below Fourteenth street, oast of Third
avenue and west of Bixth avenue.” The po-
litioal pontiment of thess people and thelr
proferoncos as to logisiators must, therefore,
detarmine the declaion of the question, so far
na New York ia conoorned.

In the districts of which President Fons-
an spoks, about ono-half of the vote of the
town is onst, and the Intsrest in pollties is
far stronger and more genaral thero than In
the distriot lylng above Fourteenth streot
and betweon Third and Sixth avenues, where
negleot of political duty s of common oocur-
rence. A large part of the vote in the upper
wards s also in sympathy with this down-
town sentiment, and s swayed by it, the
population outside of a narrow strip being of
the same general character and living under
almllar elrcumstances.

That 18, New York is governed by people
whose notions of life are very different from
those of the members of the rich and elegant
Ninoteenth Century Olub, Thelr standard
aa to what constitutes fitness for publio
offico, and thelr domands In the way of rep-
resentation, may also be equnlly dissimilar,
They want legialators who will be In accord
with thelr sent!mont, and who will make
laws to sult them.

They may be dacelved sometimes, but as
President ForsteR said, the men they send
to the Leglslature or elect as Aldermen
generally represant them and the prevalling
tons among them. Of course they do not
always eleot men who satisfy the fastidious
up-town minority, for if they did, they would
not socure the representation they want;
but they are pretty sagaclous In picking out
legislators who express thelr own senti-
ments, On the whole, too, thoss represent-
atives ore honest, as also all exoept o
very small part of the people who slect them
aro honest.,

And don't they govern New York well ?
The city Government has incroased In ef-
flelency under thelr domination, and the
town is more orderly from year to year.
