Bear in mind that tho languages spoken In
Alaska aro Russian and Indian Aleut, thnt
teaching English thero will ho precisely
like tho teaching ot Chinese by a Chinaman
in tho heart of Franco, nnd that not ono of
tho bureau's teachers can speak Russian or
Alsut.

shocking English as tho following: "I havo
tried to increase tho promptness of this valu-
able document;" "Tho circular has evoked a
great deal of satisfaction;" "Its publication
promises to elucidate" asubject which is per-
fectly clear; "I trust thnt you will seo that
I am no iconocliat," meaning that ho is car-
rying out his predecessor's plans nnd has not
substituted now onos of his own.

If this Hureau of Education wore managed
by our wisest men, instead of by foolish nnd
lawless ones, it ought to be abolished. Tho
Federal Government has no authority to
educate. Education is the business of the
family, tho town, nnd tho State. Tho United
States has no more right to educato tlio
Alaskan Indians, than it has tho right to
catch tho Italians, Hungarians, nnd Bohe-

mians ns thoy pass through Ca&tlo Garden nud
chuck them into schools to bo trained into
citizens. Tho Federal Rureau of Education
is an outrago on the Constitution.

Tho local and national exchanges of tho
merchnnt tailors, in advising tho adoption of
tho cash system by tho trade, to fnr as pos-

sible, nro simply yielding to whnt lias now
beconio a necessity. During tho pnst few
years n great chango has taken place in tho
trado becauso of tho competition of icady-mnd- o

clothing, and becauso certain custom
tailors, by selling for cash and by liberal nd-v- e

rtibing, aro seriously cutting into tho busi-
ness of tliosa who pursue tho old system of
long credits, with their inovltnblo conse-
quence of bad debts nnd higher prices.

Of courso tho most profltablo trado is that
of the men who nro always icndy nnd willing
to pay their bills whenover they aro pre-

sented, and that is just tho trndo which is
surest to go where it can get tho most for
tlio money. Formerly, if such customers
wero very pnitlculnr about tho cut and
fnshlonlng of their garment", thny were
obliged to patronlzo tho tailors who ehargo
high prices to mnko up fnr their losses
on bad debts, and becnuso of tho

limited custom they can io

at such prices. tho modern
principle of Inrgo sales and sninll profits,
tlioy follow tlio old plan of small halts and
largo profits. Theso conservative tailors
spend nothing upon ndvcrtteliig, except In
Bonding out occasional circulars to their Im-

mediate customers, and thoy have b'son :u

eiistomwl to plumi themso!vni on tlmtnc-cni- nt

us moro nrlstocralic thnn tho trades-
men wlio mnko their goods known to tho
geneial publlo through advertisements In
tho nouBpapf'M.

So long ns tho best of tailoring could bo
obtained only from such as thoy, their sys-
tem worked very well, and homo of thorn
mudo fortunes, deapito their ninny bad
debts; for, having one n obtained reputation
ai leader of Jn3hlon, thoy could ehargo
what they chose. Hut when, u fow yoas--

ago, tailors of more onterprlui and quicker
to ecu tho drift of trndo btnrtetl out
to follow inodnrn method by polling
for cash and advertising extensively uul
judiciously, tho situation was bpeedlly
I'hnugcd, Their best rusroineie, those who
needed no credit, of courso piefcrrcd thonow

lors so groat that they nro now led to consider
tlio revision of their d method.?.
They must meet tho competition of their

fliurg d thorn for tho good reason that thoy
never worry about lalloiV bills.

All tailors who want to win much success
will therefore henceforward be forcod to sell
for cash, or on short credits, to put their
prices down, and let the publlo know through

have to offer. If thoy expect men to hunt
thorn up to beg for tho prlvliego ot getting
thnlr particular workmnnalilp, thoy aro
bound to bo disappointed whon thoy ooma to
count their nrollts. Tho shops that Invito
custom by lower prices for similar work
freely advertised will got tho cream of tho
trndo. It will l3 linposslblo for them tostcm
tho tldo which Is sotting ngalnst thorn moro
strongly every yenr.
