THE TROUBLE-FINDER'S DEATH,

Inquest In the Case of the Electric Light Re-
palrer whe was Killed by a Shook.

Coroner Levy began an Inquest yestoerday
Into the cause of the death of Thomas Murray,
the trouble-finder of the Brush Eloetric Light
Company, who was killed by an eleotric shock
oo May 11, while at work at Blerman & Heidel-
berg's store, 616 and 618 Broadway. Murray's
wilo wns present in deep mourning., and wept
continually,

Mr. Isanc N. Heidelberg and two employees
in tho store testifled that Murray eot out el the
window in the second Hoor and stood onthe
iron ledge which supporied the sign. Thev
saw a pull of smoke rise frem the window,
and, runeing to see what was the iatter,

found Murray dead. His bands were lurned
and his fuco was also burned. as though he hind
fallen on the wire.

William H, McGrath, superintemdent of tha
Brush Electric Llght l?nmrnnr. testitied that
as soon as he learnad that Murray waos dead hs
turned the current, making the wire rnaning
to Heldelberg & Bilerman’s stores a *dead”
wire. On examining the wire outslie of the
window where Murray died. the superintendsnt
continued, he found that the (nsulating ma-
terinl on the wire had been worn off and the
copper was exposed.

ﬁ , MceGrath sald, in answer to questions by
jurnrs, thot death would result from touching
an exposed wire in a cirouit if at nny other

int. in the eirenit the wire wis

rought by uany menps into eontnet lwith
the ground. On o ralny day, he sald,
the ogwlric fluld is not so thoroughly im-
sulated as in dry weather. and any one touch-
Ing an expesed wire, aven if it was not
*gronnded” at another point. would receive u
certain shoek.

Murray, Mr. MeGrath continued, wns in-
structed to test tha strength of the electric eur-
rent in the district where e was at work every
day, nnd Il there was a lenk he directed the cn-

neer not to put & current over the wire until

o shonld find snd repair it. He had not re-
ported a leak on the wire where he was found
dead. What he was sbout to do Mr. Me( ira{lh
did not know. Whenever he dizcovered a sllcht
laak, Murray made u‘f\nlr» without directing
l.h*l. the current should be turned off.
