What New York Has Come To.

Last Mondayevening Mrs. JuNNY WrnsoN
went to Poole's Theatre with her young
nephew and two girls, one of whom Is her
alstar and the other hoar nlece; but belore
they were falrly settled down to the enjoy-
ment of the play two officers of the Boolety
for the Provention of Cruelty to Children
made an uproar in the house by attempting
to carry off the girls to the soclety's rooms.

An usher very properly eams to the de-
fence of Mma. Winsox and her charges, and
ajacted the intruding ofMcers from the thea-
tre, but, after having obtained the asalatance
of a pollceman, they returned and arreated
her, the two girls, and the plucky usher, At
the station house Mrs. Winson was dis-
charged, but the usher was not released
antll the next morning, and then on ball,
while the girls were kept In the custody of
the soolety until Thursday, when they were
discharged by Justice O'RriLLY, and ro-
stored to their parents,

The only exouss the officers could give the
Justies for their high-handed proceeding in
dragging the party from the theatres and
practically kidnapping two little girls, was
that they thought that the children entered
the house unattended. But at the time Mrs.
Wirnson had explained to them their mis-
take, and the usher, who testified that the
party came topether to their seats, had
valnly reaistad thie arrest for that reason.

1t was also proved that the girls accom-
panled Mrs, WiLsoN with the knowledge
and consent of their parents, and the stube
indicated that the tickets had been torn off
together. The Justios therefors promptly
releassd the children from their kidnappers,
who had kept them from their homea for
threa days.

Yet this outrage took place in a olvilized
olty, and was committed under the plea of
charity, banevolence, and protection of the
innocent | It 18 of a pleca with some other
performances of this same soclsty. and
shows the danger of Intrusting the enforce-
ment of special laws to a special orgunlza-
tion of voluntaers, that has s~cured the en-
actment of the luws to maguily its office.

The Interference theory of government
has been carried to the furthest cxtreme
in thls Stats, under the pressurs of such
voluntary organizations as Mr. GerrY's
soclety and of public departmeats like the
Health Board, which also is supplementsd
by privats sanitary enterprise and benevo-
lenca. The consequence s that the number
of statutory crimes has been steadlly in-
orsasing, until now the best-disposed citizan
is always llable to stumble agatnst them in
the management of his privats and house-
hold affairs,

A boarding-house keeper has recently been
fined for furnishing oleomargarine to her
boarders, although she had honestly bought
it as butter, Polloemen and agents of tha
Boclety for the Prevention of Vice go about
as datectives to entrap saloon keepers into
selllng them beer on Bunday. Mr. Com-
8TOOK haunts the ploture stores as a legal
eritioc of French art on moral grounds,
The Inspectors of the Health Depart-
ment travel around with a taps measure to
determine whether the inhabitants of tene-
ment and lodging houses are violating law
by doubling up and saving money at the
expenss of the legal number of cublo fest of
alr. Mr, GERRY at last arrests a woman for
taking her slster and her niece to the thea~-
tre, under the suspiclon that there Is some-
thing wrong sbout the matter; and there
are hundreds of ether rich and philanthrople
people with nothing to do who would like to
got mors meddlesome laws passed, so that
they also might find ocoupation In Interfer-
Ing with the business of thelr nelghbors with
the best poss!ble intentions,

Good heavens! To what a pass have we
come in New York, with cranks and phari-
sees, social quacks and religlous fanatios,
sanitary theorists and moral dootors es our
tyrannlcal mastors!

Give the Rural Districts a Chance,

The Dewmoorats of New York, who have
beaten thelr opponenta In every State sleo-
tlon for the past five years, vote under the
disadvantage of a legislative apportionment
which deprives thousands of them of honest
and proper representation In Albany.

The Constitution of this Btate explioitly
provides for an enumeration of its cltizens
to be made by the Btats authorities every
tenth year. Bince 1885, howaver, our sucoes-
sive Ropublican Legislatures, fearful of a
new and just apportlonment, have shirked
this clear constitutional duty, and as a con-
ssquanoe wa ars still chooslng Banators and
Assemblymen on the basis of the population
of 1675, thirtesn years ago.

Binoe 1675 the population of the great cities
of industrial sotivity and of Democratic
strength, New York, Brooklyn, Buffalo,
Hochester, and Albany, have grown rapidly,
while the eountry districts have, relatively,
fallon off, Notwithstanding this, no effort
has been made to adjust the shameful and
Incressing Inequality, nor la there & pros-
poot of any. Governor Hinn, having been
coufronted always by a Leglelature con-
trollsd by the Bapublicans, has bsen unable
to Initiate, with any proapect of thelr mo-
ceptance, any of the messures demandad by
the Interests of the Stats, and his time has
been largely taken In holding st bay an ir-
responalve body of Republican legislators
owing thelr tenure to' & deflance of lawful
provisions, and holding It against the year-
ly repeated protest of the voters.

In the dsliberations whieh' naturally pre-
eode an lmportant Presidential election, a
disposition has been shown by the olty Dem-
corats to somoewhat dominate and contrel

e patrenage of shis greas offion, the ailure
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of the large majorities which this oty ordi-
narily gives to Demooratic nominess.

‘Whils this clalm Is unquestionably just, it
may sariously ba doubted whether Demo-
oratic suooeas oan be best promotad by a sole
dependence on New York eity votes and
New York olty counsals.

