Sennator Fassatt's Investigating commit-
tee spont all day yesterday listening to the
brothers Craven, and the brother who s still
omployed by the Aqueduet Commirsion talked
about bribery and Intrigue and the bad work
done on the agueduct with unexpected fros-
dom. Mr, H. 5. Craven, sxengineer of con-
struction, was first racallad.

“1 want to ask yon a few questions, Mr,
Oraven,” sald Lawyer Lovatt.

Senator Fasactt snld ne abould draw the
line at the iblionl definition of few. Mr.
Lovatt confessed that he did not know what
that was, and the Elmira Benator sald it
meant sight. Mr. Lovatt said he wns con-
tented, and proceoded to aek two or thres hun-
dred questions, all aimed to bring out the fact
that in disputes about the meaning of eontracta
nod ppecifications tho chle! enginecer is the
final judgo.

To Gen, Traoy Mr. Craven sald that tho en-
gineer fixed the dimensions of croas sections
of the nqueduct as tho tunnelling progressed
and gave tha tunnel lines to the contractor]
that whon these lines were onro fixed the con-
tractor wus obliged to excavate as nenrly as
ponsible within them, anid that no contracter
bad a right to & dollar of compensation for ea-
cavation outside ot them: further, that no skil-
ful contractor would find serious difficulty in
keoplng within the linea.
