The weathar waa fino, and the
many stoap hills made the eonching exolting,
Tha party broke the journoy on the way from
Jedburgh here at Dryburgh Abbey, where thoy
had lunch, Mr, Blaine sat on the grass, and
wapt over the tomb of Seott and quoted his
postry. Mr. Blaine know it all by heart.

This morniag before the start an hour wns
oooupled In visiting the ruins of Jedburgh Ab-
bey and examining the quaint old tombstones,
most of which scemed to belong to porsons
pamed Tefler. Many cables wers redoived be-
fore the party laft Jodburgh, and Mr. Carnegle
