Tho Senators paid more than usual attontlon
to Mr. Hour's spoocli.

In lew of tho fact thnt wo had no trained
diplomats In this country. Mr. Hoar somowhat
warmly and boastlngly suggested the names
cf Senator William P. Fryo, Congrossmnn
' "ggswoll of Salem, l'rosidont llobson of tho
j isherlos I'nion, and Wlllinm Henry Trescott
of the Stutu Uep.vrtnient. Tho mention
of these names caueed a smllo to
lilt over tho luces of tho Honators. Gen. Cogcs-wel- l,

wlio was listening to tho speech, had jut
M.irtuii to luvo the chambor whon ho lioard
liis mime mentioned. Ho tticronpon blushed
liolly and hirasolf In Henntor Sawyer's
chair, tho only mio In tho Senato big enough to
r.i'commnilnii) him comfortably, and romained
lli'iro. Mr. Hoar's speech showod that ho had
ghen most thorough study tothe Ushorlos sub-jee- t.

lloxulil:
"I hao seen with deep regrot thnt tho Presi-

dent of the United States, or somo porson upon
whose nUvico he has acted, seoms to think that
this object, wlileli tho policy of
tlivat Urilnln and Franco thought so desirable
for them, or transferring lorelgn fisherman
from their own country to ours. Is undesirable.
He Inn liastenod to nut himsolf on record by n
letter Jo the Collector of lloston. signed
with his own namo, as Intending to use all
the powers vested In him by lnw, even
under tho most strained construction, to pro-M--

tho emplojrmont under tho Amorican flag
of llohoruieu of foreign origin, 1 m sure no
example can Ixi found in our history, and I
tlilul; none Is likely to occur again, of nn
Jvvcciitlve straining his powers and departing
from the propriety of his station to prevent an
isivouluu of r.kltlod seamen to America like
that which England uud Franco so eagerly
Hrovo to gain ut tho close of tho last century.
They look at the thing very differently across
tho border. When al Wolloslcy
was In command of tho North American
I'.oet, ho considered It his duty to call tho
special attention of the Secretary of tho Ad-
miralty 1o their danger, from tho fact that colo-
nial Ushermen In considerable numbers man
American vessels. The President's shalt is
nlmod at the wrong mark. The Massachusetts
llshery report gives 14.670 fishermen engaged
in tho Ilshing vessels of Massachusetts. Of
these, 11,7-i- woro residentftof Massachusetts:
'.'.Mil wore ts of Massachusetts;

''and of tbeso 998 "Were Ameri-
cans. Of the whole 14.070 there wero 12.711
oithor having their homes In Massachusetts or
American residents in other States." The Administration in this negotiation has
disregarded the authorized expression of tho
will o! tho American people. If there can be
such authorized expression. Wo placed in tho
hands of tho President n simple menus for n
bimplo purpose Inetoad of using that means,
tho whole American complaint Is postponed to
a remote and most uncertain future. Neither
apology nor compensation, neither indemnity
lor tho past nor security for time to come Is
proposed. Instead, wo have this most extra-
ordinary treaty.

" This is nomero auostlon of tho Investment
of a few hundred thousand dollars and tho em-
ployment ol a fow thousand men. It Is a Ques-
tion o! the strength of tho llcnt nrra of this
nation. It Is n question of thai naval strength
without which our commerco nnd our coast
eltiei arealtko to boot tho meiey of any enemy
who mn y attack them. Jt onters largely Into
the question whether as a maritime powor wo
aro to he equal, not to Great Britain, but ovon
t.x'.inmlii. It is, i question, not of thoprlcoof
1'sli. hut ot the limits and tho oCIelonoy of the
American :.avnl sthoo).

