Prance just now Is principally occupied with
tho big celebration of July 14, and with
tho tromondous feed, to cost 6(1.000 francs,
which tho President offers to 2 000 Mayors of
Franco ns a set-of- f, and a most sucoessful ono,
to tho Comto do I'arls's circular to tho samo
Mayors asking them to bring him Pack to
powor nnd bo happy.

Tno case of tjuoon Nathallo of Sorvla has
n ory omotlonal topic to tho European

press, nnd unstinted nbuso Is poured out on
Bismarck for tearing tho young Prince Irom
his mother's arms, drh ing the helpless woman
from Germany, L?. Thoro is no doubt that
King Milan isa pollshod vlllnin of a monarch,
deserving any amount of hard luck, nnd quite
unfit to bo Intrusted with the education of his
twehe-yoar-ol- d boy, but thore 19 no especial
reason for abusing poor Bismarck. Ills busi-
ness is to look after tho interests of Germany
nnd hor allies, and ho cannot afford
to bo Influenced by tho partlculnr woos
of any ono femalo, no matter how desenlng.
Besides, (Jucon Nathalio did interfere in poll-tic- s,

nnd schemed to huvo Itusslnn influence
predominant in Sen ia. If tho Russians can
they will make Sen la Russian, but Austria
will do all bho can to keop the llttlo country In-

dependent, ns a buffer between her and ltus-
sla; nnd so King Milan wisely koeps in with
Austria. Austria wants the coming King of
Sorvla to follow in his father's footbteps, and
so Gortnany, to oblige Austria, has turned tho
Princo oer to his papa.

In reply to the accusation that ho has sent
tho llttlo boy to be brought up in opposition to
tho wishes of his mother, tho Queen Bismarck
can reply thnt It is to tlio boy's interest, as tho
future King needs to bo brought up in such a
way as to keep hold of his future kingdom, and
tho Princo, if left with his mother, would hao
imbibed Russian tendencies that might lator
lose him bis throuo.

LaBt fall when war was apparently nbout to
break out betweon Italy and Abyssinia, tho
British Government made an acceptable offer
of mediation, and sent a young fellow named
Portal, Second Secretary of Legation at Cairo,
with two English assistants, on a spocinl mis-
sion to King John. Tho official correspondence
respecting this mission Is issued as a Parlia-
mentary paper y, and it mnkes ono of tho
most interesting bluo books eer published.
Mr. Portal had a rather exciting tlmo, so excit-
ing, indoed, as practically to spoil all
the pleasure of the romantio trip. His
guides and muleteers purposoly misled
tho party nnd then dosorted thorn. For
twonty-sevo- n hours thoy wore without food or
water. Their chief Interpreter died of exhaus-
tion nnd thirst. Their baggage was looted, and
for ten days thoy wero kept close prlbonors in
the camp of Bus Alulu, King John's chief Gon-
cral, while that worthy discussed with his
chiefs whether they should cut tho throats of
her Britannic Majesty's mission, or simply put
tbom in chains.

Tho party wero bettor treated when they at
last managed to reach tho camp of tho Ethio-
pian potentato; but their reception was by no
means eflusilely cordial, nnd they were glad
onough to get back to Mas-so- ah with whole
skins. Tho mission was a complete failure, ns
King John would listen to no proposals for
peaco which would not luvoho conditions nt

to tho annihilation of tho Italian army.
