A MAS!AC'S BUOCKISO DEED.

lie Attempted tn Kill Mia tVlfe nasi Then
Cut Ills Ovvu Throat.

CoLtJMniA, S . O., July 14, Just after the
onrthquako of Aug 31, 1390. Joseph Soup, a
Bohemian, living In Charleston, was crazod by
fright and attempted to kill himself by jump-
ing out of a window aud cutting hit. throat. Ilo
recovered from his wounds, and was sent to an
usvltim. In six months ho was discharged,
and ho ostablishod himself, with his wife and
threo children, In this city. Savoral months
ago ho was again put in tho asylum, and was
dtscharced two weeks ago. This morning
Soup beenmo violent nnd began beating his
wife. James Howie separated them and got

lho madman rushod Into tho yard, caught
his wlfo by tho hair, and plunged a shnrp-polnt-o- d

fllo threo times Into her bend. The woman
fell to the ground. Mr. Hovvlo wns walking
away, when lie heard a stop behind him, ana
sprnng aside In time to save his head from be-
ing split open by an nio In tho hands of the
maniac. Tho weapon grazed his shoulder.

Soup ran buck into his house, took up n
butcher knife, and began cutting his throat.
The knlfo was dull, and ho threw It down, tookupn penknife, walked across the room to n
mltror, and stood before tho glass whllo he cut
his throat from car to ear, severing the jugular
veins and wlndpltio. Ho walked lntotho yard,
pumped water into his hands, nppllod It to his
wounds, nnd fell thero dead. The sulcldo was
witnessed by several persons, who mado no
nttempt to iuterfore.

shot a boy on Adams street on Thursdny
and Is now in j'nil, turns out to bo tho notorious
thiol who for n year past has robbed Innumer-
able housos at which sho was ongaged as a
servant.
