Norfolk Btroet Synagogue on the Baturaay
previous. It contained the material for

dozen sermons, was a marvel of nice rabbin
reasoning, and nppealod especial r to bis

hearors. who have a poeultor appreciation of

uoh logic. The following translation of part

of it is ofHolol, and was prepared under the
direction of Mr. Buchhaltor, ltabbl Joseph's
prlvato secretary:

We are commanded in tho holy writ to abide
by the atatutoi and to observe the divine laws.
Inseparable as the two, the statutes and tho
laws are in tho dutiful obodlonee of tho be-

liever, yet aro they distinct and apart in their
nature. Wo must have a perfect understand-
ing of tho distinction If we desire to llvoup" to
our obligations, as the peoplo to whom the law
of God was vouchsafed; Tho statutes of rel-

igion aro injunctions of which tho mind of
man cannot concelvo tho reason; dogmas
which we cunnot comprehend, and which
our rational thinking and soolal wolfaro
would seem novr to demand. Tho laws, on tho

t ether hand, aro ordinances whloh reason Itself
would snscest and which the woltare bt soolal
We depends upon. The one we have to obey

i as believers : the others wo nro In duty bound
toiollow tor tho. promotion of social wolfaro.

but even repugnant to the flense of morality
and justice The latter was the. case with the
Pharaohs, of whom the Bible tolls us that they
pretended to be godB. Bucb statements must
not be understood lu their literal senso. Thoso
potentates probably regarded themselves as
gods in tho samo Sense as some followors of
erroneous philosophical thoughts say that
they aro tholr owu sods that ovory man Is tbo
master of his own destiny. Tho ancient kings,
who knew not tho laws of God." pretended to bo
the sods of their domlnionH. assuming the
right to give laws according to tholr
own wisdom, or as thoy Imnglhod
according to the demands and wolfaro of their
subjects. And those lnws were Indeed cruol to
others and repulsive to the sense of justico and
morality, and ultimately evon ruinous to those
for whose benefit thoy were framed. There
were other nations and othor great men who
made such laws, who ignored the ontlre

knew not of divine grace, and imaginedSorld, to be their own gods. According
to the wisdom that dictated tholr, laws feeble
children were put to doath, oil conjugal

professedly for the weal of
t&Oommonwealth:tbeft.Ua committed that
ItooWanot bo detected." was a wisdom.

To guard against such porverslons, the di-

vine revelation avo us statutes which wo
must follow without reasoning. In order to bo
ever mindful that wo ore not our own gods,
that there Is a Wisdom that la tar above us to
whose decrees wo must submit n wisdom
that Bwavs the destinies of all men. And laws
were revealed to us. the reason and necessity
of which wo may understand. Into tho wisdom
of whloh we are in duty bound to inaulre. so
that we may intelligently, follow them. In this
Wise the law of God may become our wisdom
and our understanding In tho sight of tho na-
tions;" in this wiso we may conquer for our-
selves, the acknowledgment truly a wiso and
underktandlng people is this great nation.

If the statutes of Judaism are the pocnllar
behests of tho Jewish popple to keep them In
communion with UodTthe laws by whloh we
are guided must be such as to gain for our
tellgtontho respect and appreciation of the

' outside world. In our dealings with our fellow
I men. in our relations to society. In our moral
i and intolleotual pursuits. In our dispensation
i or charity, we must so follow the laws of our
. religion as to bear testimony to the great Wls-- ,

com lrom which they emanated. Otherwiso
wo are not worthy of tho statutos which bring
ns Into closer communion with our Creator, for
we bring them Into dlsrop'ite by our unreason-- i
able adhoronce.

