they Inform tho wealthy plantor what sum ho
lirunulred to pay and at what interials. On
tholr side tho bandits pledco thomolves to

tho family nnd property so
lone as his contribution Is regularly paid.
Somo of thoso buuults nro cynical ouoiiKh to
warn tho planter nualnst informlnc tho pollco
of their presonvo in tlio ieinlty.

Sho o.encd tho door in
responso to n knock, but when ho saw tho
roiiKha In tho hallway sho tried to elo-- it
oeiiln Ono of tho fellows put his foot aealtist
tho door, and foued It open.

Mary," said
the rlueloader to Mrs. Woods. " We're eoln' to
have somo Rood beer." Mrs.
Woods com idled, l'or two hours the growlers
kept ivnstuiitly coine to nml fiom tlio apart-
ment to a Miloun luithor up the street, and tho
thrco women had to wait on tho cuisine,
drunken wrctchos. Tho other tmnnts knew
pretty well what waseolneon. but did not ten-tui- o

Aftortherouelis had berninn
thorouehly soaked In beer they hnenu to abuse
tho women. 'I luco of them cauelii hold of tho
two eirls. Annie nnd Kato. nml attempted to
assault thorn. The Kills strueelod and called
for help. Mrs. Woods ordered the mon out of
tho house. Tttoof them tinned upon hor nud
tluow her down. Thoy beat and Kicked her,
and tho poor woman, who Is nearly blind,
beeced for mercy.

Woods lylne insensible on t ha Unor. covered
with blond nnd biuises. Tho daiiKhters had
successfully resisted their assailants, but had
been soterely handled In the strueelo. Tho
Police nrrestod 1M McKimo. Kd O'Connor. 1'at
Cronln.John Knhoe, ami Miko Sweeny. Tho
last two wore identified by tho MUses Woods
nstho assailants of their mother. The latter
was taken In an nmbulance to Holletuo Hos-plla- l.

To Tiin Kin'oii or The Sun Sir: In nn
nrticlo upon this subject recently you speak of
"prohibition of natural law." There Is no
such thine as a " prohibition of natural
law." an expression unfortunately used by
Judge Tracy in a oaso, Thorp net. Thorp, de-

cided in tho Xow York Court of Appeals Jan. 7,
1S81, in rolation to tlio institution of maiilaeo
or tho Intercourse of tho soos. On tho con-
trary, tlio object of all statutory or canonical
regulations on such a subjoct Ij to limit tho
othorwiso universal law of nature. All believ-
ers in tho lJlbllc.il history of tho orlein of mini
mustueroo with tho statement contained In a
recent nrticlo of Tun Sun, that Adam's sons
must have married their own slstors.

But lot us eo a stop further. Immediately
after tho Koachian dolugo tho marriaeos of llrst
cousins fonnod tlio romotost dotreo of kindred
atallablo for such intorcouise. oven if tho

dlstnnecs (seo Uonesls, eh. llll nnd
ItisnpoinblodlPilculties of coiiiiiiunlcation and
locomotion between tho mombeis of the only
remaining family, scnttcreii thiougliout iho
recently biibmereod wond. did tint necessarily
Intoltou resort o tho li.ituial l.r.vof thellist
Inmily, nnd were but oim lemoto from tho
primitive Inwuf nature. It was not until tho
lapse of many ganeiatinns niter tho traditional
history of tlm Hood th.it Moses Issued Ills
l.otitle.il deeif en to thollientlousness
thut was creatine confusion in that social or-
ganisation which had supplanted primitive
nmjillclty. Such piohlbltions aie not confined
toi'asesof consaneuinity. though tho prohib-
ited lutorcour.-- o iiiidoubtoiily Includes " any
thnt aro near ol kin," which may well embrace
Jlrst cousins. Tlio catalogue extends to de-
grees of anlnltt.

Tho vulgar error that both mental and phys-
ical deterioiatlon o! proven is tho result of
consanguineous alliuuces, though lone slneo
exploded by tho scientillo pot turn of tho medi-
cal proles-io- u. arose fiom arguing from a lore-gon- e

conclusion to tlm premises, Instead of
from tho promises to their legitimate conclu-
sion. If it wero otherwise, tho ioco must hiito
deteriorated Irom tliotcrvboginniue: whereas,
on thocontrnry.lt Is well known thai by tlio
law of r.nturo tho purity or a stock Is main-
tained by breeding in ami In, although to ob-
tain certain foroten characteristics it Is some-
times deplruhle to cross it with another. .'o
doubt any s, oeiflc nciiuired dine.isn In a fitmllv
would he intensilled byiho intonimrrhigo of
Its members, tin, them is no iccoid of uny
phislcn1 or mental Inllriulty, lu the early ages
of mi"il:Ind. n'sultlng Irom consanguineous

'j'ho i.ctltical prolilbltloiis wero
against a i rntalout hoi l.ilaiid moral nt'll,

sapping tlio puiity of tlio domestic hearth,
inihor than a physiological one. nfloctinu tho
sanitary londltioii of tho world.

Though the i.evltlcnl decrees nro tho basis of
nil suhsouiient legislation on tho subject In all
Jewish and Cliri-tla- n comniuiiltlos, they hato
not been strictly and lltor.tllv folloted in uny
coinitry or by any ( hurch. Tho Honian
Catholii! Chin ch nt ono tli.inovonnxtoudod 'ho
prohibiliolis to the sotoiuh degree, rcsnitliig
to Itself n dispensing power in inutler how
near tho relationship. In tha
prohlblllons uro limited to cases of consan-
guinity, in othors extended toallinlty. Thus,
in Kni.-lan- d a mini may pot mairy his doca.ised
wife's si tor. This pioliibltlou Is supposed to
bo based upon thu Lutitic.il ilecree that u man
shall not m.ury ids (dece.iscdl brother's wile,
tho convtuso being decmudtn be included In
such prohibition, tb'.., n woman shall not
marry hor idccnnsudl sisters husband. In
fact, tho couteiso throughout the decrees Is
left to bo Inlerred as a logical sc'juenco.

Hut bo tnat as it may, thoso decrees wero
origin, illy iutondod to rcettlnto the morals of
the woild, mid h.ul no relation to pluslologlcal
rosults, nnd whether, as formulated by Aicli-blsho- p

Tinker In Ihigl.ind, alter the Ilcfoima-tloi- i,

they bo biiiiikisciI to bo based upon dud's
law, they have for the most part been accepted
as having boon originally enacted lortho moral
wolfnrn of society. Thoy form an abridgment
of tho Inw of nature, n limitation of tho other-
wise natural law of murriiigo n regulation of
social policy, rather than iinlrotltnblo and

decree. In an Dngllsh casn of not
tory romolo dalo Mr. Justice Colcridgitsaid:
"Wo am not, on this occasion, inquiring what
Is God's law or what the I.otltieal law Is. If
tho Tarllauiint of Henry VIII, legislated on
n miHinteiprotiitlon of Ood'slntv woainbouml
to net upon tho btututo which Ihov luivo
pns.'Od."

Chair-
man Pratt told Grass that ho had no moro
right to speak than any oilier Indian. This
remark was resonted by nu Indian grunt all
around, and Grass said lie hail tho rami) right
to speak for the Indians who hail chosen him
as Pratt hud for the whites. At Prutt's re-
quest tho Indians finally agreed to stay until
Mondaj. but said their minds were not Iiko
children, and thnt they would not sign.
