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No Presldential ¥ishing on Bunday.

1t nppears that during his recent.flahing
trip on the waters of Loog Ialand tha Freal-
dont abstalned from flshing on Sunday,

" Paople gomotimes fish on Bunday,” he
#s roported io-have sald to hils companions,
“and I don't want to Le In ths way, or
Interfore with your prefersnces, I don't
fish Bundays myeelf. I was brought up
that way and nover got in the hablt of it
It mny of tho others wnnked to fisl he would
go ashore and rejoin them on Monday; but
of ooursa ho was not allowed to do this,
No fieh wern taken on Sunday,

Thisact of the President was justified on
pocular ae well a8 religlous grounds.

Being within the torritorial jurisdiction of
the State of Naw York, he waa subject to Ita
lawa foritha time belng. One of those laws
forbids “all shooting, hunting, fNshing,
playing, horse racing, gaming, or other
publio sports, exerelses, or shows upon thoe
first cday of the week” The provislons of
the Penal Codla relating to Sunday, of which
this probibition Is one, were for the most
part put into thelr prosent form by the
Leglslature of 1853 and became law by the
approval of Mr, CLEVELAND himgelf, who
was then Govertor; so thero can ba no
doubt that ho knew what the law waa when
he dealined to fish on Sunday, and that he
did not niean to disregard it.

This 18 ns It should be, He 18 undera
threefold obligation to reapact the latter of
the law, In addition to that which rests upon
the ordinary eitizen. He 1s President; ho
has been Governor; and lie belongs to the
legnl profession. In all these capacities he
ought to hava a specinl Interest In the ob-
pervance of the law.

When heo returns to this State at the closa
of'hls pecond term and resumes tho practice
of hig professlon In a truly modest and Dem-
ocratlo manner, he will cartalnly feel a legnl
as'well as moral satisfaction in remember-
Ing that he sparad the south slde bluefish
“ om the first day of tho week, commonly

called Bunday."

The «Canaldian Paclflc’s American Di-
rectors,

Paclfic directory had been * to temporarlly
flll & vacancy."

At the Republican campalgn headquarters
on Tuesday the game Information wus im-
parted, with the additional statoment that
Mr,MonToN had “acoepted the place tem-
porarily, until a sultable Canadian: could be
found for the place.”

Thess statements may give afalsa Impres-
slon respecting the facts. Mr, MoRTON flrst
became & direotor of the Canadian Pacifio
not a year ago, but more than two years
ago, namely, on Mayj13, 1886, - Ho was elect-
ed not merely toflll a vacancy temporarily,
but at the regular-annual mesting of this
forelgn corporation, just as the other direc-
tors wero, Ho was reiélected n year laterat
the regulor anmal mesting on May 11, 18387,
And he was relllsoted for a third year of ger-
vice at the last regular annual meeting of
the company on,May 9, 1834,

The record Ilbcewise gshows that My,
CrarLEs Dax Rose and Mr, Pascor Du
Pre GreENPELL, the London partners of
the Hon. Levi P. MorToxN in tho banking
buglness, bhad been-directors of the Canadian
Facific sinoe1880,and had gerved continuously
on the Board, with the exception of a alngle
wear in Mr. Rose's case, down to the time of
Mr. MoeTon's first election, Mr, Rose and
Mr. GRENFELL appearto have been roplaced
on the Board by their two Now York part-
ners, Mr, Levr P, MogrTox and Mr. RICHARD
J. Cross,

We deslro only to get at the exact facts in
regand to this lmportant matter, If it now
be trus that Mr, Monrron has concluded to
gaver his officlal and pecuniary relations
with this forelgn corporation, so aggres-
sively Inimical to, American rallway inter-
estd, the declslon speaks volumes for his
political sagacity.

But Mr. Monrrontis not the only dis-
tinguished Amerlcan stotesman acting as
a direclor of the Canadian Pacific Ralway!
Company,

The Hon. Winniax LAWRENCE Boorr of
Erle, Pennsylvanis, who, more than any
other member of the Democratio National
Campaign Committeo, represents tho great

In the Intereat of forelgn competitora, Ia
also a director of the Canadian Pacitlo Rall-
way. Ho was firat elected as such on May
9, 1883, He was refilsoted on May 11, 1884,
agaln on May 18, 1885, again on May 19, 1846,
again on May 11, 1887, nnd again, threa
monthe ago, on May 9, 1883, His sucosssive
terms of service ns dlrector have covered
more than five years.

"WIIL-There B3 & New Berlin Congress?

At last wo have what may be viewed nann
officlal avowal of the mew European pro-
grammo, whose basges scem to have beon lald
at the meeting of the two Emperors. Ae-
cording to n telegram sent to Constantinople
by tho Turkish Ambassador to Kaiser Wite
LIANM, the approachlng conferences of Brs-
MARCE with Messrs, De Gieng, KALNOKY,
and CRISPI are preparstory to an early con-
vocation of the Berlin Congress. It is also
asserted that the work of the reassembled
Congresa will bo confinad to an adjustment
of the Bulgarian diffleulty.

