A Candidate for Vice-Fresident.

Some pother has been made by & number
of Republican journals about o speech made
at the National Prohibitlon Cemp Meeting
8t Decatur, IlL, on the 26th day of July, by
Dr. Jonx A. Broogs, the Prohibitionist can-
didate for Vics-Prealdent. It appears from
the affidavits of reporters and other persons
present that Dr. BRooks usod thislanguage:

*1 bawe lived In the Bouth and [ owned alaves Lhere.
Inympathized with the Bouth and prayed for the anoc-
ooans of the Confednrate cauns, but my prayers woere not
answersd Iharve been a Demoerat, but, thank Gop"'—
bors the epeaker shook hin head, atthe same tims rals-
ing his armjand shaking bis Aug® at tho andienco—*1I
have never beana Republican. Iwill never have that
sl te answer for."

Like Moseny, Masosg, CHALMERS, and
other' distinguished Southern gentlemen,
Dr. Brooxs was on the Confederate side
during tha olvil war, but there Is no reason
to beliove that he is not as thoroughly recon-
structed as they. Though many hot Repub-
lican patriots are howling at him as a Traitor
and a Rebel, he warmly pralsed Apramasr
LiNoonN in the same speech. His own ex-
planation ot his thanking Gop that he has
novar been 8 Republican is that he spoke
facotiously, That is a natural and in our
oplnion a eatisfactory explanation. That
heated Republicans present should have
taken him In dead earnest, and failed to ap-
prociate his humorous intention, is perfectly
intelligible, There are plenty of unfortunate
people who cannot ses a joke. There are
Republicans of the straltest sect to whom
a8 Jest directed agalnst their party would
soem like an Implety and an outrage.

But suppose Dr. BRooxs had in sober
sooth thanked Gop that he had never been
& Republican. What of {t? There are
plenty of old-faghioned Democrats who are
proud and grateful that they nsver voted a
Hepublican tioket. There mre plenty of
feroclous Rapublican partisans who would
ba ready to thank Gop that they have never
been Democrats, Presumably all tha Pro-
hibitionists thank Gop that they are not
Republicans, and the Republicans thank
Gop that they are not Prohibitionlsts; while
the Mugwumps thank Gop publicly and
loudly that they are not as other men. Per-
hapa the feeling smacks of Pharisalsm, but
it is natural that a man!should think well of
his party, and prefer it to others. Other-
wise he wouldn't balong to it.

Dr. Broous's offence, In the eyes of the
Bepublicans, s not the fact that he has been
aslave-owner, a prayer-offering Confederats,
and a Democrat, but that he s a Prohibl-
tionlst. Having been a Confederate, and
not voting the jRepublican tickst, he is, of
oourse, & rebel. All Southernsrs who are
not Republicans are rebels, and very unre-
pentant too, It is at least clear that Dr,
Buooxs 1s an unrepentant Prohibitionist,

The Awful Collislon,

Given the following situation: Two ships
approsch each other, In weather which ad-
mits of sufficlent obearvation, having each
other slightly on the starboard bow. What
shall be done ?

This was the state of affairs as reportad by
Captain M3rr.e® of the Gelser, and with both
officers In command at the time of the colll-
slon abeent, the one at the bottom of the sea
and tho other not yet arrived In this port, his
15 the only statement from which any dis-
oussiop of the event can be avolved,

The first rule of the road says that when
two ships approach head on, on the same
line, each shall port Its helm and pass to the
right, In this.rule we must find the key to
the aooldent. Evidantly the chlef ofMoer of
the Gelser thought that the boats held each
other on tho starboard hand so dlstinetly
that another rule obtalned than the one just
olted, and that they should hold theircourss,
‘which, by the way, would have kept them
cloar, the ships passing on the loft. The two
whistles blown by the Gelser show that that
was Mr, BRowx's intention. On the other
band, the commanding officer of tho Thing-
valla judged that the boats were go noarly
©on allne as to call'for the Arst rule, and hLe
managed his boat accordingly. From Capt.
MOLLER'S statements Mr, BROWN was right
and ths commander of the Thingvalla wrong.

