tha Nationalist peasants vicious,
dishonest,' and. as a rule, much too leniently
treated.

Tha Incidents related by Mr. Hurlbort, and
quoted by the Timet, are numerous, but rather
flat.

God
help us If we havo free trade, for our working
people, that sustain us In peace and protect us
In war. will starve."

His companion,
however, made a desperate stand, nnd for two
or ttiroo moments fought the two rlflomen
Blnglohnndcd, ond at the disadvantage oi be-
ing exposed to Ure. while his opponents were
sheltered. The messenger and clerk llred
through a crack In the door, but were wild In
their aim. Although they fired at least a dozen
shots but one took effect, Tho bandit who bad
not been woundod, and wbo stood close to Ills
comrade, elazed away at the door until be bad
sont eight bullots within two lnehos of each
other.

The firing aroused the passengers who, after
eonceallng their valuables in all mannor ot
ways thrust their heads out of the windows to
discover the source of the fusillade. The ban-
dits, seolng that tbelr plans bad failed, now
made preparations to escape. In doing so tho
man wbo had been guarding the en-
gineer and fireman was forced to aban-
don his post in ordor to assist the wounded
bandit into tho thicket. This gave
tho trainmen a chance to recover tbolr
nerve, and In a moment guns wore blazing
away from car windows, platforms, and halt-ope- n

doors. The fusillade, although wild,
aroused the bandits to farther action, and with

in each hand they returned the
Are with Interest i'iromnn Mash, who bad ap-
proached to within a few feet of tho outlaws,
was shot In the arm, the bullet striking tho
bone and shattering It The tire of the
passengets wns silenced by the three
men, who now retreated under cover ot
the fog. tho wounded bandit being helped
by his comrades. During their retreat they
kept up an Incessant fusillade oa the train,
some of the bullets breaking the windows ot
the coaches, while one pierced the engineer's
Jacket As soon as tha bandits baa ceased
firing the passongers and tralnmon started In
pursuit; but as the fugitives wero on horses,
whteb bad been tethered noar the tank during
the fight, they hod so dlfUcolty In making their
escape.

When the news of the attempted robbery
reached Sawllns there was tatenso excitement
At 8 o'clock the Sheriff of Carbon county, with
fifteen armed and mounted cowboys, started
on the trail of the robbers, wbo are believed to
be moving slowly, owing to the condition of
their wounded comrade. It Is thought the gang
will be overhauled bfo,e tcmorrow morning.
The Governor of tbe Territory and Superin-
tendent Dloklnson hare each offered a reward
of 1500 for every man captured. Nash and Till-
man are in this city. Tbelr wounds are being
treated by the company's surgeon. Both will
recover.
