Correspandonce of Wagnor nud Lired,
CONCLUDING ARTIOLS

The pecond volume of this correspondence
compriset the letters wrilton by Wagner and
Liazt to ench other during the porlod batween
1864 and 198L Thess nlso wera for Wagnor
years of exile and of hardshin, Lut at thelr
close wo meo him upon the eve of returing to
Germany nod enterlng on the prosperous and
trinmphinnt part of hiscaresr. Yet In tha lsi-
ters from whicl wo are abotul to make some
extracts, we alill bea hilm too ofteun In & poature
of alijest mendicaney. nnd one cannot bt feol
that, althongh no stross of clrenmstances
might lave avalled to subdus and dwarl
hin geonhis, his  oharacter, ot Ieast,
would have bassn Ireemediably degraded by
prolonged adversity. It s ovident thnt
fn the moAnesst and most predatory sonso of
the pheann, he soted ofy the principle that the
world owod hio n liviog, aud s Jdid not ox-
empt his best frlond, bimself a mon of genlis,
from Ipnesssant and omerons demands for
tributs, Although lis was porfectly awara that
during the parlod now nuder review Liszt'a
yesourcon wore mors moagrs than hisown, he
did not Neeltate to draw on him for lonns
which he makes no effort by any ourtallment
of his own expenditure to repay. Duton this
yepulsive fonturs of Wogner's relations to
Lisst we hnave doubtiens dwelt nt sufflolent
lenrth already, and wantmll hore confinn our-
pelvea Lo lotters which axhibit bim in mapocts
more worthy of his fama.

Inons of the lotters written In 1854 from
Burloh (whore, havifig Nnished tha “{Rhinogold,"
be was by fits and starts working upon the
“Valkyrio") Wagnor has something to tell his
triend nbout Sehopenhaner, 1 have of Ints,”
he says, * oconpled mysolf exolusively with a
man who haseome like a gift from heaven, al-
though a litirary one, Into my eolitude. This
s Arthur Behopenhauer, the greatost philoso-
phor sinse Kiant, whoss thoughts, as he him-
solf exprossos It, he has thought ont to the
end. Tho Cerman professors Ignored him
very prudintly for [forty yoars; but
reoently, to tho disgrace of Germany,
be bhas besn discovered by an Eoa-
lish eritle, All the Hegale, Ye., are charlataps
by the eldeo! him., His ohlef ldes, tha final
pegntion of the deslre of lile, {8 terribly serl-
ous, but it shows tho only salvation possible.
To me, of courss thnt thought wns not now,
and it ean Indeed Le eoncelvod by no onain
whom It did not protxist, but this phllogppher
was the firat to placs it elonrly before me. IL I
think of thas storm of my henrt, the terriblo
tonacity with which ngalpst my dosire It
used to oling to the lhope of life,
and it even now I feel this hurrloane
within me, I havo nt least found n guietus
which in wakeful nlghts helpa mo’ to sleop
This is the genuine, ardont longlog for doath,
for absoluts unconsclousnoss. total non-exist-
ence; [roedom from aoll dreanms s our only
finul salvation.”

How deop an impression was made on him
by Behopenhauer may wve secen In other
letters whieh, betweon them. help us to
form a definlte concoption of Wagner's
philosophy. Undor date of June, 1453, we
find somo particularly intoresting passnges
(to those who would selze the fundamental con-
viotions of the writer) in an cpistolary discus-
slon of the " Divine Comedy,” on which Lisat
wna aboat to buse a symiphony. Liset, it seomns,
had expressed hls own view of human nature
to the afect that mun was *' une intelligence ser-
vie par des organes.” If that were so, Is Wag-
nor's comment, It wonld bo a bad thing for the
large majority of men, who havoonly " orguns,”
but ns good as no " intslligence,” at leust In
the sensgo contemplated by Liszt. To him the
matter apponra in a different light, viz:

