WASHINGTON, Aug, 24.—Tha Republicans
have recoverod somewhat from tho shock oe
casioned by the reeeipt of the Presiilent’s mes-
sago, and sven Mr. Edmunds, who wins 8o
budly confused vestenlny, Is agnln fn his
usual eoldbloodad condition, rordy to mike
an adroit fight mguinss the pow attitudo tuken
by tio President on the auostion of vur relas
tions with Cunnada. The Senuto u'-'wlth--lmt-
tle ground to.day. Hopest Jolin Sherman,
Buss Edrunds, Graadpa Hoeas and Dubby
Hale made tho grent aftavk on the Prosident
and his niossage, and the equacious Mr. Mor-
gan took the whoie nunmumllvl argument
upon his broad shoulders, Fvery Senutor was
[0 his seat, the galleries bad iRy vecupants,
and on all hands absorbing Intercst wasshown
In the latest politieal sansution. At half past
B, after a limed day's flight, hostilities were sus-
pended. to begin niain on Monduy morning,
In the menn timo the Republican Senators will
put thelr hends togather to orlginate a plan to
encape from the dilemma in which Grover
Clovoland has placed them.

Nothing was tnilked of in Washington to-day
btut the Prosident’s message. Tho Hepublican
tariflf LIl which hus ocenpled general otton-
tion for several weeks past, has Loon effee-
tively eide tracked. Yhero can bo no doubt
thnt the lepublicans were tuken completely
and utterly by surprise when tho massuge was
gont in yesterday. Not dreaming of any such
step on the part of the P'resident, they wore all
at sou {n regard to what courge they would
puraue, and even now they are not roady to sny
whethor they will give the President the law ho
asks for or not. Thoro I8 no doubt cither that
the Democruts, without regard to whether

they were Clevelund  Denmocrats, high-
tarif Demoerats, or any other kind
of Democrats, balled the messogo with
joy ns o great  politienl  coup d'état,

that would thoroughly nullify the attacks
mads upon the yarty and the Clevelnnd Ad-
minlstrntion by the Hepubllcan Senntors In the
debate on the tranty. The Republicans were
badly demoralized, but with that remurkable
power possassed by thelr lenders in the Ben-
ate—men like Hoar, Edmunds, Sherman, and
others, who havoe spoant thelr lives In galnlng
experience and knowledge of how to recuper-
ate, which they have often shown in political
erises—thoy have managed to-day to recover
much of their lost ground, or, atleast, they
think they have.

Last pight the prevalling sentiment every-
whers about Washington was that the Repub-
licnns were routed, horse, foot, and dragoons.

rhows that they still have enourh of 4 ciso to
twake a fght, Even Demoerats were compellad
to admit this evening that the debate to-day
was most adroitly handled by the Ropublicans,
and that so far us certain phases of the con-
lroveray aro co ned they &ed 0 turn-
Ing defeat into a partlal vietory, Lt was a very
lively and & most entertaining day in the Ken-
ate. The cross-fire debate continued from a
fow minutes after 12 o'clock umtil 5. and it
will bo promoptly resumed when the Sonate
moets on Monday. While the Republicans had
all thelr leaders to the front. no une except Mr.
Morgan appenred to do battle for the Demoorata
;ndl nenar the close of the discnssion, when Mr,
eck made some vigorous remurks on his pet
subject of the sesslon’s record of John Bharmun
on publie nuestions, The Alnbama Senntor |8
thoronghly eaquipped to dizcuss the fsherles
questlon.

Mostre,
an intimate friend and s eitlzen of this coun-
wry, The whole party, except Capt. Mastro,
spentthe night aboard tho Champagno of the
Freneh line, on which they were to sall to-day
for Havre. Thay will o to Parls, whers Gon.

Knelp thoveht it
was nis Sergoant who hnd glven the order, and
sprang (o tha breach of his gun just as his own
commander gave the order to fire Faoller
Rll“(ﬂl tho string and thers was an exploslon,
Laoin hiwd boen so quick In nbeying a suppose
order thnt he had unlocked tho bresch. The
bl earteidegs shot hnekwarnd ont of the breech,
disembowsllod Knoelp, toro off his left arm, and
broke and mangled Fallor's legs, The ontire
roggimont saw the disaster, a8 did fully & thou-

sand spoetators,”

The injured men were earrled to the hospital
tont, where Brigado Surgoon Coleman of tho
Seventh Regiment attended thop.  Anans-
thatios wers given to Knelp to ouse his paln,
He died In ngony bofore 1 o'clobk.
