section continues under the protective tariff
system.

Mr. Mills, and English manu-
facturers' agents, the Cobden Club, or .Too
Chamberlain to draw tho wool over their oyos.
It Is a romarknbln coinoldenca that Mr. Cleve-
land's mossngo in the interests of England
made Its nppearnnce at tho same timo that
Joe Chamberlain was in Washington on the
Fishery Commission Chamberlain. England's
cunning statesman, tho enemy of freedom,
truth, and justice, tho man who stands on
the nock ot tho poor people of Ireland,
and would stand on the neck of overy American
it ho bed tho opportunity. Americans will pro-
tect America, and if I had my way the duty on
everything which we can produce or manufac-
ture would be raised higher, even if wo bad to
divide the surplus among tho schoolhouses of
the country. Tho farmer, the laborer, the
manufacturer, tho merchant, and the producer
and tho consumer all have n common interest
in tbo maintenance of a protective tariff. All
are ntlko and equally favored by tbo systom
which Cleveland.MUIs A-- Co. seek to overthrow.
It Is a nntlonal systom. broad and universal In
its application. We hae been living undor It
since tbo war. and no country in the world has
made such marvellous progress In art, science,
and civilization as ours." Hemomber that you nro free men, and that
you cannot compare yourselves with tho sub-
jects of Eurooo. Hiss as one people tbe coming
olectlon. and cast your votos for Harrison and
Morton and protection. Utand up for America
andher Institutions. Let us beat tho English
statesmen and English manufacturers, friends,
so badly that tbey will not dare to interfere
wltb our protection or brine snch an issuo be-
fore the Amorlcan people during tho prcsont
century.

ot Its benollclal effects.

THE FLOATIN'O HOSPITAl
Closely akin to this enterprise in nlins, plans,

and purposes is the floating hospital under tho
auspices ot the Be John's Guild, which makes
three weekly trips up and down tho bay dur-
ing the months of July, August, and Hoptem-be- r.

nnd last year carried nearly 25.000 of tbe
most helpless nnd wretched population of tho
city from tho enervation of toe stilling heat to
th lnvlgoratton of tho lowor bay. This hospi-
tal Is designed for sick children who have no
contagious dlsoase. and a regular physician is
constantly in chargo. Dr. It. H. Green, whoso
suocessful treatment and marked kindness in
bestowing tbe same has won for him the grati-
tude ot tbo mothers of the tiny sufferers. Two
deaths only occurred on the Hospital last son-so- n

out ot the thousands of children carried,
many of whom seemod dying whon they camo
on board. One little child was brought to tbe
dockwithascarcely perceptible flutteringpulse.
cold skin, and blue, drawn lips, whllo every
breath was a feeble moan. Tho doctor hesitated
about taking it, fearing to thereby needlessly
Increase his doath rate, but tho despair in the
mother's face prevailed, and he accepted it, to
return it at night with bright eyes, pink choeks.
and a new ienso of lire. Trained nurses
nre in attendance not only to relieve tho suffer-
ings ot the children with tho slmplo remedies
known to their craft, but also to Instruct tho
mothers, most of whom aro ignorant, in the
vitally Important matters connected nltl) the
hygienio feeding and clothing of their children.
In addition to the milk furnished to tbe chil-
dren a wholesome and nourishing warm dinner
of moat, frosh vegetables, broad, buttor, and
milk is furnished to the mothor froo of all ex-
pense, at which sometimes 300 and 400 woman
sit down nt one time, and ot which somo 3,000
Woman partake each week.

Contrary to tho usual rulo,
tho dulness did not result ia attacks by tho
operators for a docllno, aad, with tho exception
of Canada Southern and other stocks directly
affected by the President's reoent mossneo,
prises moved upward, although without much
spirit The coal shares wore tbo mostactho
and strongest, gaining about .'.' V cent, but
tho Granger stocks wero nearly as prom Inent.
Itock Island, particularly, made a substantial
advance on small transactions. Tho entiro
market gava indications of Its gront underly-
ing strength, and tbe closing was strong.

