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Prohibition Does Not Prohlbit,

In recent correspondence of Tae SoN, In-
eluding the Intaresting letter from Bangor
printed this mornlng, our readers have found
a vivid and absolutely trus pleturs of the
oparationa of the prohibitory law In Malne,
the Stata to which prohibitionists in all
other parta of the country point as an {llus-
tration of what ¢an be done in the way of
suppressing the liquor trafo by lagialative
enaotment.

The actual state of affairs in Malne la per-
fectly well understood by every Maine man
with eyes In his head, and by every observ-
ant visitor to Maine.

In no part of the world 1s the epeotacle of
drunken men reeling along the strests more
ecommon than In the citles and largesr towns
of Malne.

Nowhere in the world s the average quallty
of the llquor sold so bad, and conssauently so
dangerous to the health of the consumer and
the peaocs of the publle,

The facllities for obtalning liquor vary in
different parts of the Btats, from the citiea
where fanoy drinks are openly compounded
and sold over rosswood bars tothe places
where It Is dispensed by the swig from fiat

* bottlea earrled around in the breaches pook-

ots of perambulating dealers, But liquor,
good or bad, can be bought anywhero.

The latest attempt to enforce the law by
spoclal Btate constables acting Independently
of the lodal polico is, like all previous at-
tempts, a groteaque failure.

Ina single city of less than ten thousand
{nhabltants, where at present there Isan un-
usually nctive effort to enforce the law, the
number of sploons notoriously open for re-
tail trafMo Is between sixty and seventy.

The transportation of liquor Into Malne by
frolght or express from Boston and New
York is practically as unrestrained as the
transportation of Aour and coffes,

Maine people drink far more than their
ghare of abominable whiskey and stale flat
beer. Massachuseita wholesale dealers make
far more than a legitimate profit on thelr
Maline oustom.

To the various forms of orime fostered by
this unwise method of dealing with the evils
of lotemperance, porjury must be added. 1t
18 a faot, however singular or deplorabile it
may seem, that many citizene of respectable
standlng do not now hesitate to perjure
themselves when summoned befors the
Grand Jury as witnesses In llquor cases,
Thero I8 a growing sentiment or convention
which justifies this sort of perjury, similar
to that whivh In other communities supporta
a man In swearlng falsely where a woman's
honor {8 involved.

The fanatical promoters of prohibition,
driven from sxpedient to expedlent in thair
hopoleas attempt to accomplish the imprac-
ticable, will never rest content until they
have a law mnnking the actof drinking lquor
or beer In {1zelf a criminal offence.

These are bottom truths about prohlbition
in Maine, and they exhibit the latest results
of an expeariment In which the frisnds of the
system have had thelr own way for nearly
half & century.

By No Means So Bad as He Thinks,

To the saving presence of two Democrats
at the critleal juncture of affalrs, in the
Presldential canvase of 1884, fs due, prob-
ably, a8 much as to any other cause, the
fact that a hard-fought victory was
plucked from defeat in the three doubtful
Btates of New York, New Jersey, and
Connecticut, These two men, the firm-
nesa of whose Demoacracy was undoubted,
stoyed the tide and turned the current by
assurances the most emphatio and sincors,
that there was no free trade in the Demo-
eratle platform of 1884, andl that the Industrinl
voters of the three doubtful Btates had
nothing to fear from the election of Mr,
CrevELAND.

The extent of the ser-
vice they rendered by coming to New York
in the critleal elosing days of the last Presli-
dential canvass, 18 remembered with grati-
tude by all Democrats.

Whilo the Lrck talescops has failed so far
to solve the enlgma of the go-called canals
on Mars, ortoecastany important light upon
those phenomena beyond confirming the
fact of thelr existence, it haa made some
astonishing discoveries in the ncbular re-
glonsof the universe. But for Prof. Hon-

Since
then Prof. HonpeN has kindly sent us pho-
tographs showing the appearance of two
other nebulm as viewed with the glant tele-
scope. Oneof these, ho thinks, must. be re-
garded as the first represantative of a new
class of mebulm, in which the nebulous stuff
is arranged *'in the form of a holix or serew,
Juet as if the nebula had been formed by one
brilllant particle revolving around the cen-
tral star and leaving a brilllant traln, while
the central atar itsell was rapldly moving
through apace.”

