The Bonnpnrto Marrlnge.
What Is known to writers for European

newspapers as tho silly season usually
touches Its acmo In tho month of Soptem-

bor, and that is doubtless the main reason
why so much space Is given In the cnblod
despatches to tho mnrrlago of tho Duko of
Aobta and his niece, tho Princess Lxtitia.
Tho bridegroom, as wo scarcely noed remind
any reader, Is a brother of tho King of Italy,
and was himself for a short tlmo King of
Spain. Tho brido Is tho daughter of King
Hujibekt's sister, Princess Clotilde, who
was unhappily married in 1859 to Princo
Nai'OLEon, hlmsolf a Bon of King Jehoiie
NAroLEON by a Princess of Wurtomborg.

Tho marriago of an uncle to his nlcco will
strike tho majority of Americans as 8can-dolou- s,

whether thoy regard It from tho
point of view of physiology or of canonical
proscription. But It must bo remembered
that, since tho days of tho Seleukids and
tho Ptolemies, members of royal families
In tho Mediterranean world havo not hold
themselves bound by tho regulations pro-
hibiting matrimony in tho case of private
persons standing within certain limits ot
consanguineous relationship. Christianity
found this disregard of normal usages and
Instinctive prejudices plantod among tho
traditions ot the Roman Emperors, and
could not or did not venture to repress it.
If tho Indulgence first conceded to tho
CiESAES was afterward extended by tho
Church of Rome to many European sov-
ereigns, tho fact will hardly be made a re-

proach to Catholicism by those Protestants
who remombor that Luther condoned tho
perpotratlon of bigamy by the Landgrave
of Hesse.

Tho political slgnlflcanco of Tuesday's
marriage at Turin Is absolutely nil. Even
the union of tho Princess L.etitia'b parents,
Princo Napoleon and Prlncoss Clotilde,
had none of the international results which
were at tho tlmo anticipated. Indeed, it Is
doubtful whether, notwithstanding tho ser-

vices which Victor Emanuel received
from the Second Empire, a daughter of tho
houso of Savoy would havo been given to a
Bonaparte, had not Princo Napoleon be-

longed, on his mother's side, as wo have al-

ready said, to the royal family of Wurtom-ber- g.

At all events, Victor Emanuel did
not consider that ills daughter's marriage
to a cousin ot Napoleon III. bound him to
succor tho latter during tho Franco-Germa- n

war. Much less will the presont alliance lead
King Humbeiit to offer the slightest sub-
stantial aid to a restoration ot tho Bona-purtl- st

dynasty In Franco.

A Wise and Generous Man.
There ore many guesses as to who was tho

giver ot the $12,000 for the eufforers at Jack-
sonville, and as to what were his reasons for
not making himself known to the publlo. If
ho had gono to Mayor Hewitt and left a
much smaller sum for tho purpose, without
mentioning his namo, thoro would have been
no such curiosity; but tho assumption
seems to bo that when a man gives away
any considerable amount, ho Is n very eccen-trl-o

sort of person If he docs not tako pains to
get credit with tho public for his generosity.

Yet if his purpose was merely to help the
yellow lever victims at Jacksonville, of what
lmportanco was it that his Identity should
bo revealed? The only question with him
was as to how host to get tho $13,000 to tho
people ho would bonollt, and that was Bo-
ttled by his full and reasonable confidence In
Mr. Hewitt. Thoreforo, when he went to
tho Mayor ho simply handed over the
monoy, Indicating tho object It was for, and
loft. The transaction was completed. There
was nothing moro to do, for It was tho
monoy, and not tho namo ot tho giver, that
was the essential matter.

It tho gontleraan had wanted to holp him-
self by helping the Jacksonville sufferers, ho
might havo done differently. He mlfiht havo
written a publlo lottor to Mayor Hewitt,
enclosing his check for $12,000, and taken
pains to boo that It was printed In tho news-Danor- a.

Tho yellow fevor victims would
then havo had tho pecuniary aid, and
ho would havo had fame as a
philanthropist; or It ho had had busi-
ness intorosts in Jacksonville thoy might
havo Iwon promote by tho publicity, for
this yellow fevor infliction will bo of short
duration, nnd tho town will speedily recover
Its activity and prosperity. But he evi-

dently wanted nothing ot the sort; merely
to do some good with his monoy ; and, there-
fore, he saw no moro proprioty in publish-
ing his charity than a man doos of publish-
ing tho alms ho puts Into the offortory pinto
at church on Sunday.

But eveu on prudential grounds his course
was wise. To publish his deed would merely
hnvo boon to gratify his vanity at the

of almost endless Importunity, His
nnrao would havo been advertised all
over tho world as a llboral bonofao-to- r,

and ho would have boon bored
to death by applications for money
from nil Boris of persons, and from
overy quarter ot tho globe, So far from
Inviting publicity to their benefactions, rich
men of a charitable disposition are often
anxious rather to escape It, oven at the risk

of winning n reputation for nltrjrardllnes.
Nothing terrifies them moro than pub-

llo applause of their goneroslty, for thoy
know that it brings with it a procession of
dead boats nnd no ond of bogging lotters,
whoso importunities evon tho Treasury sur-

plus would bo unkblo to satisfy.
There aro families ot wealth and men of

wealth In this city whoso bonefaotlonB aro
many and groat and continuous, and yot
thoy ore commonly roported to be tight-fiste-d.

