HE REPEATS ITNAT 'ME DEMOCRATIO
PARTY I8 BOUND TO FREE TRADE,

And Enstale thnt the Sonikern Deomoorate

David Meanets Wi,
Warner Miller talked for two hours last

night in Cooper Union to an audionce that
fillsd and overflowsd the seene of mAny na-
tlonal battles.
