years old, and ho has a family. His work
consists chiefly In sodding lots and taking caro
of flower beds. He worked asusuallntboceme-tor- y

last year unto Nov, 21, when bo was taken
down with a malady whloh resembled lead poi-

soning. Ho attributed It to tbo water he bad
drunk from 'tho hydrants In tbo comotery.
Greenwood's water supply comos from two
sources, part ol It being city water arid part ob-

tained from wells, tho water from which le
pumped into a reservoir whence It Is conveyed
in pipes throughout the grounds. Drlnkiug
cups woro formerly placed on nil thosa hy-

drants, but tho men In the employ of the super-
intendent of tho cemetery relused to drink tho
water thnt rntno tiom iho wells, even when
working In places where thrt was all there was
to bo hud. City wnter was brought to them In
barrels, but Mr. Wells refused 10 lot Mr. Weir's
mon help thomselvoK to this witter, sayinu he
wns no moro obliged, to furnish them water
than ho was to riirnish them food. Kennedy
wont on drinking the only water ho could get.

Londojit, Sept. 80. Previous drpntches
hnvotol'd you of tho oxcltomont and alarm
cnusod In London by four Bonsutlonal mur-
ders. Within a few weeks (our dissolute women
of tho lowest clues havo been louud murdored
In Whlteohnpol. The fact that the bodies of
tho poor victims wero horribly mutilated, und
all in tbo same manner, was sufficient evidence
that tho crimes were porpetrated bythesamo
pprBon. The pollco have thrown no light on
tho mystery, and tho fact that such torriblo
crimes woro committed intho grcutclty with
apparent impunity was n shocking revelation
to ihe ontlro city, and tho Whltochanel region
has boon almost pnnic-strlrko-

To-da- y on waling up London was startled
by the news howled through every street that
two fresh murders had been added to tho list
of Whitechapol ciimes. London cxpoctodthat
tho man whose pastime or mania ls killing wo- -

men would bo heard from ngain and has not
beon dlsnDpointed. Both victims y aro
women ot tbe same class ns in the former
crimes, nnd there is no doubt that tbe murder-
er is tho same. His handiwork Is not to bo
mistaken. Ono womnn, however, while bear-
ing marks of tho brute's savagery, 1b cot cut up
as were tho former victims. Tho murderer
seems to have been interrupted In his task.
But tbo othor womnn, whom tho rn.an evidently
klllod in his rage nt having boen.lnterruotecl In
tho previous murder, is moro horribly, muti-
lated than any of tho former unhappy victims.
Neither woman has been Identified. Tho police
know nothing, and seek to mnko up for their
stupidity as dotectlves by a deep and mysteri-
ous silence, which Is meant to be, but is not,
Indlcatlvoof wisdom. Tho murderer Is safe,
gloating somowhore over his cleverness nnd
enjoying tbo peculiar sensations of dolight
which tno indulgence of his horrible love of
killing must undoubtedly cause him. Not tho
least thing is known or oven legitimately sus-
pected as to his identity.

London is dreadfully frightoned. Scores of
women ore hysterical. Tons of thousands
could not oossibly bo Induced to step out alone,
gvuryono. of cojrao,. expects frenh.atrocitlcs,
find that Isho'vVfhlngs'staud'a't present. It Is
not flattering to tbo police nor comforting to
Londoners, who imagined themselves well
protected. The following tells what is known
of tho fresh crimes, wblch.-n- s an evidence of nn
almost unprecedented condition of' tbo human
mind, are more Interesting to
even than to the simple cltizen'who likes to
havo his blood curdled.

At about 1 o'clock this morning a Russian
Jew who sells jewelry from a coster cart was
driving his pony home. Intending himself to
find relaxation with tho members of un inter-
national Socialist club which ls conveniently
near his stableyurd In Berncrs street. At tbo
entrnncoto his yard the pony ehtod, und after
examination what looked likon small pile of
mud turned outtobo a woman. Tho poddlor
put up bis pony, went to Iha club, which is a
vory low form of cooperative pothouse, arrived
by a gradual processor reasoning at tho con-
clusion that something might be wrong with
tho woman, went out with his club friends, and
found a miserable wretch In a pool of blood
with her throat cut from ear to ear.

Tho police soon came and found nothing to
do but turn faint at tho sight of the horrlblo
gash la tho neck und brutal blows on the head.
When thoy recovered they busied themselves
with tho members of tbe club who had discov-
ered tho murdor, locked tbbm in their little
social drinking don. searched them for knives,
nulled off their boots looking for bloodstains,
and mado It generally unpleasant. Tho mem-
bers, who had done nothing but roarsongs and
discuss tbo question set tor evening dobate,
"Is it nocossary tbat the Jew should be a So-

cialist?" wero naturally aggrieved and disin-
clined to talk, but thoy had heard nothing,
knew nothing, and so tholr silence was as littlo
important ns tbat ot tho police.

