of sensuality and spirituality. Sbo lookod like
tho llarbara of tho narrative, nnd sho spoko
like her. Very soldom docs n woman of such
peculiar qualities ot mlud and body stop
out from tho pagos of n book In her
entirely from description Into palpability.
Tho actress who accomplished this woa Kstello
Clnyton. Sho had never boforo, notwithstand-
ing several bold undortaklngs, got boforo nn
nudlenco with equnl advantagos ot fitness for
hortnsk nnd acceptability in Its performance.
Sho did not rovcal herself as a histrionic
gonitis. At no point did she break ovortho
lino that separates trained skill, ffhlch tho
thousand actresses can acquire, from the Im-

pulsive inspiration which searcolr ono actress
In n thousand rises to.
