Htore Hald to be Durled Near Tonkers,
Boston, Oct. 8 A sequel to the story

lately printed in TnE Bun in regard to a treas-
ure of $20,000 which was stolen from a New
York jowcllor and hidden near Now York city
by n burglar who died In prison, is told by the

to whom tho robber revealed his
secret His name Is John Harvey of Medflold.
Mass., nnd ho wns sorvlngtime for complicity
in tho crimes of the Stain gang when he gained
the confidence of the robber. His search for
tho treasure met with partial success. He
verified all tho landmarks as given by tho con-
vict, nnd lenrnod enough to convince him that
tho treasure was In tho ground In tho place
shown. Harvey cavo tho following account of
his search :

" Wo went to Now York last Friday, took an
elevated train to Forty-secon- d street, and then
tho cars for Yonkors, near tho Hudson. We ar-
rived at that place between 10 and 11 o'clock
and walked out into the country about two
miles, as indicatod by the plan. The fnrm wns
found on which tho plan said tho crock full of
valuables was buried. It had been out up a
good deal during tho post fifteen years, there
being three or four new roads run through the
land. We found the different places on the
Innd ns Indicated by Hay's plan. Tho place
where tho bonds and jewelry wero said to be
hidden was botwesn two oak trees. One form-
ed a lino with n stone wall on tho Valontlne es-
tate, nnd tho other was8 feet distant and stand-
ing within a few foot of tho wall. Tho oak treo
which formed a line with the wall was found In
tho position laid out In the plan, but tho other
treo could not bo found, lor whore It ought to
be as by plan a groat hoap of stones wore piled.
Mr. Valentine was asked If he knewwhetnor
an oak had beon cut that was thero. Ho did
not recollect, but his brother James remem-
bered that an oak tree did stand on tho snot
and that It was cut somo years ago. The

"If Mr. Dickinson in theso dellvoranccs
speaks tho words of sober truth It Is a very
serious matter. If Now England is prospering
under a protective tariff and is selling largely
to the West ovory jenr, and is bus ing nothing
from her. It presents, I say, a vory serious
aspoct of affairs, and there should bo a radical
change. Evidently It ennnot be a permanent
condition of trndo. As soon as 1 load that
statement by Mr. Dickinson 1 set mvsolf to
work I j procure some statistics, and I
shall glvo jou the benefit of thorn; nnd
I premlso nt this point by snjing
that every tlmo you hear a Western man
complaining that tho Kant, and especially Now
England for which I shall especially spenk at
this time gets everything and gives nothing,
sells everything and bujs nothing, you hear
tlio same man tolling you that our great mar-
ket is beyond theSocoan in Old England, nnd
that thoie Is where tho West should look for
the Bale of her products. You can always tell
one of them by that sign.

" Well, I havo been busy for a day or two past
socurlng some statixtics on the point of New
England taking nothing from tho West. In
the first place, I find that she takes botweenn
half million and six hundred thousand tons of
grain annually. She ral-e- s only 4 ier cent, of
what her oeonle use for breadstuff. Noxt, we
had only CO.000.000 pounds of wi ol grown

by the farmers of the country when tho
freo trade tariff wns In operation just before
the war. Under tho offett of tho protectlvo
tariff we have Increased the amount of wool,
crown almost vvho'ly in tho Wc-t- , to 300,000.-00- 0

pounds annually, and it brings a vast
aggregate of nearly flOO.iiOO.OOO. to tlio farmers
of the country. Mr. Cleveland recommends
thnt tbo duty on wool bo repealed, nudthnt we
shall put the wool grower ot the Weston the
snmejilane as tho wool growor of Australia
and Canada. Tho llepubiicnns say 'No,' and
New England, of which Mr. Dickinson speaks
so disrespectfully, takes every ear half of
that entire wool crop and pays the West

a year for it Besldos, as New England
needs bread, for which she pays the West $20.-00- 0

000 a year, she needs also provisions
which Include nil forms or ment and Tor
thnt. and poultry In addition, imported from
tho West, New England pays tho fanners of
theso Wostern htatos $55,000,000 a yi ar. More-
over, the people of tho East want some
butter to spro'id on their broad, nnd
they do not make much at homo, so thoy
pay the West over t3.oOcl.U00 a year for that
Then New Englnud needs a good deal of lum-bo- r.

hardwood nnd plno, nnd there are just
three htates hero from which sho gots It
Michigan. Wisconsin, nud Minnesota and sho
puys $13 OOO.OOil u year for W ebtern lumber,
pilnclpally from Michigan. Then of copper
nnd lead nnd salt and hides, which are taken
from tho Wostern btates In tho nggregato
about $50,000,000 more.
