doncy to cancer Is hereditary. In the cam of
tho impcror Fuedeiuck, It seems, there
waa such an heredity, his mother's sister
having died of cancer, and his cousin, Prlnco
Fhedeiugk CiiAitLRS, having had a malig-
nant tumor removed from bis face a
year before his death. The Emperor was
commonly spoken of ns n groat smoker, In
posstblo explanation of his trouble, but the
reports wcro altogether untrue. Ho was
sparing In his use of tobneco, and for many
years had hardly smoked nt all. He was
also exceedingly tomporato In the uso of
alcohol, drinking light wine and wator alone,
nnd very abstemiously.

To sum up, Sir Moitr.LL declares that If
tho growth was benign in the'llrnt lnstanoo,
there is "only too much reason to think that
GEitiiAHDT'8 burnings must bo held nnswer-nbl- o

for Its subsequent transfoi motion Into
cancer; If it wus malignant from tho first,
tho dlseaso was undoubtedly aggravated by
tho treatment."

Sir MoltELb also gives many Instances of
bungling or unintelligent ami rough opera-
tion on the part of tho German physicians,
nnd of tho complaints of tho nbusod Emperor
becauso of thorn. When finally tracheotomy
was decided upon, the operation was per-

formed by Dr. Ukamann, nnd very well
In the opinion of Sir MoiielTj, though,
bocauso of tho unusual place of Incision
In tho windpipe, thero was afterward
mudh and serious trouble. Then followed a
series of ory unfortumito experiments with
different forms of tho cnnuhi. duo to tho
stubbornness or stupidity of tho German
physicians. Prof. Von Ujuigmann nt a Inter
period hastened tho fatal by n rough i

and violent operation, becauso of which Sir
Moiiell refused to continue upon tho case
If tho German surgeon was ngain permitted
to touch tho Empeior's throat.

These are somo of tho salient points of Sir
Monuiiii's hlbtory, but tho whole of it Is of
great Interest, and for un Intelligent under-
standing of tho caso tho whole must be lead.
Tho one feature of all this narrative
of suffering, envy, jealousy, intrigue and
professional Incompetency, which nnves it
from being a record discreditable to human-
ity, Is tho conduct of Fiikdekiok himself.
Throughout It wus heroic, and ho well

tho titlo his physician bestows upon
him 1'kedeuick tho Noblo.

Tho White Cap Country.
Wo report this morning tho exploits of

tho 'White Caps In bouthein Indiana. This
story, the facts of which weio gathered
in tho Whlto Cap, country by an observer
as trustwoithy ns lie Is acute, and which
includes a study of tho curious social
conditions of a primltlvu nnd retiogrosslvo
folk, is of oxtinoidluary inteiest In parts
of td counties of southern Indiana, com-
prising nti uieu coiibideinbly larger than
Delaware, throe of them botdenng on
the Ohio River, and all at easy distanto
from New Albany nnd LnuUtllle, a band
of respectable lufliuiis bns for years
acted us a censor of the private tnoiitls
of the community, nud enforced its

authority by cowaidly and
biutat whippings in tho dead of night, 'iho
Whlto Caps appear to be descended more or
less diiectly fiom tho Knight- - of tho Golden
Circle, who seem to have given up political
for social tegulatlon, tho Vigilante, tho
Uald Taees, nil names assumed at dlffoiont
times or places by oath-boun- d oiganlzations
which mado it their plcasuic to mind other
people's business aud enforce llio rnoial
law by bi caking the law of tho State. For
more than twoily-llv- o years tho 'White Caps
ot their congeners or predecessors hnvu
ruled a largo district by terror; and their
fellow citizens have for tho most part sub-
mitted in silence. Yet even a d

man must ieel a cortuin tingling in liis eins
as ho reads of the inoro biut.il among tho
ono bundled and llfty whippings inflicted by
theso night riders.

