under my earn, all local tieatment would bnvn
to bo carried out either by myself or by some
competent specialist thoroughly acquainted
with my methods To this tho Illustrious pa-

tient at onco consented, hut considerable oppo-
sition was raised liy Dr. Wognor. who said that
Dr. Landgrnf had accompanied Ills Imporlnl
Hlghnoss ior thnt vory purpose. I lomlndrd
Dr. Wcgnerthat he himself had told me that
Landgrnf was sent expressly that be might bo
nt hand If tracheotomy became suddenly
necessary; thnt the young man had been

to me simply as a military surgeon,
and that I knew nothing of his ability as n
laryncofcoplst Dndor these clrcumstancos. I
said it would be inn osslblo for me to accent
tho asslstnuen of JUr. Lundgrnf In carrying out
tho dotalls of my proposed lino of treatment,
and 1 requested thnt my colleague
fir. Norrls Wolfendon, one of the
I'hyslclnns to the Hospital for Dis-
eases of tho Throat, should bo asso-
ciated with mo In tho capacity of resident med-
ical attendant on tho Crown Prince. This was
agreed to, nnd Dr. Wolfenden accordingly took
up his residence at Norwood. On Juno 10th I
received from him the following report:" Tho
larynx Is Inrge nnd well lormed. but owing to
tho slope of the epiglottis, the view of the In-
terior of the Inryncoal cavity Is not so easy to
obtain ns it is in nn average ease. The under
surtace or the epiglottis Is slightly congested
on the right Bide, nnd the cushion is rather
full. The left fold Is a Utile pufTy
at Its lower nnd posterior pnrt. Tholottveu- -
triculnrbnnd Is very sliglitlyswollennnterlorly
so that the outer border of the left vocal cord
In this situation Is just covered: the right

fold Is normal, and the internryte- -
nnld fold towards the left side haB lost Its sharp
definition: an enlarged vessel is seen on tho
right ventricular band, whli-- Is othnvlso
healthy. The left vocal cord is of a pale pink
colour. At Its posterior oxtremlty there Is n
roundish growth about threo mtlltmetresln di-
ameter and two in height.

It will be seen, both from Dr. Wolfenden's
very careful report nnd from my noteB, that
His Impnrlul Hlghnnss'H throat was still some-
what congested, and I thought It neeessarv to
get rid of this condition heioro further active
monMircs were omployod.

At midday this day I received by special

messenger lrom General Arzt Dr. Wegner. a
sealed ila-- k containing tbe small portion ot the
pathological growth just removed from the
larynx of H. 1. nnd It. H. the Crown Prince.
Tho object wus in ab.soluto alcohol In ono
piece, and though uomowhat shrivelled was
well preserved. It had a flat base of lonsish
oval form. S millimetres long and 3 milli-
metres broad, upon which was a small

granular surface, about 2 millimetres
high. The latter surface hod a grey colour,
with a falatly ruddy tint; but tho base was
almost black. This whs evidently from the
action of sumo preparation or iron, for when
moistened with hydrochloric acid the dark huegave pluco to a faintly yellowish tint, which
chnnged toon intense blue colour on the addi-
tion of a little cyanide of potassium. The
paler portions of tbo growth also showed this
reaction In a higher degree. Wo must as-
sume, therefore, that tbo iron preparation
affected the whole surface, but that only tho
underlying portlnns preserved the blue black
tint the superficial parts having become de-
colorised: further, that the flattlsh base rep-
resented the site of attachment of the portion
In question, although Its black colour might at
first give the Idoa that it bad been superficial
(in tbe larynx), and therefore moro exposed to
the action of oxternal operations.

" further examination showed that the flat-ton-

base consisted of d. rounded
papillary outgrowths lying In juxtaposition;
moreover, that a whitish lncitdon-woun-

hardly one millimetre wide, ran nearly across
tho middle of tbo base, following the long axispretty closelv, and almost wholly concealed by
the surrounding papillary outgrowths.

"Microscopical examination showed still
more decisively than on tbo previous occasion
that the surface of the excised portion was al-
most wholly occupied by papillary outgrowths
of various slzo. Only In the Immediate neigh-
bourhood of the surface of excision was thoro
found a small zone of nerfoctly smooth super-
ficial tlssiti: within tha paplllai tho large nud
hard epithelial cells. In luyers nnd flattened
towards the outer parts, leprcsented by far
the chief portion ot tho new formuiion; the
connecthe-tlssu- e framework wus thin, soft
and vascular. No peculiar colMormutiou was
observed.

" The Incised surface afforded nn Irregular
soft and slightly vasctilarlsad tissue. Ao deep
lauert ofllsiue, an after Ihejlrit, and etillmore
the tecotul, operation, had been removed. Tbe
section hnd been made vory near the surface,
so that only mucous membrane wus removed.
Thus only a little tissue, and that dllllcult to
handle, was afforded lor tho purpose of an
opinion on the structure of tha underlying
parts.

