No® this position will
not bear analysie. It Is not possible to say
that New York ! as been overwhelmingly
Demoeratie in a square party contest since
the election of Mr, TiLDEN In 1876, when he
carrted the State by a majority of 82,742 over
his Republionn competitor and by & majority
of 28,408 vver all.

It 18 true that in 1882 CLEVALAND and HILL
swept this State by nearly 200,000 maojority
aver the Republican candidates, but this was
due rather to Republican revolt than to
Democerntie superiority. Since then there
has been no mojority st all In New York.
My, CLeveLaSD carried It In 1884 by a plu-
rality of 1,047, and Governor HiLu has since
carried it by a plurality of lesa than 12.000;
but npeither of them has had s majority.
Thess facts show that Now York 18 very un-
cortady, and that it I8 Impossible to count
with confidencn upoa the way it will vote.

He pllea on unexpended appro-
priations amounting to " at least $87,000,000,"
adds nll of the dellelenoy appropriations of
the present year, amounting to $19,000,000,
tacks on sume $6,000000 of the regular ap-
propriations svhich he balleves will be cov-
ered into the Treasury at the end of the
year, and, ou top of all, wonderful to relate,
superimposes the whole of the $48,000,000
slnking fund approprinstion required by law!

Tho head of the Republiean coun-
ty ticket recoived but 52,113, The slrength
of the three organizations was brought outi

date received 48,040, This was 7,000 less than
the State ticket had, though had he been nble
to hold that vots, he would have won, the

There was & triangulur contest in 1882 on
County Clerk, sud in It tha Republican
nominee came out third, getting 38,990 voles,
agninel 47,785 votes for the head of the Re-
publican State teket, or nearly 9,000 less, In
the yvear following, 1883, the Republicans
were nraln beaten, thelr county candidates
runningfrom 2,000 to 14,000 behind the head
of the Republican State ticket.

Despite these repeated discourngements
and reverses, the Republicans ran o straight
ticket in the trlanguler munlcipal tight of
18684, The result of it was that the Itepubli-
can Mayoralty cundblate was 45,700 votes
behind the natiunal ticket. The Republichn
candidate for Comptroller wis 26,046 votes
! behind, the Hepubliean candidate for Presl-
dent of thoe Board ol Aldermen 27,50 votes
belind, the Republican ¢andidate for Dis-
trict Attorney 29,652 votes behind, and the
Republican candidate for Coronor 28472
voles behind. Every mnanon the Republican
ticket was badlv beaten,

Notwithstandiog this overthrow of their
fondest$olitical hopes, the Republicans re-
appeared in 1885 with a strmightout county
ticket., It met with n snullar disaster, The
head of it, Mv. Joux W. Jacowsus, who Is
nguin n candidate for the same oflice, that of
Bherllf, recelved 65,500, against 75,364 for the
head of the Republicun State ticket, or near-
Iy 10,000 votes leas, Had he been abile to hold
the full vote of his party, he would have been
elected, for the Republican State ticket ree
celved 1,218 more votes than did Hueon J,
GRrANT, the specessful candidate. Tho Re-
publican candidates for County Clerk, for
Prosldent of the Board of Aldermen, and for
Justices of the City Court mud of Lthe Court of
Common Pleas, wwore beaten at thesame time,

This crushing defeat, followlng the disas-
ters which had proceded it, did not deter the
Rtepublicans from again seeking to win in a
trinngulnr fight. Thoy once morn chal-
lenged the Demociney in 1888, It proved a
most unfortunute year for Republican pros-
pects, The head of tho Republican State
ticket rocelved In this ity 748,980 votes, and
the head of their county tieket, the candi-
date for Mayor, hud hut 60,435, or 18,651 lass,
The Republieun nominee for Register was
beaten by a plurality of 11,886, the Republi-
cun candidate for Preetdent of the Board of
Aldermian by 24,507, and the nominee for
Judge of tho Saperior Court by 20,764

Notwithstanding thess bifuer lessons, the
Inadaers of the Grand Old Party in the city of
Now York have nctyel learned what is en-
Urely manifest to every one else. They
have aguin put up a county ticket, abun-
dontly supplicd with Muajors nnd Colonels,
and havipg on It o numbar of good fellows
who are entitled to something better than
politleal slavghter, The fond basls of all the
present Republican dreams |s the fnet that (o
the yoar 1872, sixteon vears ago, o Republican
Mayor of this town ls sald to have bLesn
elected through tho divisions of the Democ-
raoy.

