Mr. FLACK hns not been a oandldate slnce
1885, “Mr. Jaoopvs ran In 1846 and lost his
own Assembly distriot by a majority of 821,
Col. Munrrny ran lnst year and reocalved 15,069
votes, againet 18,915 In 1885, His com potitor
lnst year had 5,212, It would seem to be
clear from all this that Col. MURPHY I8 per-
sonnlly the most popular candidate In the
fleld for Sherdff; but a question In the con-
test even more Important than this Is the
strongth which each of the organizations
will bring to ita county candidates. The
result i sure to be most bitterly vontested,
and the outeome will establish for some
time at least whether Tammany Hall or the
County Democracy 18 to be the dominant
organization nmong the Democerats of this
town; for New York city, whatoever the
tomporary effect of any election, I8 Demo-
eratic through nnd through, and to the core.
In the busy and eventful history of It
municipal politics, great men and famous
leaders have risen from time to time, foc-
tiona hnve grown, halls become celobrated,
and combinations of Individuals remained
potent; but the great party of the majority,
the party of the people, the party of New
York, has gone on to trlumph unnffected
by theao changes. Never before were thero
80 many Democrats in New York; at no pe-
rlod were the principles of the party more
truly cherlshed than they are to-day; and
he who would win the favor and the suffrage
of the grent metropolis must be, before all
things, a Demoorat.

The Mystery Still Unsolved.

Nearly a week has passed since the kllling
of the Itallnn Frnaccomio, and yet the cass
remadns as much of n mystery as evar, It
appears that Capt, McCuLLAaR's susplelons
are strongly directed agalnst BABATINO, one
of the proprietors of the Italian restaurant
In St Mark's place, but they are only sus-
plelons.,

Yet this murder, if murder it was, took
place early In the evening In front of the
Cooper Union at the time of the holding of a
large meeting there, and under the lluminp-
tion of the electrie light. Bo far as observa-
tion was concerned, It might as well have
been in the broad daylight, Fraccosmio and
hls companion were plalnly seen by Gan-
nrry and WeBER, and there were many
other witnesses of the death of the man,
even I they were not observers of what hap-
pened Just previous to It

Sulll, there 18 nothing lke a satisfactory
clue to the mystery. Very naturally BApa-
TINO 5 guspected, He was with Fnaccomto
at the 8t, Mark's place restaurant up to a
very short time before the murder, and they
wont out slmultuncously together, says the
waiter ScHEGGO, but by different doors and
in difforent directions, says SABATINO him-
self, The long knife found near the dead man
has been ldontified, apparently, as belonging
to the kitchenof the restaurant, but whether
the killing was done with It or with some
othor weapon is still very mueh In doubt.
Coroner BOHOLER could not determine this
polnt positively from the autopsy, though
he wns inclined to belleve that it had been
the instrument used, despite the clrcum-
stance Lthat there was no blood on the kunife
when It was picked up. ALnesT WEBER
says that when he saw the two men walking
together shortly before the killing Frao-
comio hod the knife in his left hand. With
such a weapon, a long baker's knife sharp-
ened down to a polnt, it would have been
next to impossible for FraccoMmrio to kil
kimeelf, striking with the left hand. As the
knifo was found, too, the inference would be
that after baving plunged it into his breast
he had drawn it out, That, of course, he
could not have done.

11, then, he killed himsolf, he must have
used some other weapon; but if that was
the case, why did he have the kitchen
knife2 The first Impression of the by-
gtanders wus that the man had committed
suleide; but jthera Is nothing In the evidence
50 far secured that polnts to self-murder,
though It must be acknowledged that tho
evidenes ls not worth much as a support for
any theory,

Nor do we find that anythingfhas been ob-
tained to show a motive for the murder on
the partof the suapected SABATINO, Ho hos
not been ldentifled as the companlon of
FraccoMioseon by Ganniry and WEBER, and
there is no evidence of any quarrel between
them. If BapaTINO was the avenging agent
of & seeret soclety, of course there would
ba no need to seek such a motive personal
to himself, for these Itulfan assassinations
seem to be committed to o deputed agent,
perhaps selected by Jot.  But would the
vengeanee commanded by the secret band
he wroaked under elrcumstances such as
thoso of the killing of Frnaccosmio Ina pub-
lle  thoroughfare and under the glare
of the eleatric light? Ordinerily thesp
assassinations  are committed In  the
dark or In some secluded placa, 1If
the murder Is done In the sight of
people, they are Italians only, and those who

will keop the soerot beciuse of dreand of the |

vindigtive soclety. Sometimes a strunger
will suddenly Interrupt an ltallan card party,
for Instance, plunge a knife Into one of the
members, and then depart as mysteriously as
he came, well knowing that none of those
present will dare ldentify him to the police.

If, then, BapaTivo bad planned, as a se-
arot agont, to kill FraccosIo, would he have
dono the murder ns hodid? Nor does It
seem thot the erime was committed in any
sudden heat of pussion, for the men are de-
scribed by WEBER a8 having been arm In
arm, and apparently in friendly, though
somewhat excited conversation. Ho does
not at all sustain the carly report sttributed
to Ganniry, that the killlng was preceded
by a scuffle, Besldes, there was no attempt
on the part of, BaBaTINOG W escape from
Justive,

Thus wo soe Lhat the killing remalns ns
much of o mystery a8 ever, for nothing has
been found to connect Arra with the crime,
excepl that ho was an acqualntunce of Frao-
ooMlio, and boars what 18 supposed to be
some resemblance to the companion of the
dond man, though he has been Identifled by
neither WEBES nor GARRITY,
