THE CHIEF IN THE TOILS.

@itane Maneo and hin Wife and thelr Anno-
elates In Crime—Reesent Mynterions Mur-
ders Among the Iiallaas—~The Men with
Brokea Faces—The Biory of ihe Camorea
and 118 Urimen~Naples Terrorized for
Half a Century—An Organlzed Noclety of

The Bacret Serviea officers of the national
Qovernment have for several yeurs known of
the exlstence {n this eountry of u braneh, or. at
any rate, a remnnnt, of one of the wickedest
and most bloodthiraty socletlon of asanssinm-
tion and erime that has evar exlstod, a soclety
the blacknoess of whoses doeds nnd the bateness
of whosa principlea excel by far even thoss of
the great original asscelntion of cntthroats
and murderers, the Arablan ordoer of Hasha-
shins, from whose name c¢omes the very word
sasarain. Thia soclety, born and nourlshed for
conturlos In the wretchednons, misery. and In-
Justico of the Itallan prisons of the past, fos-
tered long (n the lowest ranks of soclety, but at
Iast sproad and waxed strong, until for nearly
balf a century it held the dagger ut the throat
ot one of the falrest and most-populous
country, collecting unques-
masses of

citles of the
tribute from
the people, even down to the beggara that
erawled in the gutters. Organlzed Govern-
ment tottered nlong through weakness and
dacay to floal overthrow, while this association
ol murderers flourished until the authorities,
to save the city from a worse fate, abdicated
thele authority to the Camorra., made its head
assassins Chiefs of Police, Its ordinary mur-
derers patroimen, and paid the body a regular |
salary 88 the price of protection. This wns
only about twenty-five years ago, and it is only
within a dozen years that the Itallan Govern-
ment has been able confidently to assurse jtsell
that the society was extinet as nn orgaunized
body In Naples and the Neapolitan provinces,

Meantime {ts members, driven first to brl-
gandage and finally [rom the country entirely,
have many of them come to this country, and
among the poorer of the Itallans here, such ns
are harded In Mulberry strect and that nelgh-
borhood and {n similar quartera In most of the
other lurge elties, these outlaws ply thelr old
calling of blackmalling, erime, and murder, if
lass openly, scarcely lesa boldly than formerly
in thelr own country,

Ovwer ninetv-five per cent. of all tho counter-
foiting In the country s done by Italians
afiliated under their anciont bond of crime.
Murders nnd murderous assaults are more
frequent among the Itallans of this class than
among kny other sort of people in the country;
yot arrests for such crimes are fow, and con-
vietions and punishments fewar still,
olety protects itself, as of eld, in the terror of
Jtagistisas. Within & fow moothe two Italians
n this olty have met sudddn and mysterious
deaths In the full light on the most publie
streots, Ono was in a Park row hallway, where
men wore constantly passing ln and out. and
tho next moment fell dead of a platol shot,
The pistol was found thrown nway in an ad-
joining maloon. The Coroner sald It was n
sulcide that time. More recently two men were
seen walking along near Cooper Unlon in the
glare of the electrie lights at an hour when
many people were on the stroets, One of them
fell with his heart cut in two, and the other
wnlked on and disappeared. The dend man
was an Itallan, who {8 sald to have onen In-
formed against some companfons In crime,
Other Itallans, with whom he was In company
afew minutes hefore his death. make alleged
eonfesslons to flx the gullt upon a man who
peems able to prove an alibl. and upon anather
who hns disappeared. The pollce sny that
they think it was a murder over a4 quarrel of
eards, In Naples twenty years ago every ons
would have known that both thesa deaths
wers not murders, but merely *' the coltellata,”

Down in Mulberry street, about the time the
street-cleaning gangs are coming home from
their pight's work, you may see, if you know
where to look for It, another evidence of the
work in this country of men banded together
for erilme after the ancient custom of the
Camorra.
