John Stephens, n decrepit nnil partly, par-
alyzed seaman, was for twenty-fou- r years and
until four years ago an Inmate of Sailors' Snug
Harbor, on Staton Island. Uo had boon seri-
ously Injured In tho navy, nnd had got a pen-

sion of 8 per month. Justice William W. Cor-bo- tt

of New Brighton. S. I., had the pension
raised to $30. nnd later to $50 a month. Thon
Stephens becamo blind, nnd Justico Corbett
got his pension up to (72 a month. This was
about four years ago, and soon aftorward
Stephens left tho Institution and took a fellow
Inmate for a chum. They hlrod rooms at Port
Iticbmond, K. I. Stephens's companion acted
as housekeeper, and tho couplo enjoyed life

Last summer an Italian ragnlckor. Salvatore
l'nlco. moved his family Into the apartments
above thoso occupied by Stephens. Fulco
found out all nbout Stephens's affairs, and
after tbo old man's companion died last Au-

gust Fulco and his wifo took entlro charge of
liim. Thoy secured u power of attorney which
virtually mado Fulco tho old tar's gunidlan.
Justico L. C. Alston of Port ltlchmond wioto
tho document. Then tbo Italians moved with
Kiophens and his trainings to a ragpicker's
tenomont on Metropolitan avenuo. Williams-burg- h.

About n weok ago Justice Corbett was told
by soveral old salts from bailor's Kntig Harbor
that Stephens was not receiving good tront-me- nt

from bis Itnllan guardians. They claimed
that he was very much dissatlsliod, and that
Foloo simply retained posfession of him in or-
der to souuro his pension.