Our presen’~ Btate Assembly Is oomposed
of soventy-two Rapublioans and Afty-six
Damocrats, & Rapublican majority of sixtaan,
Noew York city sends twenty-four members
to Albany, of whom this year twenty-one
are Demoorats. If, thersfore, the most san-
guine hopas should ba realized, and that un-
precedented atate of things achieved of a solid
Domocratio delegation to Albany, nothing
would boe accomplishad, for the Republicans
would still have a majority of ten. Roches-
ter has no Republican Assamblyman, Buf-
falo haa but one, and Brooklyn but thres out
of twelve represantatives, Thus, If not a
golitary Republican should be sent from
either of the four large cities of the Hiate,
and if the Damoorats should sleot tha whols
forty-two, they would etill fall short of &
majority.

On the other hand, thera are throughout
the State many doubtful distriots which, If
the voloe and preference of influsntial Demo-
orats could be headed, would offar a falr fleld
for contest. The Republican member who
reprasonts Sohenectady oounty holds his
place by a majority of six votes; the mem-
ber from Fulton nod Hamilton by fifty-one;
the member from the Bscond distriet of
Niagara by 110, Other Rapubllican plural-
{ties Inst year wars theans: First Ulster, 188;
Becond Wayne, 106; Flrst Orange, 250; See-
ond Onelda, 268; Firat Saratoga, 285; and
Second Dutchess, 825, Here, thon, are nine
districts where additional Democrati¢ effort,
or & sufficlent prohibition defsction, might
defeat the Republicans, and thelr gain, quite
independent of what the large clitles might
do, would givethe Democrata the Assambly,
and with It the opportunity of shaping and
formulating the lagislation of the Btate.

The Demoocrats of the Interior of the Btata
should not be daprived of any of their righta
in the counsels of the party. On them, and
on them chlefly, depanids the result of the
State eleotion and the control of the Legls-
lature. The Democrats of this oity will have
afull rangs for thelr efforts this year in sup-
porting their national and municipal tickets,
It would perhapa be best for them to leave
the direction of the Btate campalgn to thoss
in closer sympathy with the voters’ views,
and Identifled more nearly with the lnter-
esta of localities upon the votes of which the
result Is likely to turn.

Col. Ingersoll's Popularity.

The great and widespread interest excited
by the discusalon of Christlan theology be-
tween Col. INoERSOLL and Mr. GLADSTONE
may fitly be called aslgn of the times.

Religious discussion and theological con-
troversy were formerly far away from
the general publio interest, though therels
no other department of literatura so volu-
minous; but when {t beoame known that the
North American Review for the present
month would contain Col. INGERSOLL'S re-
ply to the English statesman, thers Imme-
diately sprang up an enormous advance de-
mand for the publication.

This review waa originally s quarterly of
a highly respeotabls reputation and a very
limited circulation, so that whan it was pur-
chased by Mr, THORNDIEE RicE ten years
ago, and brought from Boston to New York,
it was almost unknown to the great masa of
readers. Now,because of his skllful editing,
It hes become one of the most extensively
circulated monthly magazines in the world,
the ehlef of the English magazines of the
same general clasa being left far behind In
that respect. But of all the many subjects
of popular intarestwhich have been discussed
in {ts pages under the editorship of Mr. Rick,
there {8 none that has approached this con-
troversy between faith and infidelity In Its
attraction for the publio.

That extraordinary intsrest manlifested in
a demand for Col. INoEBSOLL'S views and
arguments that will probably ran up the
sales ofya relatively high-priced magazine to
at least 100,000 coples, is, of courss, explained
in large part by the charm of the literary
style of that opponent of revealed religlon.
If Col. INaERSOLL wers a8 dry and dull a
writer as the theological controversialist
commonly is, the North American Review
would not now be gelling lke a fresh novel
by Crarx RussELn, But, no matter how
alluring the [etyle, thare would not be the
present eager demand for Col, INGERBOLL'S
assault upon the religion of the Bible If the
publie intarest in the subject wers not deep-
ly stirred at this partlcular tims,

It 18 slgnificant, too, that the demand for
the words, of the now famous Infidel far
axoseds the demand for the arguments in
reply to him, whether they come from a
clergyman like the Rev. Dr, FIELD or from &
statesman of world-wide distinction ke Mr.
Grapstons. Five, perbaps ten times as
many people read the lconoclastio argu-
ments of Col, INGERSOLL as pay attention to
what is written by the others in defonce of
Biblical story and theological dogma.

This profound and widespread interestin
what he says on the subjeot Is the mors slg-
nificant bacauss it 1s exhibited In chlef part
by those who were brought up in religlous
faith, and by ordalned teachers and minis-
tars of religion themselves. Yet the attacks
of the infidels of the past have been mlild in
comparison with INoEnsoLL's, He does not
assall ths mere form and ornamentation of
the ecclesinstical edifice, but strikes atthe
very foundation of religlous bellef as a rello
of childish superstition,

This great popularity of Col. INGERSOLL
a8 & writer, and the enormous audlence to
which he appeals whenever he rises to make
war upon the Christian faith, are faots of
the day to which we call ths undivided at-
tentlon of churches and theologians now at
variance within the cltadel of religion, upon
which this Infidel leader Is gathering his
hosts for assault.

Gen. Sherman and Decoration Day.

It is also
simply the truth to say that the presence of
our cltizen soldlers, whoare just the sort of
men that made up the nucleus of the armiss
which fought under GranTend BENRMAN