"What an unwise, blundering, timid,
diplomacy Is that which, whon one

liun.ired and titty American ships cry out to
tbclr uovcrnment lor redress of vexatious
tieatment in British harbors, for denial ot or-
dinary hospitalities, for oppressive use of legal
authority, in turn wholly away from tholr In-
jury mid buffer Ureat Britain to discuss over
ng.ilu tho inturptetation of tho treaty of 1S1H
ns to IKliltig limits, mill takedown from her
walls tho rusty, disused weapons of seventy
ve.irs ago nnd blandish them again In our
fiiccs! What statesmanship, what patriotism
is H for President und Hecretnry and Demo-ir.iti- e

Senators to set themselves with ono
voice to nrguingtbo British casol Thoy toll us
wo ought to negotlnto. Wo have negotiated,
and aro content with tho results. Thoy
tell us v,o ought to arbitrate Wo
Iiivo arbitrated, una havo two judgmonts in
our favor. What treaty is likely to bo better
for us thun tho treaty of 1818 ? What arbitra-
tion more likely to result In our favor thnn the
nrhltMinent of 133tl? Our complaint of Mr.
Cleveland is not that ho nogotlated, but that ho
refused to negotlato in regard to tho American
grievance. 'Hint ho puts off to a more con-
venient senron. Ho negotiates whore we need
no negotiation, nnd leaves our condition worse
than ho ilnds 1U Our domand for redress,
which is a lit subject for negotiation, the grav-
ity of which he tins again and again adinittod,
he wholly Ignores or postpones.

When
Mr. Adams was told by Earl Russell
that tho law ofllcors of tho Crown louud
Jjolaw to prevent tho going out of tho rams,
Mr. Aiamsqulatly nuswored: 'It Is superflu-
ous to observe to your lordFhlp that this is
war.'

A source of groat Inconvpnlonco to tho
rnllroads leaving tho Grand Contrnl Station Is
tho Harlem drawbridge. Although thochauges
made nt Fifty-thir- d street do away with much
dolay, Bchodu.o tlmo can novor bo observod as
long as tho trains aro obliged to wait at tho
rlvor for tho dniw to close. Two yoars ago tho
Now York Control, tho Harlem, and tho Now
Hnvon roads circulated a potltlon on tholr
trains asking that tho bridge to closod for an
hour In tho morning and n like time In tho
ovonlng, whllo tho heavy local trains nro most
frequent. Tho potltlon was generally slgnod
nnd sent with n bill to tho Stato Ecglalnturo,
but tho bill was killed. Tho brldgo Is under
tho control of tho Kioto aud Federal Govern-
ments jointly.

will lie torn down and a new one will be
built nt the corner of Steuben streot nnd Rail-
road nventio. It will bo the largest In the Stato.
An ofTort will be made to soeuro the consent of
tho Rinurinn Commissioners to extend the
ferry slips nnd piers out into tho river, '10D feet
furtnor thnn nt present. If it Is successful It
will not be necesnry whon tho road is d

to closo up Green street ut tho crossing
as tho present plans provido for. It is not
likoly. however, thnt tho compnny will bo
allowed to do this, ns it would bo in the nature
of an obstruction to steam and sailing vessels.

It is reported thnt the company has beon
buying nil tho wnter front on Stnton Island
thnt It could obtain. It Is said that it intends
to ostnblNh a big freight ard there und to
transfer to It n portion of tho work thnt Is now
bolng ilono at tho Horslmus Covo depot. Su-
perintendent Jackson sais that he knows
nothing about the reported purchases and that
thi report may or mny not bo true.

Tho work on tho new depot of tho Central
and Lehigh Valley lloilronds nt Communipr.w
Is progressing rapidly, nnd tho latter road is
making preparations to lay now tracks. A
hundred or more Itnllan laborers aro camped
just over tho gap from Jorsoy City, and tho
work of filling in the Morris Canal bed from
Mill Croek to 'ho basin will soon begin. It tins
not ot boon decided whether the whole canal
will be filled in. If it to keen It open
tide water will he readied by a short cut over
tho Centi nl Railroad property from Mill Creek
to tho buy.