Whon strangers came to Abraham, our rabbis
say, thoy received at hlu hands ail tho hospi-
tality that he could afford. He provided for
them all the oomforts ho could, gavo tbom to
eat and to drink, and entertnlnod thorn In tho
most kindly manner. But when they, having
partaken of his hospitality, wished to thank
him. he pointed heavenward, and said unto
them: "Not to mo your thanks aro due: bow
down before Him, who 1b tho creator of all thnt
Is good, and by whoso commands I spend
on my follow men the blessings which

I he bns granted mo." Now. why did ho not
I tell them to worship God boforo he granted
1 them his hospitality? Because if he had done

so, their worship might not havoboen sincere:
' some would have obeyed him because thoy

I Were Impolled by hunger and thlrstand the
noed of rest : others would have departed from
llm and sala that they desired neither his
kindness nor his religion. The worship of the
flrat would havo been sheer hypocrisy: the

f estrangement of tho last would havo given rise
' to unfrlondly relations', misunderstandings,

and wrongs. But having acted in accord with
tho law of God. having treated his fellow

t men with kindness first, the patriarch could
then unhesitatingly direct their thoughts to
God. If they recognized the. irrace of God in
tho laws which guided the actions of their host,
they would worship Him In sincerity if thoy

, did not, thero was at least no reason for them
to misapprehend the motives of Abraham.
Thus our progenitor first followed the laws of
Uod In his relations to strangers, and then he
rondo known to tbom the statutos of his belief.

This is tho reason why many religious
persons place hlghor their religious observ-
ances, which are of concorn only betwoon
tbomserren nnd their Creator, than tho obedl-nnc- o

to moral and social laws, which should be
tholr rellglouB testimony boforo tho world.
Against this error, whloh leads Into grlovous
wrongs, tho author of the Proverbs wr.ms us:
"The ear that hearoth and tho eye that soeth
God hath mado thorn both:" thoy aro of equal
importance. The statutes that satiBir tho re-
ligious yonrnlng of tho soul, as well ns the
laws that rogulato tho moral and social life uf
man, should bo guarded and followed with
equnl care, cherished with equal solloltudo. If
we nsplro to tho grace of God which was prom-
ised us by our prophets and seers. Amen.

Mr. Pearson gnve his tinned
many valuable presents, including diamonds
and jewolry, and a team of hordes nnd a car-
riage valued at $1,800. Miss Holland's mother,
who is a widow, fnvorod the match, but Mr.
Pearson's parents objocted. Miss Holland earns
some of her pocket money by giving music les-
sons and teaching languages. Mr. Pearson, it
Is said, brought pressure to bear on his son to
glvo up Miss Holland, but tho latter refused.
Miss Holland was seen at her homo. She was
handsomoly dressed, and wore some of tho dia-
monds that Mr. Pearson had chon her. tihe
was palo and excited. Bhe said :

"I am exceedingly shocked about this mat-
ter. The story Is false in almost every particu-
lar. Tho young man and I have beon engngod
to be married for a long time, and we hnvo
never since we met had a word but pleasant
ones. Not onco have we quarrelled. Our
courtship has been a very pleasant ono. and I
am sure that our wedding, which will surely
tako placo In October, will bo a happy one. not-
withstanding tho stories in circulation. The

man's father, I have reason to bollevo,
opposed to our marriage, although he has

assured mo personally that he Is not, and that
he is happy that his son is to marry. Not only
has ho told mo this, but I have a lottor from
him oxnresBlng tho samo thing. Yot, I am
satisfied that ho is trying to scparato us. Ho
will not succeed, however, for on July 11. be-
fore tho young man went away, we talked ovar
our approaching wedding, and there was not a
word suggesting that ho bad any doubt about
its taking placo. I have not said anything to

At Int Thle le Canvtet MeCaHhj'e Htory,
Husked Up by the Alleged Canfeatlen af
III. Pa), Luar. Wha Una Sled In JTrl.ea.