It the powers that were parties to the
troaty of Berlin would or could in practics
reatrict their representatives to the solution
of a single question, the convening of the
Congrees mlght with somoe show of reason
be regarded ns an assuranco of prolonged
peacs, For the nssumption that the exist-
Ing causes of international tension arising
from the rovolution In Eastern Roumelin
and tho nccesslon of Prince FERDINAND in
illegally enlarged Bulgaria can be removed,
implles that the sottlement reached shall ba
aceeptabls to Russin. Onco conclliated (n
the Balkans, the Czar would have no motive
for codperation with France in a contest
agninst Germany, and without his assistance
France will not dare to move. On the sur-
faco of things, therefore, n revival of the
Berlin Congress might seem generally de-
glrable as a mnatural, delinite, and expedi-
tious means of relisaving Europe from the
fear of widespread war,

Butit may turn out that Russia eannot ba
ensily satlstled, and that the Bulgarlan ques-
tlon eannot be dissociunted from an extonsive
revislon of the Berlin treaty. It is searcely
probable that Austrin would consent to the
reupersedura of I'rines FERDINAND even in
Bulgarin ns origlnully constituted between
the Danube and the Balkans, without de-
manding upon her part that her present
provislonal occupation of Bosnla, Herzego-
vina, and Novi Bazar should be transformed
Into formal Incorporation, Nelther can wo
reasonably expect that Tussin will
not Inslst on  the lasting fuslon of
Eastorn Roumella with Bulgarin from
the moment she 8 assured that p
lieutenant of the Czar will rule at Philip-
popolis ns woll as st Sofla. I objections are
offared by the Sultan to the permanent dis-
memberment of toerritory secured to him by
tho Berlin treaty, It may be snswered that
the Porto has ltself defaulted [n the poy-
ment of the indemunity imposed upon it by
the Congress, Asthe Sultan may alroady
look upon BEastern Roumelin as practically
lost, he might agree to formally repounce
that provinee If Russin on her part would
caneel his arvears of Indebtedncss,

Here agaln, however, Austrian may inter-
pose and requlrs further compensation, i€
tho Bulgarian question {8 to be settled on
the lines of the treaty of San Stefano, You
ylelded Dosnla to us, so tho Ministors of
Fraxcom Josaen may say to M. pg Giges,
08 #n equlvalent for the mutilated Iul-
garla lylog north of the Balkans, and
which would remain, as it wus thought,
under Russian (ofluence. 1 you are now
to have Eastern Roumelin to boot, we
should recoiva by way of makewelght a
section of Mnecedonin stretehing from Novi
Buzar to the XEgean, and including the new
rallway to Saloniea,

Admitting that for the sake of pushing lis
outposts close to Adrianople the Czar might
yleld to this claim upon the part of the [aps-
BuRa Koiser, wo can hardly supposo that
other partles to the Berlln treaty would not,
o turn, propess arevision of it o thelr favor,
Englond muy contend that, if the Sultun's
traditionn! enemies are to bo enrlehed
at his expenso, she, who lug proved
hersell his friond, ought ot least to ob-
fain Cyprus in  full  soverelgoty, with-
out belng bound to puy & vearly tribute, or
to guarantes the Ottoman possessions (n
Agln Minor, Thoe plow that might bLs mude
by Italy 18 no less strong, Why, It may be
asked, should M, Wappisaron, the Fronoh
plenipotentiary to the Congress, huve re-
oclved an assurance that his Governmoent
would be permitted to take possession of
Tunjs, when no corresponding coucession
was made to King Husmmewr, who Is a
stanch ally of; Austria and Germany, and in
the most friendly rolations with England ?

The more this projest of convoking m.
Congress of the great powers s consldered,
the more trepidation is likely to be excited
at Constantinople. For to whatever tune
diplomatists may agree to douce at Barlln,
1618 patent thet the Bultan will have to pay

The number of hands employed in
them was 25,192, of whom 12,368 wers in Now
York, and of the total sum pald In wagea
during the year, or $6,661,005Ithe New York
establishments alone pald $8,886,715, and
they produced goods of the value of $18,990,~
553, out of r total for the Unlon of $32,004,794.

A large part of thess New York manufac-
tories are now engaged 1n the production of
garments whose shapa {8 determined by the
bustle. If, therefores, Mrs. CLEVELAND'S
prejudices agalnst the bustle lead her to
diseard Its use, and {f by 8o dolng she sels a
fashion that women generally follow, of
course the trade will ba thrown into con-
fuslon, and some loss will result, The loss
on garments already in possession of thelr
wearers, and upon thosawhlich private dress-
makers are producing, will also be some-
thing, and some garments now in the hands
of dealers may boeomo unsalable,

We can understand, then, the alarm in
which our ecorrespondent writes. If by dis-
earding the bustle herself, Mrs. CLEVELAND
caused It to bo discarded forthwith by all
women, the result might baconslderable. 'But
there i& no ground for any such fears. Asn
matter of faot, we are told, Mrs. CLEVELAND
has not east aside the bustle utterly. At her
last vislt to New York, sho appearsd with a
bustle, reduced In sizn, it is trus, but a bustle.

Yet, even If Mrs, CLEVELAND cast aside
the bustle altogetheriand declared her vio-

Ther promotad him to ba s
Major-Genaral in the regular army. and when
the commisalon wns mnade out the Prealdent
doolded thnt it shounld be sentto tho Gensral,
who still lay near Cedar Creak. by An unusaal
messongor. I was solocted {or this azresnble
duty.

From Washington to Harper's Ferry [ went
by rall, but thare {t wns neoessary to have an
ssoort, Btarting early in the morning and riding
all day with no other interruptions than ware
onused by the ocenslonal appenrance of Moaby's
eavalry hoere and there on our flank, it was
abont ten nt night bofors wo roashaed the Gen-
oral's stopping place. Heo had gone to bad, but
wns waked up to recolve the important doou-
ment, The spoeches on the occaslon were
brial, but they wore to thaypurpose. Shoridan
wia not displensad with tho tranaaction.

Tho next morning the General took me on
foot through his eamp, and.os wo went amobg
tho rogiments and brigndes, and greated old
nequaintanoes on every hond, I was every-
whore strusk with the manifostations of por-
nonal nttnohmont to Bheridan.