Bo much for the first view of the colltsion.
Back of this reasoning the truth would prob-
ably disclose a faultiln both ofMcers whieh, it
this accddent had not taken place, would of
oourse never have been heard of, but which
would nons the less have been put down by
the Recarding Angel who keeps the books of
the sea. The probubility 1s that nelther ship
whistled when lnw and judgment would have
sald that a whistle was indloated, If one had
been sounded when the two ships were
sighted, the precise intended movement of
each would have been known, and they would
bave passed o safety,

It Is one of the unfortunate laws of nature
that thoso at posts of aven the very high-
@l responslbility lose somowhat the edgo of
vigilance which s regularly and rigidly pro-
seribed for the performance of thelr dutles,
Bhlp commanders grow slow w whistle
when & blagt would remove avery feature of
posslble uncertaluty ss to their course; and
this I true of pllots Lo rivers und bharbors to

a greater dagree probably than it is trus of
those who croas the ooean,
Etarnal vigllanes Is tha prica of life.

Shirking Its Challenge to Parnell

If any evidenca wore needad (o convince
impartial onlookers that the London T¥mea
knows ita charges against Mr. PARNELL to be
unfounded, It would be furnished by the
shufMling courss pursucd by that newspaper
with rolation to the lbel sult brought In
Bootland, It should not bo Jost slght of that
when Mr, PaAnseLt demanded an Investiga-
tion by a Parliamentary committee the Times
defled him to proascute hisalleged calumnia-
tors Ih a Boottish court, and the game chal-
longe was truculently pressed by the spokoes-
men of the Government during the heated
debata over the Commigslon.

Now, however, that the Invitation has
been ncoepted by the Irlsh leader, the Times
geems nnything but plesesd, Its first com-
ment on the naws that a sult had been begun
at Edinburgh was n professlon of surprise
that the object of Ita Incessant vilification
should Invoke such aromedy, though only
a few weoks bofore amazement was exprossed
that he had not taken recourss to that ous-
tomary oxpadlent, But ns the prospeot of
belng muloted In damagos for a huge sum
has bocomo disagreeably distinel, the nows-
paper has cast about for protexta on which
to evade the tribunal which it had proviously
described ns unimpeachable. For tho first
time sinoe it ssked why Ita vietim did not
summon It before a Seottish Judge and
Jury, It Is sorely troubled by misglvings
touching the jurisdiction of the court. It
has just discovered that its proprietor s
nelther nresldont nor a property owner in
the northern kingdom. To the obvlous re-
joinder that qui facil per alium facit per se,
and that libels uttered by the agents of the
Mimes in Edlnburgh are in the view of the
law uttared by the princelpal, It has started
the objection that the Scottlsh newsmen are
not its agents, but pay for the paper In ad-
vanoe a8 8o much marchandlze, Thers may
be something in this plea, but it scems a
pity that a journal so pretentlous as tho
T¥mea should have been so [l acquainted
with the law of tho subject whonlt dared Mr,
PARNRLL to arralgn it in Scotland.

But wo have not yet exhausted the llat of
tha subterfuges to which the journalistic
Boaxerard and its Tory defonders are pre-
paring to rasort,  'While on tho one hand an
effort will bo made by tnking exceptlon to
the jurisdiction of the Scottish tribunal, to
defer ns long as possible the trial of the
cause, on the other the proceedings befors
the Commisslon are to bo pushed forward
with unexpected deapatch. The hoped-for
effeot of this doubla move is plaln enough,
namely, fo forestall the verdict of & jury
coneerning the authentielty of tho lotters
imputed to Mr, PARNELL by a judgment of
the Commission with relation to some point
entirely outside of the meln lssue. But
these are of ecourss the tactics of a roguo
who sees exposure looming over him.

That the Times should prefer the Commis-
sion to o court Is natural, seeing that it has
been guaranteed agalpst punishment al-
though It should bo adjudged n wilful
slandorer and delibernte propagator of
forged documents. Not the less'does It pre-
sent a ludlerous spectacle, rquirming under
the well-timed application of the ordinary
legal test to which it bad loudly summoned
the sufferer from its malignity.

The Coroners,

Thoe terms of three of the four Coroners
whose jurisdiction extands throughout this
county, expire with the close of the present
year, and thelr successors will be chosen at
the election In November. The dutles which
devolve on these officials have, during the
last few years, been subject to frequent stat-
utory change, but as now determined they
are embraced in the examination of cases of
sudden or suspiclous death and the holding
to sbide tho action of the Grand Jury of
those principals or accessories agalnst whom
eriminal charges may seem to lle.