Man, liko every other anlmal, ombodles the
"will or Jdife”™ (i e, tho will to go on
living), for which he fashions his orgnns
necording to his wants; and among these or-
gane ho nlso develops Intelleet, i. o, the organ of
concelving oxtoarnil things for the purposo of
satlsfying the deciro of life to the best of lila
power. A normal man is, thorefore, he who
possessos this organ, communicating with
the extornal world (whose funetlon ls percep-
tion, just aa that of the stomnoh Is digestion),
In & degres exnotly sufllcient for the satlsine-
tion ol tho vital Instinet by external mennps,
That vital instinet In normal man consists ln
exnotly the pame fsculty as does tho vital
Instinet of the lowest animal, namely, in the
dosire of nourlshment and of propagation, For
this “will to llve”' this metaphysieal flrst
eausa of all existenoce, desiros nothing but to
live—thas s, to nourish and oternally repro-
duco [taell; and this tendenoy zan be meon
{dontically in the coarse stone, In the tenderer
plant, and so forth up to the human animal,
Only the organs nre differsnt, of which the
will must avall {tsell In the higher staces of
Ita objective oxistenco, In order to satisly
{ta more complieated, nnd therofore more
dlsputed and less easily obtalnable wanta
DBy goinlng this Insight, which Is eonfilrmed by
the enormous prégress of modern sclonce,
wo understand at onco the charactoristlo feu-
ture of the life of the vast majority of men, and
are no longor nstonlslied becauss they nppoar
to us slmoply as anlmals, for this is the normal
ossenco of man. A very large portlon of mnn-
kind remuins below this normal stage, for in
them the compllcated organ of perception s
not devoloped evon up to tho eapability of sat-
lsfying normal wanats; but, on the other hand.
althougl, of course, vory rarely, thers are ab-
normal natures in which the ordinary measurs
of tho organ of perception—that s, the brain—
e execodod, just as oature froquontly forms
monstrosities in which one organ Is developed
at tho exponse of the others, Such o mon-
strosity, if It renches the highest degres, {s
eallod geniua, which at bottom 1s eaused only
by an abnormally rich and powerful bralo.
This organ of perception, which originally
and In normal cases looks outward for the
purposa of satisfying the wants of the " will to
lve," rocelves in the case of an abnormal devel-
opment such vivid and such striklog Impres-
slons from cutalde that for & tlme It emancl-
pates itsel! from the servico of the will, which
originally hnd fashloned it for {ts own ends, 1t
thus attains to a 'will loss"—L ¢, mathotic—
contomplation of the world: and thess oxter-
nal objects, contomolated npurt from the will,
aro oxastly the Idoal images which the artist In
a manner ixes and reproduces, The sympathy
with the externol world whiek s Inhevent in
this contemplation s developad In powerlul
patures to a permnnoent forgotfulness of the
original personal will, that is, to A sympathy
with extornal things for their own sake, and
no longer in compection with any personal
loterest.

The question then arisas what we sen In this

sbnormal state, and whethser our sympathy
takes tho form of bommmon joy or common sor-
row. This quostion the trus mon of genlus
sud thoe true salnts of nll times have answered
in the sense that they lad seen nothing
but sorrow, aad felt pothing but oom-
mon sorrow, Ulor they recogunized the nor-
wal state of all lving things and the terrl-
ble, alwaye seli-contradlotory, alwars soll-do-
vouring and bliedly egotlstlc nature of (tho
“will to ltve” which is common to all |iving
things, The horrible orusltyiof fhis will, which
iu sexupl love nlms only at lts own webrodus-
tion, appeared in them for the fyut time re-
flocted in the oraan of perception, whish in its
normal state had folt its snblection to the Will
to which It owed its existénce. In this man-
nor the organ of pergeption was plaoed ia sn
abnormal sympethetlo cendition. Is endeavor-
od to freo Uself parmunsntly and finally from
{ta disgraceful serfdom. and this it at lnsp
nohloved in the porlect negatlon of the ™' will
to live From this polut Wagner goos on to
svow his virtual noceptance of the eore prin-
clple of Duddhdsm in its original and pure
form. Hoevidently belloves, too, thst what Is
most unselfish and least worldly in the teach-
logs of Chrlst s an echo of Buddhism,