The attempt to oxclto fear that foreign capi-
tal may be withdrawn from this market In

of International complications has
failed, so far as the stock speculation aad tho
confidence of roal holders of Araorlcou securi-
ties afford any proof. Th money market Is
well supplied with funds, and any stiffening ia
the rates that has recently boon noticed is In-

cidental to the season, and. In fact, tho demand
from tbe country for tho moving of crops has
been thus far unusually light. Tho foreign
exchanges have been advanced In spite of tho
recent negotiation of some large sales of
bonds, but It Is probablo that tho riso in
rates has been owing to tho scarcity
of commercial bills rather than to
any extraordinary demand for romlttancos.
It Is to bo honed that tho speculators ia prod-
ucts will not carry prices so far that tho mar-
ket for export will botakonaway, nnevontthat
has frequently happened before. The outward
movement of cotton and wheat has been
checked undoubtedly by tho advanco in prices,
but tho universally good reports of tho crops
tend to prevent a rampant speculation, and the
break in tho price of wheat y may be con-
sidered a blessing to the country, although it
may not be so regardod by the bull speculators
In that commodity. The crop situation Is ex-
tremely promising, and advices from all sec-
tions ot the country ocroo that the corn crop
will be the largest in, our history, unless it
should bo hurt by premature frost It Is in-
credible however, that the damage should bo
so extensive that It would reduce the volume
of the crop below that o( last yoar. Tho Bprlng
wheat crop la turning out better than has beenoxpeoted. and private Information from the far
Northwest Is extremely favorable. In all quar-
ters. In fact the prospects are ot tbo most flut-
tering ohoraoter.

The week In Wall street has been an un
usually interesting one, although tho buslnoss
In stocKs has not been largo. Tho event which
excited the greatest Interest was the message
of the President proposing a policy of retalia-
tion against Canada. The bear faction at llrst
derived .muoh satisfaction from it. hut their
rejoicing was brief, and tho chances appear to
bo that It will be turned into niournl ng, Large
amounts ot our stocks are held abroad, and
Canadian capital Is largely employed In Now
Yotlc on account of tho bettor returns from
its use. Evon It the President's policy was car-
ried Into instant execution. It is oxtromoly
doubtful, howover. whether the foreign holdors
of stocks or owners of capital would cbango
their Investments. Tho groat good sonso
of the American people, the prosperity
which attends their enterprises gonerally,
and the promise ot future growth
make this country a doslrablo Hold of Invest-
ment for the accumulated wealth of older
nations. The development which wns next
perhaps In Interest was the placing of about

5.000.000 of bonds by the Northern Paclflo
Company. This did not result, as was un-
doubtedly expected, in an lmmodlato apprecia-
tion in the stocks, because tbe sale Involves u
largo Increase In tbo fixed obligations of the
company, while tho prlco may not hnvebcon
altogether advantageous, Thero eeoms to
have been some manoeuvring In tlio negotia-
tions, but the bonds woro finally lodged in liur-ll- n,

wherotbe bulk of tbo third mortage was
already held. Htlll tho stocks wero compara-
tively strong, although no progress In tbo set-
tlement of territorial differences with tho
Union Paclflo Hallway was made. Tha com
shares wore favorably alTectod by tho very
prosperous condition of the anthraclto trndo
and by nn ndvanco In tolls and prices. Tho
full effect of this last Innuocco has not yet boeu
felt, because tbo higher rates will not go into
operation until tbe beginning of next month.

Tbe general trada reports show further im-
provement In overy direction. Manufacturers
aro more confident as It becomes more evidont
that n change tn tho tariff Is likely to be post-
poned to another Congress. The dry goods
trade is espoelnlly better, and, although tho
iron trado does not Improve as rapidly as might
bo desirable, the condition Is fairly satisfactory,
nnd a fresh demand Is llablo to spring up with-
out long warning. Tho business failures are
loss than for previous weoks, although some-
what abovo the same time last yoar.