Not slnce WinniaM HersoHEL surprised
the world with bis accounts of the wonders
revealed for the first time to human eyes
by hia telnscopes, hns any news been re-
celved from tho celestial spaces of such
absorbing Interest as these announcements
from the director of the Lick observatory.
Thesnebuln in question i8 one of those con-
talned In HERrscHEL'S catalogues, and Is
situated in the constellntion of Draco, in the
north polar quarter of the heavens, The
photograph shows a central point, or star,
surrounded by two superposed nebulous
aplrals, the appearance of which certainly
justifies Prol. HoupeEN'S suggestion that
they may be the train of luminons matter
left by a brilllant orb In Its splral path around
amoving centre. The reader can obtaln a
clear conception of this by considering the
caso of the earth and thesun. The earth
makes a complete journey around the sun
once Ina year. But the san meanwhlle Is
not standing still, but ls moving forward on
an apparently stralght eourss toward the
constellation Hercules at a rate which,
though undetermined, Is certainly not less
than two or three hundred million miles in
a8 yonr, If the earth In its journeying left a
luminous wake In space, {ts path would ap-
pear ino the form of a vast splral, resembling
that actually sepn In the nebula in Draco.
Bo far from this baing A unique object, Prof.

.HoLpEX says that soveral othor nebulm ex-

amined show evidences of aslmllar form, and
he expects to discover further examples,
perhaps still more perfect, of the same class
of phenomenn.,

It Is dificult to suggest a satisfactory ex-
planation of such n structure In a nebula, In
the well-known “spiral nebulm" wa huve
long had examples of nebulous forms made
up of fiat concentrie ringsorovals, but these
seemod noeturally to suggest a likencss w
the lmagined condition of our solar syatem
when it was In the earlier stages of ts for-
mation from a nebulous moss that had been
shaped by rotation and condensation intoa
central aggregation surrounded by rings.
But the helix-shaped nebula in Draco Is
something very different, There, it the
nebulous spirala really imitats the 1orm of
the thread of a screw, the matter of which
they are composed must hava heen left be-
hind the moving body from which it was
cast off, and the difficulty Is to understand
oxactly how that could have ocourred unless
some medlum is supposed to exist in the
space through which the system Is movlug,

It is evident that thess discoveries will
pretty eertainly laad to new and important
viows not only of the contents of epace, but
of the laws that prevall throughout its un-
bounded domains, and govern the birth and
growth and destlny of Its countless and
marvellously variod creations.

This gentloman caused an In-
vestigation to be mado by the Weatedy
Board of Health, which declded that the
caso wis not one of searlet fover at all, buta
glmple cutaneous malady. Thersupon ks
brought an actlon ngainst Dr. VANDERPOIL
Lo rocover $50,000 damages for injuring the
business of the Larkin House, and eaused
him to bearrested and held to ballin the sum
of $12,000, under circumatances which Indicate
conslderabls vindictivencsa on the part of
the plalntify,

Assuming that Dr. VANpERPoEL acted In
good falth in moking his diagnosis, it is
dificult to perceive on what theory ho can
be held linble. A highly educated and com-
petent phyelcian Is called In to sre aslck
child. He finds the patlent suffering from a
disease which, after careful examination, ho
determines to ba scarlet fover, This detor-
mination repressnts his honest judgment,
based upon the facts viowaed in the light of
his learning and experlenco, We have hers
almply tho ense of a quallified expert ex-
prosaing his oplnfon in good faith upon a
practical question of selence, Burely the
law does not make such & man answerable
In damagos beeause his opinlon turns out to
be erroneous, We do not say that Dr, Vax-

penroct really erred, but even If he did, a |

moere mistake in dingnosis eonld not snfflce
tolnfllet any legal Hability upon him. Either
maliea orineapacity would seem to be pssen-
tial elemonts of the case for the plaintiff In