So far from avoiding opportunities
for bonolltlng Individuals and tho publlo,
thoy aro ralhor on tho lookout for thom.
But tho problom of how to disponso charity
wlsoly Is full of difficulty, and tho larger tho
soalo tho moro dtllloult It boooraos. Giving
may bo worso than withholding, for free and
careless bounty debauohos and enervates,
and nowhere Is there moro wastefulness
than in tho lnjudlolous oharltyso greatly
stlmulntod by professional philanthropists.

Tho gcntloinan who gavo tho $12,000 for tho
yollow fevor sufforera at Jacksonville with-

out any ostentatious porado did not pursue
an extraordinary courso. Vory many thou-

sands of dollars lor oharltablo purposes aro
contributed In tho somo tray overy year by
rich men and women of Now York. Thoy
como from thoso in whom bcnovolenoo is
stronger than tho vanity which courts ap-

probation.

No Menace At All.
An ostoomod correspondent favors us with

his comments upon tho report that Father
Flatly of St. Mary's Church, Maiden, an-

nounced on Sunday lost that Instructions
had been issuod " that all Cathollo parents
hiving children must Bond thom to tho
parochial schools under pain of sin," Our
correspondent doclnros that If this bo a cor-

rect Interpretation of the opinion held by
tho authorities of tho Cathollo Church In

tills country, In regard to tho publlo schools,
" Roman Catholicism Is a serious monaoo to
tho stability of Amorican Institutions."

This is hard to understand. Where is the
menace? Tho law gives to everybody the
right to tend his children to such schools as
he deems proper; and overy church may es-

tablish Its own schools. Wo havo long
had tho church schools ot various denomi-

nations without any porcoptlble effect to the
Injury of American institutions.

Besldos, the great dhToreneo between a
Roman Cathollo school, or a Presbyterian
school, and n common publlo school, Is that In
tho ono tho doctrines of tho Roman Cathollo
Church nro impressed upon the minds of the
pupils, in tho other tho doctrines of the Pres-

byterian faith, and In tho third no religious
doctrines at all; but as formatters ot arith-

metic, grammar, andgeography, they must be
substantially tho same in all threo. Neither
tho Cathollo Church nor the Presbyterian
Church teaches anything that Is hostile to
the republican Institutions of this country.
On tho contrary. It Is safe to bollevo that tho
more religious the education of n child, and
tho moro religious tho educated man, tho
moro conscientious, scrupulous, and patriotlo
ho will be In regard to all his duties. Aro

not the Cathollo citizens of this country per-

fectly faithful and upright ? If any of them
aro bad, Is it not because they nro bad Cath-

olics, and not good ones ? Why should any
ono objoct to having more like them ?

Among tho Inferior aud down-trodde- n tribes
who were the easy prey of slave stealers, and
who formed the bulk of negro Immigration to
this country, was hero and thoro an unfortu-
nate mombor of a suporlornnd dominant tribe,
very likely a chief or a man of some Importance.
A large part ot tbo negroes of pure or nearly
pure blood who haye become more or less con-
spicuous In this country might bo found, U

their llneaso could be traced back, to be the
descendants ot theso superior men. This was
the caso with tho late Iter. B. n. Gasket, whose

was a ehlet In the country
now known as Liberia, witli tho Hv. Dr. Blt-dx- k,

who Is probably tbe best known oolorod
man of letters, and with others to whom knowl-
edge ot tholr ancestors has been accessible.

Mr. RiciiAim A. pBooTon, who diod In
this city yesterday, was one of thoso rare mon
who combine the capacity for scientific attain-
ment with an extraordinary power of expres-
sion, Both as a lecturer and a writer, Mr.
Proctoh oxhlblted an unusual command ot
his mother tongue, and great skill In seizing
and holding tho attention of his roadors and
hoarors. No man In our tlmo has dona moro
than ho did to popularlzo astronomy.
There aro, no doubt, many who will gratofully
remember him for having led thom up Into tho
Doleotablo Monntolns of that noble sclonco,
and shown thom, ns from a holght apart, tho
broad prospeot of tho starry unlrorse. In fact,
so much did ho devcto hlmsolf to the popular
exposition of scienco, that bo failed to obtaia
that ranu as a practical astronomer which his
oarllor work showod was within his grasp.
Yet astronomy owos him no small debt,
for ho did much to clear tho war
for somo of the later nnd most Interesting con-

clusions of tho science. In his colobratod book,
" Other Worlds than Ours," which brought him
at a bound Into fame and popularity, ho treated
the old' topic ot tho plurality ot worlds In a
novel mannor, and suggested tho lines along
whloh speculation on that fascinating subject
has extended over since. He was a powerful
advocate of tho opinion that tho coronal
streamers Been during an eollpso of tho sun
are really solar appendages, at a time whon
that opinion still needed advocaoy, and his
views of tho struoturo of tho stollar and nebu-
lar universe wero most original and fruitful.

lications on astronomy he had only ono rival,
the Frenchman Flaiimaiiion.

Mr. PaocTon diod in his prime, his ago being
only 91, and bo wqb encngod at tho time of his
death In tbe publloation ot a historical and de-

scriptive book on astronomy, which ho Intend-
ed should bo tho orowning work ot his life.

If Chairman Culberson of tho House Ju-
diciary Committee, who has Introduced his bill
for tho prevention of trusts, will furnish au-
thentic statistics in proof of the statement thnt
trusts always inoreaso tho market price of the
commodities in which they deal, he will thus
aid in onllchtoning Congress upon n novel sub-
ject that Is of intorost to the American pooplo
at this time, and about which accurate Informa-
tion ought to bo circulated for the benefit of all
eoncernod.