Tbo woman's body was still warm. Her
blood was only partly congealed. Tbo throat
was deeply cut, as woro those of tho former
victims. Sho was lying on bar back, and her
logs were drawn up as though In pain. Tho
examination has caused tbo conclusion to bo
arrlvod at that the murderer stood with his left
arm around tbe woman's neck, probably to
stifle her cries, and hu cut hor throat standing.
Tho woman's clothes had boen disarranged.
Indicating the murderer's intention to practise
tbe samo mutilation of hor person as on the
otber victims. But he was probably disturbed
by some oue going In or coming out of tbe club.
There Is no question ns to the dead woman's
character, but sho apparently did not belong
to the lowest class ol unfortunate women. 8I10
vvns a dark brunette, undor 10, with a comely
face, Her black hnlr was neatly urnuiRod. Her
underclothing was clean. She wore two petti-
coats and hor dress was tidy, though old, A
crnpo bonnet, with an evening paper Btowed
away in it, was on her bead. On her breast
was n small bunch ot roses and ferns, covered
with blood.

A short walk ot a quarter of a mile took the
murdurer to tbo scone of tbo Eocond crime,
also in WhitochaiioL Ho must bavo shown a
butohor'B skill in remaining free of blood
stains, as bo could nut have hail time, to rid
himself of thorn, and with them could not have
induced a second victim to go with him. This
latest and most terrible butchery took place in
a dark corner of Mitre sou uro. to whiob tbe un-
suspecting woman doubtloss conducted the
murderer. Tho squaie Is reached by a narrow
entranco from Mitre street, within a stone-thro-

of Leudonbnll und Aldgate street, two
of London's best known and moat Important
thoroughfares, Mitre square is a large, dreary,
stono-puvo- d yard about 120 foot square. It
has three entrances. In one ot which thoro Is a
street fire station and II ro escape, with three
men always on duty. Two sides of the square
are ocoupled by warehouses and a private
house occupied by Policeman Poerce. Tbe
tblrd side Is formed by a wholesale drugstore,
and tbe fourth by a warehouse workshop, and
tbo backs of two unocoupled private bouses, by
tbe back wall ot which the body was found.
The square, which is a busy thoroughfare dur-
ing buslnoss hours, but almost tlosorted after
7 or 8 P, M.i Is fairly well lighted a? London
streets go. Five lamps throw their light Into It.

The murder was discovered by Constable
TVntklno, a member of the City of London
pollco Jfeqso orBanlraUon, dUtinot from --ad

superior to Warren's Metropolitan force. Tho
body was found at 1:45 A. M. In tbe south-
west corner of tho square, a spot which Wnt-kln- a

had passed on his beat a quarter of an
hour before, which shows with whnt despatch
the woman killer must bve worked. The
body was lying on Its back on tho footway
with the head toward the wall and the foot
toward the carriage way. Tbo head wan In-

clined on the left side and both armB woro
extended outward. The left leg was straight
out and the right log bent away from tbe body.

Tbe body wan quite warm. Blood was all
around, but it had not congealed, proving that
tbo murderar must bnvo gone just as the con-
stable was approaching. Watkins sent for
doctors, nnd while waiting roused up Police-
man Pearee, and the two talcing courage to
gether threw the light ot their lumps on tho
oorpso, whloh Wntklns had not dared to do,
It Is notto be wondered at that the policeman
has been too 111 alt day to answer questions.

Tho woman's throat was cut from oar to car
and half tho way round the hond. Her clothes
had been rnlsod up to the chest, and tho body
bad beon completely out open from the Pol vis
to tho chest. Tho flaps of flesh were turned
back, rovcnltng tho IntoMlnes. In addition, a
portion of tho right car wns cut off. und tho
noso wns slashed half way through. Tho faco
was also slosliod and cut in a most brutal
fashion, and a portion of tho Intestines was
placed In tho gash around the neck.

Several doctors arrived nnd examined tho
body. They found a prodigious quantity ot
blood, which had flowed chiefly from the throat,
but tbo murderer rind so carefully avoided It
thut not a single footmark could bo traced,
Tho body wus removed to the mortuary, wboro
n careful m examination took place.
It la understood that no portion ot tho body
was found missing, as In the caso of the Han-bur- y

stroot murdor.
Tbo police sketched tho square and then had

tho blood stnlns nashod off in order to disap-
point morbid elghtsoors. It Boems scaicoly
credible, but it Is a fact, that tbo pollco mndo
nosoarea, of tho empty houses and warehouses
until hours afterward, although thoy had so
narrowly osoaped finding tho murderer at his
work that he might have bad time only to hldo
himsolf temporarily. It Is quite posslblo that
be may havo enjoted from a window of Bomo
deserted house the sight of Constable Wal-
king's sickness and tbo general bewilderment
of tbo pollco.