U ako the case of Farmer Allstatt's wife,
in Craw fold county, for instance. She was
about to gle birth to a child. Uho White '

Cups bioke into tho Allstatt houso ut
night, pretending to seaicli for somo I

"oincry" fellow. They enmo in their
ubiiai disguise and with revolvers in j

their hands. They did not llnd tho
victim they wcro looking for, but
they left another, an Innocent woman ,

mado Incurably lnsano by their Inviislon of
her household. Then there were tiio Jfoonc
sisters, two poor, liard-woiki- creatures, '

living in a wretched little hamlet lu tlto
Claw-for- county woods. While Cap busi-
ness woh not irood. nmuironttv- - Tlierefm--

it became necessary to biispect Hint tho vir-
tue of these poor women was not up to tho
AVliito Cap stuudaid. Fifteen Ciawford
county men thereupon put paper fools' caps
on their heads, covered their faces with
masks, donned their coffee-sac- k coats,
mounted their ohnrgers, and redo into tho
woods. Fifteen revolvers protected them
from tho two miserable, filghtenod women,
whom they tied to a tieo and whipped in-

humanly with hickory withes. Theso nro
specimens of White Car, work. Nothing Is
done about It. Tho perpetrators of theso
outrages are known, or could bo found
without difficulty, but no Grand Jury
presents them. They aro not prosecuted nor
punished. Tho local press, with a Tew manly
exceptions, is bulldozed into recording with- -
out censure thoir devilish work. Tho Rus-
sian

'

peasants who aro barbarously Hogged
for not paying tho taxes which their plots or
land will not yield enough to pay, consolo
themselves with tho belief that theso injus-
tices uie dono without tho knowledge of the
Czar. Tho victims of the White Caps have
not ovon such poor balm for their bleeding
bucks. The White Cap gang formndesK)tlem
that works by night aud is novcr called to
account by day.

Yet the terrorized district of Indiana is in-

habited by a population of ns pure American-E-

nglish blood, probably, us can be found
In tho United States. The inland towns of
Now England before 1830 hardly contained
so unmixed an English strain. Thus In
Washington county In 1870, out of a popula-
tion of 18.M5, them were 18,143 persons of
American birth. The stationary churactor
of the population Is shown by tho fact that
this bnrao county tu 1880 contained onlv
18,1)35 persons. Urango county In 1870 had an
American population of 13,3:i3 out of a tola,'
population of 18,497, nnd in 1880 the increase
was only 8C0. Yot it Is this tlxcd and purely
American raco which permits, either
through sympathy or fear, such outrage) as
are related in The Son to-d- to go unpun-
ished, and submits to a continuous rile of
terror. This Is but one of sovcial curious
aud startling features which Invito tho
student of social phenomena In tho Whlto
Cap country. It has many ilgns of
j. decaying nnd rctrogrudo clrlllutlon.
A good agricultural region, a vory or-

chard and vineyard, It Is not well culti-
vated, ami gives the Impression f thriftless-ces- s

and decline. The account of Its aban-
doned farms aud rotting farm houses re-

minds ono of certain country towns in Now
Hampshire, Vermont, and Alussaohusotts,
Continual Intermarrying l(is thinned tho
blood and killed the encrgr of the Inhabi-
tants. Our reporter was struck by the num-
ber of Idiots, cripples, blind and deformed
persona. Jimti ho eiijpuiared. A, vegetative.

and lnactivo pooplo, the slaves of tho White
Cans seem to bo deficient In Industry and'
powor of Initiative. It Is said that tho White
Caps are tho best people of tho villages In
which they live, but thoy manifest thoir
energy In back-poun- of hickory withes
rather than In ohms of useful enterprise.

Perhaps bocauso a certain hereditary pre-

disposition to laziness has been common in
Crawford county and tho rest of the White
Cap country, laziness Is a recognized pun-

ishable form of "orneriness." For it Is to
rebuke tho " ornery" that the "beet peoplo"
of Marengo and English put on the white
cap nnd whip women nnd boys. Drunken-
ness, licentiousness, shiftlessness, and lazl
ness havo an equal punishment moted to
them by these bravo and discriminating
regulators. By their own confession thoy
occasionally whip the wrong man.