" A'oaleeolar itrueture, or deposition, or pene-
tration of epithelial matitet coulil anywhere be
pet ceived i thti tiimr. It consisted of youni;
conneotad tlenuo, which had inereasi-- d not to-
wards the deoperpart. but towards tbo surface,
and contained oloments some of which wore
proliferating. Nowhere did this proliferation
reach the cbaraoter of an Independent centre
of formation. Thut thli ezcined portion. In a
tttll higher iLegree than toas the cate with the
pnrtionn obtained by the preeioui operationn, has
thown ittelf to be a hard, compremed warty
frrowtb. that has started, from a moderately

and thul.enrd tvrface, nnd the exami-
nation of Its base has not afforded the least
support for the idea of a new formation pens-trati-

It will be seen that thin report, so far as It

went, was as satisfactory as tboite which had
firoceded It. As only tissue belonging strictly

had bon removed this time, no
opinion as to the underlying structures could,
ot course, bo given. On both the former occa-
sions, it will be rememlwred, Prolossor VI

had dwelt with some emphiiHln on the
fact that tbo forcetw bud brought uway not
only a complete section of tbo tumour, but por-
tions of the structures on which It was seated,
which could thus be seen to present no sus-
picious appearance. I think it right to Insist
on this, because both Gerbardt and llergmann
apeak aa if only shreds from tbe surface of the
tumour tbe outer husk as It were hod been
submitted to Professor Vircnow. The eminent
pathologist's own words. In the report just
quoted, as well as In tbe two preceding ones,
leave no shadow of doubt on this point Ills
Impossible to get over his testimony, unless It

that tbe creator of scientific
pathology could not healthy from
diseased tissue In a cae where the merest bo,
Kluner In microscopic work could do ao with-
out trouble, The notion U as preposterous as
It would be to say that Gounod or Vprdl could
not dldtlpgulsh a true note from a fal&e one.

The next
day a small flat eschar was visible at tbe spot

CHAPTEIt IV.

The Cate enters on a Xew Phase. The Crown
Prince left London on September 3rd, nnd trav-oile- d

In Mr, Hovell 's note-boo- under tho date of
September .ith.

entirely disappeared, but there was a small

fold. There was no swelling whatever, how-
evor, in tbe situation.

which fair Morel! hod destroyed. There was
increased hoarseness, with sorna congestion nf
the larnyx, which, however, soon (ftibslded.
On tha 14 h. an nblonir swullfmr. about A milli
metres in length and 3 in width, was noticed
hall an inch below tbe middle of tho left cord
nnd parallel with Its margin. On tbo 1 Blh thn
tumouictlon at the posterior pnrt of tho cord
bad disappeared, but tha now subglottic tu-
mour woe still visible."

On the 20th. when I arrived at Toblach. the
swelling was nearly round, and measured more
than hall n centimetre In diameter, but pro-
jected very slightly from the side of the Inrvnx.
The Crown Prince looked well, nnd Dr. hchra-
der gave mo a very satisfactory report as to ids
ftener.tl health, when out walking, however,

to get tired tbe rest of
the party. Twodnysnrter my arrival ho caught
cold, and on tbe rolloivlngday he wasluncuid.
had no appetite, whilst tils temperature was
101 P.. und tbe loft fold sud-
denly became but this condition,
togothor with the toverish symptoms, disap-
peared In twenty-fou- r hours. Although tho
cedema was apparently duo to Inflammation
from taking cold, tho possibility of Its being
caused by limited perichondritis was discussou
at tho time. It should be noted that tbo acute
mlematous swelling just referred to soemod to
bo altogether independent of the little tumour
beneath tbe edge ol tbo vocal cord, whioh be-
came gradually smaller but did not entirely
disappear.

A IJeceptire Lull It had already been ar-
ranged lhat the Crown Prince should spend tho

Ia suob a serious stato
ot affairs It was of course desirable to havo fur-
ther advice, not that much could bo hoped for
from medical skill in buch a case, but that no
opportunity of possible help, however blight
should be neglected.

Tho question was: Whoro6houldrtbe sought
Sort It was before everything essential to
havo tho assistance of men who would bring
ubsoluioly unbiassed judgments to tho case.
At Dorlln, to which my thoughts naturally first
turned, there was no one (sotting aside Ger-hur- dt

nnd Tobold, who bad already strongly
committed themselves to nn opinion on the
mattor) but Professor Bornhardt Pruonkul and
Dr. Hermann Krauso. Professor Lewln, who
had lormorly beeu n distinguished laryngolo-glb- t,

had long since given up the spoclallty.
which has tor some reason or other novor
flourished very vigorously In tho Prussian
capital. The want of nitlcial recognition by
the University, from which it suffered till com-
paratively recent times, has probably been tho
chief cause of its teeblo vitality In that city,
AtMenuu.cn the other bund, which was tho
cradle ol this department of medical science,
the tradition has been kept up, und laryngology
has always been well represented In the pro-
fessorial body.