A Mysterlous Death,

The murdora which ocour among the Ttal-
lans of New York are commonly committod
with the kulfe, and they are usually the
most mysterions of the erimes with which
pollce, jurles, and courts have to deal. The
motive of the erimae Is evidently revenge, In
the great majority of the cases, and the
murderons asspult I8 often made by a man
who =cems to bo an agent of some sscret
soclely, while dread of the vengeance of the
band shuts the mouths of the witnesses,
Even tho vietim of such an asssult who sur-
vives his Injuries, may sesist in shislding
tho eriminal because of that fear.

The mystery which surrounds the death
of Axrox1o FracooMmio on Sunday night is
tharefore not at all extraordinary, sinee ho
was an Halinn of an freegular 1ife, with all
his nssociations with Italians, and some of
thiem, unquestionably, of the class among
whom erimes of violenee are proportion-
ately numerous. It seems that at about
0 o'clonk on Bunday night Fraccomio and
& companion, apparently an Itallan also,
wore passipg in front of the Conper Unlon,
nnd wers engagod In an animated conversa-
tion, gesticulating freely. But their appar-
ent  exciteiment indieated nothing, since
[talinns who nre on the hest of lerins may
givi the limpresslon to a northern obsorver
that they are quarrclling. As to whether
there was any netual quartel the witnesses
of the affulr diffor totally. Winnianm Gan-
miry speaks of having esen the two men
seuffing, but Aunent Wenen, the other
witness, gays that thongh FraccoMio had a
bl kitchen knife in his  hand, he did
wot use it threateningly, and that the
two men were arm-in-arm and friendly, to
all appearances,  According to both wit-
neeges Fraccoxic suddenly staggered and
sl down, his companion having walked
rapldly away just before, The knife, which
wns founil near the fool of the dead man, had
apparently been the instrument which caused
his death, and it secins to be identifled ns a
ecarving knife belonging to an ltalinn res-
teurant in 8t. Mark’s place kept by two
Italinns, named SABATING and CANIZARRO.

Accordingly the police arrested thess Lwo
men on Monday morning, together witha
wilter in their employ named SCHEGOO.
They all acknowledged that Fracconmio had
been in tho restaurant on Sunday evening
from nbout seven to half past eight or a quar-
ter to nine. The two proprietors were
very chary In thelr testimony, but ScHEGGO
related  that after having drunk wine
in company, FraccoMio and BSaBaTINO
went out together, and shortly after other
Italinns who were in the restaurant left nlso.
SABATINO denied that he went with Frac-
coM10, declaring that ho passed out of the
back door alone and proceeded directly to
his home. Another Italian, named Arra,
was ilso nrrested because of his having been
In the restaurant on Sunday night, but no
clue to the mystery was obtained from him,

On the same Sunday night, ot a quarter
boforse ten, two Italians went to a Bowery
hotel to engage for one a mom, In which he
was found dead the next morning, as-
phyxiated by gas, which he had turned
on, apparently, for the purpose of Killing
himsel!, His name was VINCENZO CAnA-
BELLA. This Incident may have no relation
whatever to tho death of FLaccomio, but It
is suggestive, anid tends to locrease the
mystery of tho whols affair,
unother very remarkable feature of the case,
It seeme that In 1884 Fraocosio had killed
Canminio FERRACH at Staten Island, The
two had been partners in business, but had
separated, and FraccoMro had been very
bitter in consequence, He was discharged for
the lack of evidence, and afterward declared
to FErrAcH's brother that the killing was
done in a duel. It was naturally suspected,
thernfore, that this brother, RamtoN FERr-
BAQH, might have revenged himself on
Fraccomin, but o reporter of THE SuN, who
has seen him on the subject, fluds that ap-
parently there s no ground for the sus-
picion. It was sald that he had threatened
Fraceoyo with vengeance, but, according
to him, it was only the vengeance of heaven,
RamoN FERRAcH, too, wus at homo on
Sunday evenlng. Nosolution of the mys-
tory, thersfore, is to be had from that
sourceé. Neither has the companion of
Fraccomio, seen by Ganmry and WEBER,
yet been found and Indentifled.

Thesa, In brief, are the facts of the case, 8o
far ns the police have discoversd. Whether
they polut to a murder or a suleide the reader
con Judge for himself, Thero Is, as yet,
nothing like a satlsfactory explanation of
the affalr, though It unquestionably bears In
some rospects n general likeness to the mys-
terions nsgaults and murders which occur
among Itallans. A remurkable thing about
the kllling was that it took place at a com-
parntively early hour In the evening In a
frequented thoroughfare, and under the
bright ilumination of the electrio light.

The Decisive Point.

The mosat notable characteristie of JAck
Buxsny was his ability to rivel hls gaze on
polnts of the extremest distance In the
horizon, while remaining absolutely oblivi-
ous to what was going on in bis immediute
nelghborhood.