Early in tho ovenlng of Dec. 20, 1831, Pas-qua- le

Lavarlno, who had beon in this country
only thrco days, was stabbed and killed in
front of the barrnoks In Mott street, back of
Polloe Headquarters. At tho samo time his
brother Antonio, nnd his cousin Pasqualo, nnd
Felice Leporollo wero dangorously out. In-
spector Byrnes wns on tho Mulberry sroet
stops of PoIIoo Hoadquartora at tho moment,
and ho immediately eent out his dotoatlvos, but
thoy wore unable to find the murderer. It ap-
peared that a drunken young man had passed
tho threo Italians, had had a growl with thorn,
and had como back and attacked thorn with a
knife whllo tho Italians woro reading a letter
undor a lamp post The wounded mon declared
that tho assailant wns an English-speakin- g

man, but tho oasowas much mystlflodby the
statement of Josoph Bocco, nioknamed Joe
Rocks, a bootblack, who said that he had been

'looking out of a window, and hod seen an Ital-
ian on top of tbo dead man, who lay across a
sloping collar door.

On Sopt 19, 1885. John J. McCarthy, a young
man of about 23, who had boon arrested bo-

foro in a stabbing case, and again for burg-
lary, was arrested for tho murder by Central
Ofllco detectives. Inspootor Byrnes has in
writing a "confosslon" by McCarthy, which
says that ho had some trouble with tho Ital-
ians, nnd was sllchtly cut by ono of thorn.
Anxious for rovengo ho went Into Fanning
grocery store In Mott strcot, just south of
Houston, and stolo a big carving knifo. Tho
statement goos on to Bay:

"I returned, and coming up to thorn I Btabbod
tho knlfo deep into tho stomach of tho man
who cut mo, and then fought my way through
tho crowd, outtlng any ono who trlod to stop
mn."

Two boys nnmed Lnno and O'Connor woro
found who said that thoy had seen McCarthy
do tho cutting. O'Connor said it was done
with a big knlfo. McCarthy was indicted for
murder lu tho llrst dogreo, trlod, and convicted
of manslaughter In tho first degroo. On Nov,
25, 1885, hu was soutonced to twelve yoars and
six months In King Blng. was tho
plea Ool. Spencer mako for the prisoner.

It Is now said that tho wound that killed
tavarino was a small ono. such as could not

Inflicted with a big carving knlfo;
that this point was overlooked at tho trial:
that McCarthy's confession was a lie. and that
a convict namod Jobu Luby, slnco dead In
Htato prison, confessed, in 1886, that ho com-
mitted the crime,

Luby was also known as Ed Luby and Georgo
Davis. On bept. 7, 1881, he was arrested, with
Dig Lena, for a glovo robbery In Bond street.
Ho was rocognlzed nnd sent to Sing Sing to
servo a suspended sontonco for another crime.
His conduct at Bing Sing was vory bad. On
May 12, 1B8C. bo wns transferroa to Auburn
prison, und ho lived only until tho fall of that
'oar. To thnso who wore with him in bis lastJtours, it is allegod, he confessed that It was ho

who killed l'nsiiuolo Lavarlno. Boveral months
ago McCarthy, now In Clinton prison, at n.

sent the following letter to his wife,
who Is living at 233 Mulberry streot:

MvDcah Wirx: I received your kind andwelcoino
letter, and was very KlaU to hear that you and Mabel
are wed. I Ha. very sorry to hear of Johnnr Luby's
death, but I'm triad to bear tbat be mad. a coutes.lon
admltllae tbat It wa. he who kille I the Italian.

1 ou inajr think It Btrauge. but the truth U that I knew
ItwHHhewho killed the Italian ever .lnc the night
that the unfortunate atfalr happened. But my lips wero
eealed, beoau.olt wa. on my accouut and to .ae mo
that be ffot Into the fUht. lie taw all the Italian,

Jumped in to belp me. and the Italian
who wa. killed attacked him Uu etruck at him four or
Are time., but Luby caueht hla arm. and ! b.liee that
be took the knife out of hi hand and etabbed him You
remember tbat on my trial the little Italian boy. Rocco,
wore that he waa looking out of the window, and tbat

he .aw an Italian manlylnir on the dead one. When
Luby stabbed Lavarlno Uie tatter tel, on the cellar door,
and I saw Luby leaning over htm. That was the Umn
that Kocco aaw Luby and took blm to be an lulian. 1
wa. ten or fifteen feet away at the lime, and Luby
called to me to net out of the way. that the police wero
coming I ran toward Houston street.