Instead, however, of performing these du-
ties, for which each Coroner recolves an an-
nual galary of $5,000, it has become the prac-
tice of these officlals to arrogate to them-
selves [powers never conferred upon them,
and to sssume to exerclse a most arbitrary
interference with the prarogatives of the
Grand Jury, of the Suprame Court, of {he
police courts, and the liberty of cltizens
generally. It s not alleged anywhere that
the motive which actuates tho Coroners in
thelr proceedings 1s other than a good one;
but If officers charged with the administra-
tion of the law do not themselves conform
to Its requirements, It Is not strange that
scandalous controversies should arise,

Not very many diys ago Coroner MEssE-
MER, in holding an inquest in tho casoeof
Mrs. Levy, who met her death by being ran
over by a one-horso car in West Twenty-thled
street, held the Secretary of the Cross-town
Rallroad Company on two charges, on ono
of which, that of manslaughter, he commitied
him to the Tombs, and on another, that of
contempt of court, he committad him to
Ludlow street jall. Such an actlon was on
the face of It vold, n8 where a magistrate
or Coroner assumes the custody of an In-
dividual he cannot for very obvious reasons
commit him to two different places at once.
The commitment for contempt of court was
of itsell vold, for the reason that a person
charged with the commission of a folony Is
by law freed from furnishing the ovideneo of
bis awn alleged guilt, and when M. McLEAN
refused to produce the accident book of the
company he was not only nol guilty of con-
tempt of court, but. ho was standing on bis
fundamental constitutional rights, This foot
ssemed to be lgnored by Coroner MEsspyen,
and recourse had to be had to the Bupreme
Court, which defined the duties of i Coroner.
The claim advauced In extenuation of the
extraordinary action of Coroner MESSEMER
was that * ho was ongaged In ascertaining
whether bobtall cars were a public nui-
sanoe.” To this Mr. Justice PATTEREON an-
swered very laconically, * What has he to do
with that?'' It s manifest that a Coronor
has nothinglto do with any such question.
He 18 thero to ascertain the enuse of death,
and nothlng more. The abatement of a
nuisance, if bobtail pars be such, appartains
to the functions of n Grand Jury,

Not vory long ago Mr. MESSEMEN'S ol
league, Coroner Levy, hod chargs of the
ease of Wall Btreot Broker HAToH, who mot
his death by falling from a window in West
Twentloth stroet. The examination, which
was prolonged by inguiry into numerous
anonymous latters, disclosed the fact that the
deconsed had clutched the branch of p teeo,
which, breaking, had caused him to fall lnto
the yard below, On tho strength of this
teatimony Coroner Levy directed o verdiet
which boplicated a man who was at the time
of the catustrophe flve miles distant, but
whi was chargod with having entdood the
deconsod Into the house, and who for this
offence, entirely unknown to the law, was on
the 16th of May committed to the House of
Detention ns a witness, though o witiess to
what the record did not show, unless it was
&5 0owitness to his own desd, In the samo
s Coroner LevY committed to the Hopse
of Detention Livriay E. SBcorienp, under
an order which the Supreme Court was after-
ward compellod Lo set mside as In vielation

of Iaw. This order specified no offence and
presaribad no time of inearcerstion, so that
under ita terms Mrs. BooFmLD, though not
charged with any corime, would have re
mained a prisoner for an Indefinlta period.

Theso two cases {llustrate the sinck dis-
ohnargn of thelr logal duties by tha Coronera.
Almost every weak tho ald of the Buprema
Court In Invoked te provent Coroners from
excecding thelr powers, The police magls-
trates of this clty perform thelr more oner-
ous duties much bettar.

Each of our Coroners recelves an ample
salary, and each haa the appointment of a
phyeleinn, nta yenrly salary of £3,000, to per-
form necessary madleal sxaminations and to
furnish the certificates which the law re
quires In oortaln cases,  The threo Coroners
whose terma are 80 soon to expire are, it ls
sald, candldates for redlection, and an Im-
proved and more gtrictly legal adminlatra-
tlon of thalr office would certalnly add to
thelr chances of suocess,