Thls act of the *' nogation of wlil" 1s the trus
charastaristio of the splat, which Gnds Lt Jast
comipletlon in the absolute cessatlon of per-
sonal eonsglonsness, aud Al sousclousness
must be personal and individual But the
salats of Christinnlly, siple-minded and en-
veloped fn the Jewish dogma as they ware,

eonld not sso this, and thelr limited Imigine-
tion looked upon that muoh-desirad stage aa
the otarnal continuation of a Hie freed from
poture.  Onur judgment of the moral lm-
port of thelr realgnation must mot ba
influsnced by this elrsumstance. for In
renlity thay aiso longsd for the eessation
of thelr Iadividunl porsonality, i &, of tholr
existonce, Hut this deep louglng s sxpresyed
more purely and more elgnifieantly Inthe mont
pierald and oldest ralliglon of the liuman race,
the doctring of the Brahmlias, and espocially In
|ta finnl teanaflguirat(on and highest porfection,
Buddblsm, 'This alsd oxpounds the myth of n
ereation of the world by Ged, but it does not
eelabrato this nct as s boon, bat ¢alls It a ain
of Brahmn, whiol le, after having embodied
hinsoll in thls world, must atons for by the in-
fnlte sufferings of thia very world. e finda
his ealvation (h the salnts who, by porfect ne-
gationol the " willof 111" by the sympaihy
with all suffering which alone Nils thelr
lwsart, entor the asinte of Nirvana, L o,
“the land of belug no longer.” Bueh n saint
was Bnldha,  According to his doctrine of
the migration of souls, overs mnn is born ngaln
inthe form of that crenture on which he lad
Inflictedd pain, however puro his Ife might
othorwise have boen, He hlmsell must now
know this paln, and bis acrrowlul migration
Hoos not eeaso nntfl during an entiee conrse of
his now-born Lfe he has intlleted painon no
eroature, but has denled his own will of 1ife In
the eympathy with other beinga, How sab-
Hmo, how sntisfylng Is this (doctrine compared
with the Judmo-Christian doetrine, ntcording
to which a man(for, of course, tho sulfering
animal oxists for the benofit of man alone) haa
only to bhe obadient to the Church during this
sliort lifa to be made comfortable for all otor-
nlty, white he who bas been disobedlent in this
short life will bo tortured lorever, Lot us
admdt thnt  Christisnity I8 to us this
econtradiotory phonomenon, beeauss wo know
It only In its mixturo with and distortion
Ly oarrove-hearted Judaism, whilo modern
research hns suecocded In showing that pure
anil vonlloyed Chelstionity wos nothing but a
branch of that veperable Buddhism which,
attor Aloxander’'s Indinn expedition, spread to
tho shores of tho Mediterranean. In oarly
Christinnity wo still see distinot tracos of the
porfect negntion of the *“will of lile," of the
longlng for the destruction of the world, 1, ~.,
the eessntion of all existonee, The pity ls that
this deepor Insight Into tho essence of things
can be gainad alono by the nbnormally orzan-
irod men previonsly referred to, and that they
only nan fully grasp it. In order to commu-
nleate this inslght to othors, tho sublimo
founders of religlon have therefore to spenk in
Images, siich as aro aecessible to the common
normal porcoption. Inthis process mueh must
e disfigured, although Duddha's dootrine of
the migrution of souls expresses the truth
with almost perfoct precision. Tho normal
vulgarity of man and the licenso of general
egoism further distort the lmage until it be-
romes & oarfeature. And 1 pity the poot who
undertakes to rostors the original image from
this enricatoroe,

Wuo nevdd make no apolegy for the lengthot
theso extracts (whose phrnscology wo have in
gomo fustances tricd to make mors intelligitle
thnn it appeoars in the English tronsla-
tion), seving that no one enn put him-
solf in o position to fully comprohond the
author's purposs in his great eomposition,
* Tho Ning of tho Nibelungs,” without the
light hore enst by Wagner's own words on the
epolutlons which he had arrived at with regard
tothe eapital problems of religion or philos-
ophy.