This is an official description of tho socond
woman butchered last night:

"Age, 10: Dvofoft high; dark auburn hair;
linzol oyos. Black jackot. Imitation fur collar,
brown ribbed stockings, mended at feot with
piece ot white, stocking ; black straw bonnet. with
black beads and green and black volvet; pair
of men's old laco boots, and piece of torn white
apron."

Tbe dotatlod description of the undercloth-
ing, ia. shows that tho womnn belonged al-

most to tbe lowest class of fallen women. On
her left forearm " 1 " was tattooed In bluo ink,
which will doubtless cause her to bo identified.

Your correspondent has spent from early
evening until now, past midnight, wandering
through tho AV'hitecbapel slums. Tho best
idea of thsawfal degradation of tho mon there
can be 'gathered from a description of tho
women, ythpao ubllity to keop alive proves tbo
existenceof men bo low as to consort with
them. Theso wretched woman swarm the
streets by thousands even now, but keoocloso
togotbor and look sharply around for mur-
derers, eyenwjilloj pretending to laagh. and
'nsklng ort5rtsew'nos"ltjrn to bo cut uo will
como next. Tho language in which they speak
of tho fiend, who bas made it his business to
murdor them, it is impossible to reproduce.
Such profanity and hideously foul lunguagens
may be heard coming from the group of women
of any Whitechapol comer can probably not be
heard aaywhero else. Bomo of theso poor
animals havo actually grown old in tholr
misery, shrlvollod, horrlblo hags,
who light and quarrel on the gutter's odge.nnd
to npprouch within yards of whom ls torture.

Tho younger women, tho queens of theso
slums, nro even more distressing to look at
Bomo uro moro girls, nlmost children, but all
celebrate any stroke of fortune by getting
drunk. Bright colors distinguish them. Light
blue Is tho favorite color. Cheap brocades,
dragging In tbe mud, and ostrich feathersus
sadly out of curias tbedissipated owners' bulr.
are favorite outward slims 0! such prosperity
as may bo attained In Whitechapel. Tho poor
creatures when born wore dronped upon tho
surface of tbo wotst pool of human dogiadn- -
tion that can be boasted by any great city on
earth, and all they can do is to slut deeper
down Into it. lighting and drinking cheap gin
as thoy go.

Infants brawling through heaps of refuse in
tbe slums, never having been made jeulous by
tho Bight of clean, fat babyhood, wero fairly
contented, and their parents evidently found
their lives much enlivened by the sensation
which has come upon thorn. Tbo scones of
both murders were bwarming with curious
crowds, preference being given to tbo placo
where the most savage murder occurred, and
up to morbid citizens wore busy
lighting wax matchos in tho Uurk corner of
Mltro square trying to disco vor blood stuins.

No now theory worth entertaining has boon
put forward. Tuat first advanced by yo'ur corre-
spondent on Sept. 8, namely, that the murderer,
whether a mantao or not, must possess soma
knowledge of surgery, ls accepted as proven.
The attempt to connect the crime with some
Americnu medical student who Is supposed to
have ottered largo sums to various hospitals
lorau anatomical specirnon has been glvon up
as ridiculous. Tho anatomical specimen In
quostion cun easily be obtained for a few
shillings. It ts suggested that tha muiderer
must bo a respectable-lookin- g Individ ual, as In
tbe present stuto of terror tho most degraded
Wbitccbapal women would not dare trust
themselves with a rough. But tbat Is rubbish,
for ovory social law in Wbitechupol is based on
want aad hunger, und the lowest brute on
earth, with menus to procure gin would quick-
ly Und a Whitechapol woraau eager to help
blm drink It. Tho murderer must be vor
strong, since, he appears to have been able Iu
each caso to ovorcomo hie victim with easo
and to stlQe any loud outory.

Besides being strong, tbe murdoror must
have had a terribly sharp knife, for I have jUBt
coma from tbe mortuary where .the first of last
night's victims lies. The gaping vvound In tho
throat shows plainly the division of tho jugular
vein and the windpipe and tbe notch caused by
tho kutfe coming in eontuctvvith tho vertebra'.
The wounds on tho throat of tho Mitros quaro
victim are almost Identical,