It seems almost Incredible that thero
should exist In n civilized State such a com-

munity us tho White Cap country, a district
whoro It Is attempted to maintain social
order by organized lawlessness. Tho
private feuds and malice which llnd their ac-

count lu tho White Cap savagery can bo
guessed at, but it is from the public point of
view und on account of tho contempt of law
which they show and the Immunity which
thoy enjoy that tho offences of tho Whlto
Caps aro most serious. Owing to the
courso of Governor Grat nnd tho
report of Attorney-Gener- Michenui
it is probablo that tho gang will keep
qulot until after election. Then It
will resume Its midnight expeditions.
Tho Mack Caps havo been formed to put
tliu White Caps down witli shotguns
and revolvers; but from moro
tho great State of Indiana ought not to leuvo
to nrivato nud unauthorized defenders tho
vindication of her laws and her good nnmo.
Tho Whlto Cap organization of bullies nnd
woman beaters should bo broken up nt ouce
and Crawfoid county restored to civilization.

Moanwhllo The Sun's account of Its ex-

ploration of tho While Cap country will have
told to mankind tho shaiuo of Indiana aud
the duty of its law officers.

Take Care or tbo Legislature I

Tho Democratic State Committee, which
Is prosecuting a most vigorous und judicious
canvass for tho State ticket, will do well to
keep a watchful eyo on tho legislative dis-

tricts, and more especially upon those with-
in the city of Now York.

Uuddhlst mid Christian missions.

Tho Japanese Ruddhlsts who am now or-

ganising a movement for tho convorslon of
this country to lluddhlsin, on tho thoory
thnt Christianity is dying out hero, would
bo surprised It thoy know how vast a sum of
money fs fieoly contributed in the United
States every yoar for tho prop.ig.Ulon of
Christianity in Japan and other countries
where it is not the accepted religion.

At present there I a project tor bringing
about a union among tho Congregational
nnd I'resbvterlan missionaries lu Japan who
have been sent out from tho United States.
Why those missionaries have bom working
on Independent linos, if not at variance, lias
probably been a very puzzling question to
the Jnpanoso, for oven lioro there aro many
peoplo who wonder that it should bo so.

Tho diflerence between tho Congregation-nlist- s

nnd tho Presbyterians concerns only
tho form of church government; u umro
matter of occlesiasticul machinery, it is so
slight, and so completely removed fiom any-
thing Involving essential doctrines, that the
ministers of tho ono denomination pi,s over
to tho pulpits of tho other without pro-

tending to chango their convictions. Yet
theso communions keep up sepirnto nud
uecossarily competing missionary societies
for propagating Christianity in Japan and
elsewhere In hcatbi ndom.

Together they imbed during the last year
about a million and a half of dollars for that
pur)ose, of which about three-lifth- s wero
contributed by the Presbyterians and two-fift-

by tho Congregationalisms. There aro
half a dozen other Protestantdoiiomiuutlons
which maintain sepainto and Independent
missionary societies, nud together they
must lalso us much more. Yet tho
difference betweon tliam nlso touches form
rather than essence, and thoy all agree thit
each can point out the way of salvation. No
Baptist believes that the Presbyterians aro
going to hell, and no Methodist would bar
out the Congregationalists from heaven; but
they all are convinced that the Buddhists and
other ho.ithou nro on tho road to everlast-
ing torment. Yot oioli wants to save the
poor heathen In Its own way, and because of
that desire thero arises a competition which
vastly Increases tho pecuniary contributions
for tho purpose.

Tho Japanese Buddhists, who aro getting
up a counter movement for the conversion
of Christendom to Buddhism, havo uo such
material resources. Where tho Christians
of this country ru!e millions for
tho propagation of Christianity, they
cannot hope to raiso more than thou-
sands, perhaps not moro than hundreds, for
tho propagation of Buddhism. Thero uro
nino sects of tho Japanese Buddhists, but

' there divs not peem any strong competition
lmtwtHm them on this matter of missionary
enterprise. If anything is done in that
direction thoy will probably unite in sending
out the missionaries, and Buddhism, as ono
un iivldcd system, will bo preached to
us. Of courbo that will bring somo compen-
sation for the superior peouniury resources
of tho competing Christian sects, slnco
C'hiiitian division undoubtedly Is a serious
obstacle to tho propagation of Christianity
among tho heathen; but, alter all, a great
mlsslniiiuyenterpriso cannot bo conducted
successfully without a good deal of money.