'Ihe (ktnnsellors fho-en- .J now carefully
weighed the respective merits of tbe threo
leading throat-speclali-- iu the Imperial City.
If I bad been selecting un operalor, I probably
should huve chcen Professor Stoerk; and if I
had been dealing with a disease of such ob-
scurity that tbe widest experience was re-
quired, 1 bliould have invited Proiessor
bchnltzler. but at that moment tuo diagnosis
appeared only too clear. In tbe end I selected
Professor von Schiotter. mainly in tho hope
thiK his extensive knowledge of respiratory af-
fections would ennble 1)1 in to make soma prac-
tical suggestions in connection with treatment.
Of tho two availablo litryngologists at Berlin I
cIiosq Dr. Krause. with whore knowledgo and
ability I bnd been greutly struck at the Inter-
national Medical Congress held at Copenhagen
in 1&M4. On that occasion I Pro-lde- nt ot
the Section of Laryngolngy.n digulty which was
conferred on mo as u special honour, contrary
to the almost invariable custom at those gath-
erings vvbero tho presidential cualrs ure lllled
by local men of "light and loading." In that
position I had an excellent opportunity of
forming n judgment n to the abilities and at-
tainments of tho principal Luiopcan and
American specialists Amongst them all no
one imide his mark moro decisively than
Krauso. who at onco took Ids place ns one of
the loading Inryngologiste in Ciormanv. Tho
distinction which no oarnod at Copenhagen
has heen moiu than sustulnod by bis subse-

Tne i!bnsultation,M my request, therefore,
Professor von Schrottor and Dr. Krauso wore
summoned to Sun Iteino.

I ventured to point out
that It was hardly worth his while to have coma
nil the way from Vienna to give It, and I hlntod
that It would scarcely be treating llio illustri-
ous patient with proper consideration to offor
him n siicond-hnn- d diagnosis. Professor von
Hehrottor thou consented to go with us to tlio
villa Zlrlo whoro tho Crown Prlnco's throat
was duly examined.

Unoa returning to tho hotel to continue tho
consultation. Professor von Behrotter wished
to dictate a report ex calheuiu, but as thore was
somii divergence of opinion between him, Dr.
Kruusn uud myself, it was agreed that each
should give his opinion separately In writing,
hubrbttor affirmed Hint the disease wus can-
cer, uud rucommondod excision ol the entire
lannx.

Tlie Diagnosis Communicated to the Crown
Prince Protestor von SchrOtterdlscliarced his
nniiloasnnt duty with great tact and judgment
In the presence of tho Crown Princess nnd nil
the doctors. His Imporlnl Highness remained
standtug while the Professor was spoaklug,
and received the terrible communication with-
out any emotion. He whs the calmest person
In tho room. Though behrotter did not uso
tbo word " cancer," ho made It perfectly clear
to tho Crown Prlnoe that that wna what wo be-
lieved him to bo suffering from. I am abso-
lutely sure that His Imperial Highness was
under no misapprehension on tho subject.

Tlie Crown Prince's Decition.Yfe then with-
drew, after placing the statement as to tbe op-
erations on the larynx in the hands of the
Crown Prince. In the com so of a few minutes
wo rocelvod n communication from His im-
perial Highness. written with n perfectly steady
hand, stating that be declined to havo Ids
larynx excisad, but would submit to tracheot-
omy should It become necessary. It was thou
ncreed thnt this operation should, when tbi
tlmo came, be entrusted to Professor von Berc- -
mnnn unless difficulty of breuthingcame on
eudiionls, when it would huve to tie dono by
some ono on the spot. Bergmunn was selected,
nor because tracheotomy In a grown-u- p person
suffering Irom Intrinsic dlsea-- o of the larynx
Is an operation of any particular difficulty, but
because, us he had already been In attendance
ou tbe Illustrious patient, It soemed right that
he should do whatever hud to bo done iu the
wuy ol Burgory.

Piibllcntion of our Secret Report Before sep-
arating, we received the most solemn Injunc-
tions nor tn divulge our opinions as to the
nature of the case or the practical results of our
deliberations. The neoeeslty of ubsolutosecrecy
on these points w.is Impressed on us both by
Dr. Schrndor. and by Count Kadoltnsky. We
were glvou to understand that the German pub-
lic was to bo grndually prepared by a series of
cautiously worded bullatlnswblchshould mnko
tho real statuof the case cenerallyknonn with-
out shocking the feelings of the Crown Prinoo.
This human" Intention was. however. frustrat-
ed by the Immediate publication of our private
bulletin to the Emperor in the Official Gazette
(Ueicisanzeiuer). Not only those of the doctors
who wore "till at San Hemo. but the officials of
tho Crown Prlnoe's Court wore amused on
learning this event by telegraph, whether the
occurrence was simply duo to n mistake, or
whether there was some State renson lor pub-
lishing the bullotin. I do not profess to know,
but it scorned no Jobs etrniigo than unfortun He
that so Important a statemeut. mado under tho
soul of tbo strictest secrecy, Bbounl have beon
nt onco published with tho apparent sanction
of tho supreme authority, nnd should thus have
been, so to speak, thrust without nny disguise
or lulllation under tbe eyes of tha person
chiefly concerned.

1 lelt San Homo on November IRth.nnd at my
last Interview I mado a carelul examination of
tbe Crown Prince's throat.