Now that Luby Is dead, and they cannot injure any
one, if the wltne.se. would oulv tell the truth about the
occurrence it would lift a load of disgrace off you andmy child and my brothers and sisters.

I remember tbat you aU thought it strange that I did
not take the witness stand in my own behalf, but the
truth Is that I was afraid that In
Lnby'a name would leak out, and 1 did not wish to lm- -

fillcart him. as It would not do me any good, as every
to mo as the one who committed the deed.

That Is why his name was n,t brought up in my trial.
I am very glad that the truth ha. come nut at last foryour and my child's sake, as 1 think it will relieve your

mind to know that I am not a murderer. I know that i
have done wrong in keeping this to myself so long, andletting you and my child bear the disgrace, but 1 could
not do otherwise as everything was against me, so that
I hope tbat you will forgive me. My love to you and
Mabel and my brothers and sisters and year mother,
and hoping that you are all well and that I will hear
from you soou. I remain your fond bnt unfortunate hus-
band.

McCarthy nnd Lnby wero Intimate- - friends.McCarthy lived In Mott street at tho time of the
murder. Inspeotor Dyrnes. from whom theso
facts were learned yesterday, says thnt Frank
liarrott of 313 East Fourteenth streot, who
would havo been n witness for McCarthy, died
within a fortnight of consumption. It is pos-
sible thnt a petition will bo sent to Gov. ULU
asking for McCarthy's pardon.

MORTALLY STABBED.

Hemetrla Sliamnre Meete Death an Ilia
Own Haarstep.

Nicolo Dlsltl, otherwise called Nicolo Eossl,
and Demetrlo Blnnraoro, stood In front of 517
Carroll streot, Brooklyn, a few minutes before
0 o'clock last night wrangling. Demetrlo was
on his own doorstop, and in a drunken way
was trying to porsuado Nicolo, who was also
drunk to go to bis homo at 491 Carroll street
A quarrel resulted, and Nicolo drew a knlfo
from his pockot and flourished It.

Tho terrified eldors flod across
the Ohio, landing near Home, Ind. Thoy went
back into tho country and began sprendlng their
faith in ono of the most Illiterate sections of
that part of tho Btato, meeting with little suc-
cess. Two women. Clara Tyng and Macglo
Jnrvls, woro the only converts in that vicinity,
and when tho elders started northward the
two women accompanied them, to assist the
missionaries until they reached the nearest
station ou the Louisville, Kvausvillo and Bt
Louis Railroad, whore thoy woro to take a
train for Missouri, to join converts in that
Btato.

On Thursday they arrived in tho northorn
portion of tho county and stopped at tho house
of a widow, Mrs. Thomas. That night a bundle
of switches with a noto nttachod was loft on
the doorstep. Tho noto warned tho mission-
aries to 1 eave that portion of the btato
and allow tho women to return. No
attontlon was paid to tho threats,
and on Friday night a band of tho reg-
ulators visited tho houso. Tho door occupied
by the missionaries wns forced and tbo fright-
ened mon and women taken to tbo woods. Tho
two oldors woro stripped to the waist aud tlod
to a treo, and each regulator, twonty In num-
ber, administered five loabos to each victim.
Ono blow struok Fallon In the eye. destroying
the sight Both men tainted long before theirpunlshmont was ended.

One of the womon was then flogged until
she, top, swooned, and tho remaining womnu
was told that unless they returned home they
would get a double puniehmont, and tho mis-
sionaries would be hangod unless thoy loft thocounty at onco. The regulators thon dis-
persed, and the uninjured woman summoned
assistance and had the victims takon to thehouse, where they now Ho in a critical condi-
tion.