In this antoblography—ile frecdom of Wag-
por's diseldsures warrants us In giving such o
titlo to this boedy of letters—thers are some
nmusing chapters, ns, for Instance, thoso ro-
connting his oxporlences in London. As yet It
wns liard enough for Wngner to find, even in
Gormany, an apprecintive audionce, snd thero
Is somothing intensely ladicrons in  the
notion of his facing the stony slure of
the Dritish Philistine. In the London season
of 18006 he had been asked to conduct cight
Philtharmounle concerts, After he had so-
journed for o month or two in tho British
metropolls, Liazt writes to nsk him * how he
feols [n London,” to which Wagner repliea, ™1
live lier» like one of the lost souls fn hell
I never thought that I eould sink again so low.
The mirery I feel in hiaving to live In theso dis-
gusting surroundings Is beyond deseription,
and I now realizo thatlt was n ein, aerime, to
accept this Invitation to Londen, whick {n the
lucklest cnse must have led me Iar away from
my roal path. I nesd not expatiste to you upon
my actual situation, 1t (s the conslstent ont-
growth of tho greatest inconaistency I ever
committed. 1 am compelled to condust an
English coneert programme right down to the
ond ; that says evorything, I have gotinto tho
middle of a slongh of econventlonalities and
customs, In which I stick up to the cars, with-
out being able to lend into it the lenst drop

of pure waler for my reereatlon. ‘'Bir,
wo  nre  not mecustomed to  this'—that
fs the eternal echo I hear. Nelther

enn the orchestra recompense me, It con-
elats nlmost exelusively of Englishmen—that
Is, elever machines, which cannot be got into
the right swing; handieraft snd business kill
overythlug, Thoen there Is the publie, which, I
nm assured, s vory [avorably inclined toward
me, but can never be got ont of [tsell, whiah
accepts the most smotional and the most tedl-
ons things without over showlog that il has re-
calved nrenl impression. And, in addition to
this, the ridiculous Mendelssobin worshio!

** And, even € all this wore better than It s,
what business havo I with such concerts? I
i not it for them. Tt is quite ndifferent thing
If I conduet one of Doetnoven's symphonios
boefore a few frlends, but to ba o regular con-
cert conductor, befors wlhom "they plase the
seores of coneert pleces, o, so that he may
Leat tho time to them—that, I fool, is the deon-
est disgrace, This thoroughly inapproprinte
charactor of my positfon led me to the resola-
tion of sending in my resignation after the
fourth eoneort. But of course I was talked out
of It, sud espenially my regard for my wile,
who would have hewrd of this sudden resigum-
tion, and of nll that would have written
about it, with grost gelef, determined me to
Lold out til] the lnst concort. The infernal tor-
ture this is to me [ cannot express,”

To the very last the so-called musieal erities
of the London press obstinately refused to be
converted to Wagnerism, but, aftor tho Quesn
aud I'rince Albart had sotithe example of recog-
niziug tho genius of the nuthor of ** Lohoogrin."”
tho slolid Britlsh publie rovenled some signs of
satisfoction, and Waguer's recoption alter
bis final concart was something ke an ova-
tion, Neforring to this focidont in tho
Iast lettoer which bo writes to Lisst from
London, "1 soonsiw,” 1o snys, * that the public
rocelved improasions slowly nnd with difeully,
aud wos upable to distinguish the genuino
from tho spurious, trivinl pedantryl from ster-
ling worth, whillo thu orchestra—out of regord
for its ronl master and dospot, Costa. who can
dismiss and mppoint the musicions aceording
to bis will—nlways limlted its applause to the
smalloit and least compromising moasure.
This time, at the loave taklug, It broke throagh
wll restenilnt.  The musiclans rose solemaly,
wsod jtogether with the whole thiekly paoked
hall, begnn o storm of applaude socontinuous
that L roally felt awkward. ‘Alter that the hand
erowded round mo 1o shake hands, and even
some Indies and gontiemen of the publio held
out thelr hands to me, whish I had to press
warmly. In this manper my absurd bondon
expedition Aonlly took the charncter of o
trlumoh Tor mo. and I was ploasod at least to
observe the Independence of the publle, which
at this time It showod toward the critles, A
triumph in my senso was, of course, out of the
auestlon."