Wo observo, too, that the Japanese who
havo conceived tho notion of converting us
to Buddhism are simply Impelled bv a de--
eIid to give us what thoy regard as a better
nnd a more reasonable religion. Chris-
tianity, In their opinion, oifers only
"rude explanations of human nature
nnd of man's origin and destiny," nnd
therefore thoy propose to offer Buddhism as
a substitute for it, which will bo moro " satis-- I

factory to tho doveloped intellect." Accord-
ingly, they seoin to oxpoct that wo will our-
selves pay tho cost of sending to us, nt least
In largo pint. Thoy call on theirfellow Bud-

dhists to glvo them somo help at tho start,
bo that thoy may prepare) Buddhistic litera-
ture for circulation iu Europo and America,
and then, say thoy, "when our friends thero
aio i roily to help us no shall bo able to pub- -
lisli moro nud moro books nnd papers," and
to tend missionaries, '1 hat Is, their plan is,
llrsl, to create n demand for Buddhism, nud
then to bo ready to meet it.

But tho enso Is totally different with Chris-
tian missionary enterprise. Thnt gets Its
impulse from tho belief that unless tiio
heathen are taught and an) mado to accept
Christianity, they will surely go to hell. Itis
therefore a humane no loss thuu a distinct-
ively Christian undertaking. Christian mis-

sionaries are sent to Japan, not becauso tho
Jnpanose want them, nnd even against thoir
Indignant protests, but bocauso that very
Interesting pooplo would otherwise suffer
outernal damnation.

The Abuse of Arrests.
The arrest of thrco respectable women as

street walkers while they were on n mission
of Christian mercy wns one of those blun-
ders. If blunder it can be called, which
amount to a crime. Thoro was no oxcuso
for It which enn receive a moment's consid-
eration In a decent community.

These good Christian women are Interested
in a midnight mission for the uiifoituuato
memliors of their box, which has beou es-

tablished by private charity In Bleeckcr
street. Becauso of the nature of Its work,
Its meetings are hold at a late hour
In the evening. Thorofore it was
otter midnight of Thursday when tho
thrco ladles loft the mission, hoping
on their way home to encounter n young
man who had asked for assistance In his ne-

cessity. But when one of thorn met him to
proffer charity and pious advice, she was ar-

rested as a disreputable character, and with
her the policeman took in the two merciful
women In her company.

Of courso, It can be said In excuso for tho
policeman that respectable women nro not
likely to accost men lu the street at such au
hour of the night. But an officer who Is

to hold a place on tbo police
force, ouht tobyowW tllwrjmiiiaUoc, u4

.

tho presenceof these good women in Heeokcr
street after midnight was easily explainable
by tho proximity of the Florence Mission, at
which religious meetings aro held necessari-
ly up to a late hour. Tiie sinners whom It
would reclaim cannot bo reached until then.
Tho experienced eye of a competent police-
man ought to bo ablo to detect ot once
tho dlffrrnnoe between an honest woman and
a disreputable, and if he Is In any doubt ho
should do nothing, for it Is better that a
thousand street walkers should bo left un-

molested than that cue good womnn should
bo subjected to Insult from a policeman,
whoso llrst duty Is to protect her from such
indignity nnd outrage

It is explained that Poltcoman McCARTnr
was drunk, but thnt only makes his case
worse, and lilt dismissal from the force will
be a poor nml utterly Insufficient ntonoment
for n proceeding so outrageous as his. Ho
should bo dismissed as a disgrace to a body
of police which has no superior In any
city of tho world ; but tho repetition of such
nn offence, ovon In drunkenness, ought to
bo prevented by tho enforcing of stricter
regulations ns to arrests, for the nctivlty of
the police in that respect Is carried to a dan-
gerous extrcmo uuder both official and pri-
vate stimulus.