If anything funuler ean be concelved of
than Wogner in London st that peried. it
wonld assuredly ba Wagner in Bostan. They
were to have fo Hoston (this was in 1856)
& DPeothoven musioal festival in connection
with the .insuguration of i(he Beethoven
statne, and Lisst writes to mek Wagner
whother $10,000 or $12000, with proper
guarantos, would be ‘s sofielent honora-
rium for seting a8 conduetor In America for

slx months Wo appond Wagoer's snswer:

» Americn ls & terribla nightmare, 11/the New
York peopls should ever make up thelr minds
to offer me # conalderable sum, I shonld ba In
the moat awlal dilamma, I I refused T shonld
have to conceal it from all men, for avary one
wonld aharge me in my position with reckieus-
none, Ton yoars ago I might have undertaken
guch A thing, but to have to walk in sueh by-
wars naw In order to live would b too bard—
now. whon 1 am fit only to do, and to devole

mysslf to, that which I8 strletly my business. |-

1 shonld never finish the ‘Nibslungen® In my
o, Good gracious! such sams s [ might
onrn in Amerlon, people cught to glve me,with-
out nsking anything fn roturn beyond what I
nm setnally doing, and which s the beat that
1 enn do, Dosidos this, I am mueh bettar
adaptod to moml (40,000 franca In slx months
than to *onrn’' it. The latter I eu‘not do at
all, for ft 15 not my business to ‘earn money.'
but it Is thoe businoss of my admirern to glve
mo ns much monoy as 1 wnat, to do my work
in & chaorfal mood. Woll it is & good thing,
and [ will take courage from the thought that
thio Amerioans will make ma no suel offer. Do
not you instigate §t eithipr, for in the 'Incklest’
enso it would be n gront trouble to ma.”

The regrot with which one lays down theso
volumes |a to nomo oxtont allaysd by tho ro-
flection that thay prosent only o first lnstall-
ment of Wagner's corrospondence, They will
undonbtedly bs followad by selections from the
lotters writlen in his hour of more thorough
recognition and relativo felicity after he re-
turned to Qermany from twolve yoars of
banisbment.

Muacaulay's * Lays of Anelant Roma" are pub-
liahed In nvery neat volume, with coplous and
valuable notes by Willlam J. Rolfe (Harpers),

Wa have receivod slx volumes of the publi-
entlons of the Catholie Truth Boclety., Thoy
consist of papers historleal, doetrinal, and
polemlenl, and deal almoat exelnslvely with
dogmntlea, In discussing the theology and
ritos of tle Anglliean Church, soms of the
writers exnross thempelves with an enorgy
cloroly allled to harshnoss,

Capt. Charles King, U. 4. A., Isthe author of
“A War-Timo Wooing” (Harpors), a love story
of the wnr of ths robelllon. Although, by roa-
son of his vouth, not a parcticlpant in this
struggle, the author writes about milltary mat.
tors In the spirit of on accomplished soldior,
and his tale s fillod with dramatic and exelts
ing ndventuros. Tho [llustrations by Zogbaum
nre vory good,

*'Dewitelod,” by Louis Pendleton (Cassell &
Co.), Ia n novel of the eensationnl type, the
seone of which is loid in Florida. Negroos,
erackors, voudoolsts, kidnappers, misogynists,
Indinns, cowboys, forests, pralrins. swamps,
nnd a varioty of other things combine to invest
It with a considerable degree of intoreat, Tho
author constantly violates probability and pro«
prioty, but on the wholo his book Is harmless
nnd readable.