Tho proportionate number of arrests In
New York Is too great. Tho freedom of
movement which is nllowed to the cltizon In
European capitals is constantly prevented
hero by police interference. In towns con-
taining nearly er of tho population
of the Union the an osts nro equal to one in
every twenty or tho Inhabitants. Of courso,
the nctuiilnmouutof lawbreaklngls lu a ratio
fur less than that. A large putt of tho ar-

rests, as tho subsequent examinations show,
are on mere susnicion. for which there is no
justification; yot, thoso apprehended are
subjected to tho Ignominy of being carried
off to tho station houso as if thoy woio veri-

table criminals.
But tho pollco can hardly bo blamed for

this multiplicity of improper urrests. Un-

der the influence of tho social quacks who
have become bo numerous of late years, now
laws meddlesomely Interfering with the per-

sonal liberty of the citizen have boon passed
at eveiy session of the Legislature, so that
tho police uro compelled to llll the part of
moral censors to an extent that makes In- -
cviublo trcquetit mistakes in arrests.

Thero lseryllttlo morality In counting tho
votes, nnd It In patent thnt falro flguies havo
frequently been mado to ohange results, and
Inspectors of election havo been known to be
tools for the Infamous work.

Can JnilBe Terry be Pardoned bj the Presi-
dent'

Washington, Oct. 13 Tho application to
the Pie6ldeut for the pardon of David 8. Terry
for tbo contempt of court for which bo is un-
dergoing imprisonment in the Alumeda county
jail presents a question never jet passed on by
the Supremo Court of the United Slates. Itis
whether the pardoning power of the President
extends to cases ot contempt of court.

It will bo remembered that early in Septem-
ber last Terry's wife, formerly Sarah Althea
Hill, who bad claimed to bo tbo wife ot the lato
Senator Sharon, mado a soene fn the United
States Clrouit room at Sau Francisco while
Judge Field was renderings decision against
her. SIio became violent, nnd her removal
from tho court room was ordered. The satchel
she had with her was found to contain a revol- -
er with live ot its barrels loaded. Her hus- -

band (who rosixned the Chief Justiceship of
Culilornla in 1859 to Unlit the duel in which he
killed David C. Brodoiick) resisted and boat tho
Mursluil when be attempted her removal, tie
was overpowered and she was taken out. Being
then released, he lollotved. and in ornearthe
couit room lie drew a bowle knife, with which
to Unlit his way mto the room where his wife
wns In custody.

Fur this mibholiavlor in the presence of the
Court aud icsistence to Us authority, both
were adjudged guilty of contempt, und com-
mitted to jail ho lor six months and she for
thirty dajs.

The President has power under tho Consti-
tution ' to grant reprieves and purdons for
offences agalusl tlie united Stutes.'' But Judge
Terry Is nut in pi for nny offence against
tho United States, lie Is there solely for con-
tempt agsinst a United States Court. There Is
no statute making cbntomnt an offenco
against the United States; but there is a
statute giving tho courts power to punish by
imprisonment, at the discretion of the Court,
contempt of their authority. (U. S. Revised
Statutes, Section 723.1 Contempt, ns defined
by that section. Indisputably embraces tho
acts of Terry and his wife.

If the courts could not defend themselves '

against dlsnrdoi und open violence justice
could not bo administered. Hence tlie statute.
The two Houses ol Coneress may punish for
contempt, hut the power would ho completely
neutralized If the President could pardon of.
fendeis against their authority, for thoy could
then only do business tiy bis content. If a
losing lltiuant should rise in the Supreme
Couit and mcuso Die Judges of having been
bribed, could tho Piesideut pardon the of-
fender out of the prison to which he would
surely be committed I

If the President and his Attorney-Gener-

decide that he cannot net, Terry would prob-
ably apply to the Supreme Court foi release on
habeas corpus, it he believes he is unlawfully
detained.