We have recelved from Jobn IL Alden the
saventh yolume of * Alden’s Manlifold Cyelopo-
dia of Knowledio and Loanguags,” which car-
rioa tho work [rom Calvin to Cevennea. With-
out any pretenca to elaborate or exhaustive
trentmont of subjects, this publieation prom-
lees to bocome of great value to those who ars
sntlsfled with Information briefly and elearly
rondoered. It may be called a model of judi-
clous eondensation.

The Appletons publish " Numboers Symbol-
ized, an Elementary Algebra,” by David M.
Bensenlg. a volume deslgned to lay the founda-
tion for a more philosophleal and entensive
treatise soon to follow. It is sn elomentary
work of unusual thoroughness and simplieity
of construction, nnd the suthor Is justifled in
bis belisf that any ordinary intelligent student,
with a falr knowledgo of the principles of com-
mon school arithmetic. may master It,

*Studies In Critielsm,” Ly Florencs Trall
{Worthington Company), i3 tho title of a vol-
ume of essays on such subjocis s French lit-
erature, genlus and rellgion, genlus nnd mo-
rality, history in literature, and the like. They

are written with calmness. and exhibitindepen- |

dent thought and 8 wide range of rending. We
are {nchined to think, however, that in the last
paper of the sories, " The Decling of Art.” the
suthor has undertaken to writs upon a subject
with which she is imperfectly nggnalnted, e

Thirty years ago the lnte Cardlpal Wisaman
had a widereputation in Epgland for adminis-
trative ability, ripe scholarship, and zeal in the
propagation of the Roman Cathollo faith, His
appointment by the Pope in 1850 to be Areh-
bishop of Westminster aroused a very hostlle
feoling at the time, bat by degress public feel-
ing exporienced a change, and at the perlod of
bis death ho enjoyed the respoct ang esteom of
many outside of his commuplon, To those
who ravero his memory the Intelligence will
be not nnwalecome that a volume of his srit-
ings bas juat been published in London under
the titls of * Essays on Yarfous Bubjects,” with
a blogranhical introduction by the Rev. Jero-
mish Murphy, These papors have boen selooted
mostly from his contributions to the Dublin
Review, aud fatrly {lustrote his animated style
and abundant theologleal and historical learn-
ing. Baeveral of them were written whon the
author was & comparatively young man.

* Broken Fotters ” ia the title of a portly vol-
ume by Charles Morrls, in which are set forth
with great minutencas of detail the evils ro-
sultipg from the lmmoderate use of aleololic
stimulants, The author Is o total nbstainer of
the atrietost sort. and in what he has to say
regarding the consumption of beer, wine, and
the milder aleoholies in general {a neither more
aoourate in setatemmont nor logical than his
clasa. At the same time, referring to Hogarth's
famous priots. * Beor Lane” nnd ** Gin Lane,”
he nversthat the diferent conditions there rep-
resented of a peopls whose natural beverage
is beer and of o peoplo who are addieted to gin
*nre worth ten chapters of argament in teash-
ing the beastllness of drunkenness.” Nevor-
iholess Mr. Morris writes with thoroughly
honest intentions, and his work will unques-
tionably do good where good has need to be
done. The colored [llustrations and wood-
cuts with whioh the volumo Is plentifully sup-
plled are nlone ugly enough to drive a drunkard
into the temperance ranks,

The Harpoers publislh an English translation
by Julie Buttor of n remarkable novel by Karl
Emil Franzos, entitied * For the Right,” Theo
scepe is lald nmong the slopes of the Cnrpa-
thian mountains of eastorn Gallein, & region
{nhabited by asemi-civilized poople of mingled
Binvonic and Blongolian descent, and the hero,
Taras Darabols, is 8 highly idealized charae-
ter, olevated partly by clroumstances. but
ohlefly by an innnte sense of justico and right
to & commanding moral height. He stands
totally aloof from his fellows, sand jn
muost respocts (8 worthy to bo olassed with the
historieal reformors of all times, both as pe-
gnrds hie virtaos and bis falllngs, Mr Georgo
Maedonnld, who furaishes a prelsce to the
tragslation, thinks thore must be a substratum
of fact to the story.
