O'Shcn Asn)ltng Farncll.
It Is woll known to ovorybody conversant

with tho history of tho Nationalist move-
ment that for two yoare past Copt. O'Shea
has expressed tho most vlrulont animosity
sgulnst Mr. Parnell. although the lattor
had repeatedly shleldod him against tho
suspicion and dislike of his colleagues. That
such a man would provo n swift and willing
witness for tho Times could lio taken for
granted; yet tho evldonco obtained from
him on his unexpected nppoaranco In tho
witness box on Wednosday was by no means
of a startling character.

It had bean predicted by tho Unionists
that O'Shea's testimony would establish n
strong presumption of tho gonulnoncss of
tho letter In which Mr. Parnell purports
to exouse himself for his published denuncia-
tion ot tho Phcontx Pork assassins. This
presumption wns to bo built on ovldonco,
first, that Mr. Parnell's promlso to sup-
press outmges In consideration of release
from Kllmalnham jail was based on Implied
knowlcdco and control of tho nornotrators:
and secondly, that ho had shown great reluc-tanc- o

to sign tho manifesto against tho mur-
derers of CAVENDisn and Burke. But oron
O'Shea, malignant as ho showed hlmsolf In
ovcry word, did not venture to testify to
anything of tho sort. Ho had to acknowl-
edge that tho Irish leader's undertaking to
put down boycotting and outrages was ex-

pressly conditioned on tho Government's
agreement to relievo tenants from two-thir-

of tho lntolorablo burden of arrears.
Neither had O'Siiea. vlndlctivo wihols, tho
assuranco to pretend that Mr. Parnell did
not favor tho published repudiation of tho
rhoenix Park atrocity.

So tho witness, upon whom tho Unionists
professed to count so much, broko down ns
regards tho capital points of his expected
testimony. It Is truo that ho subsequently
tried to gratify his present employers by
b earing, whon certain letters printed In tho
Timca wcro exhibited, that tho signatures
wero Mr. Parnell's. Ho could not over,
howevor, that ho saw the letters written, or
had over heard of them before they were
published, or thnt ho had any ground what-
ever for his affirmation, except an lnforonco
drawn from his acquaintance with Mr. Par-
nell's chirogrnphy. But Capt. O'Shea Is
notnn expert In handwriting, and his opinion
would bo outweighed by moro competent
testimony on that head, to say nothing of
tho direct proof promised rognrdlng tho ori-
gin and history of tho famous lotters.

On O'Shea's tho Inter-
esting fact was elicited that his testimony
had been procured by Mr. Joseph Chamker- -
LAIN anda Mr. ITniiKTnv. nn Trlah T.nvnllaf
and special agent of tho Times. Wo shall
probably hoar moro of this disclosuro during
tho ponding contest lwtwcon Mr. Chaimeh-lai- n

and the Gladbtonlans for ascendancy
In Birmingham. Tho subsequent nttempt
to smirch Mr. Gladstone Is nn nbsurdly
futllo innuendo. O'Shea testified that Sir
William Harcodrt "intimated " thnt Mr.
Gladstone "opined" thnt the utmost rcti-con-

should bo observed with respect to tho
Kllmalnham treaty. This alleged

second-han- d suggestion O'Shea construed
to mean that his memoranda relating to that
matter should bo burned,' and thus ho ac-
cordingly disposed of them.

Tho court again and moro distinctly re-
vealed Its bias against tho Parncllites by re-
fusing Sir Charleh ItUbSKLL's requost for
n postponement on tho reasonable ground
that O'Shea's testimony respecting tho
authorship of tho letters was a surprise.
Buton the whole, Russell's clients benefited
rather than suffered by tho testimony, and
what, according to tho Unionists, was to be
a fatal explosion, turned out only a flash in
tho pan.

Two Candidates for Blayor.
Tho hnndsomo pcaco officer of this county,

Shoriff Grant, hns no lack of woll wishers In
his present canvass, which Is to determine
who will bo Mayor of Now York dur-
ing tlio next two years. But It Is much to
bo feared by his friends that somo of thoso
woll wishers mar. hvthnlr tnlmHcfnua n.fa
defeat tho political aspirations of the Sheriff
rather than contribute to his prospects nnd
chances ot election.

On Tuosdny evening a number of tho cab
drivers of Now York hod ft parudo, or rathor
a drlvo and turn out, In tho interest of Mr.
Grant. It wns nn imposing spectacle, the
sight of tho Jehus of New York acting har-
moniously In concert nnd abandoning, for
tho time, those flerco contests for patronago
which bo perplex and confuso the arriving
traveller. Tho attendance of cab drivers
was extenslvo, nnd hcadod as tho cavalcado
was by a brass band, nnd bearing nsltdld
many transparencies, tho offoct of tho dem-
onstration was cheering. Tho explanation
given why cabmon should unite In tho sup-
port of Mr. Grant was, however, not one to
Improve his prospects.

This explanation was that "Grant Is
pledged to look after the boys." By " look-
ing after tho boys" tho cabmon probably
meant that Mr. GnANT would fall to onforco
those ordinances and regulations which It is
tho duty of the Mayor to enforce, nnd which
are designed by the legislative branch of tho
government for tho protection of the travel-
ling publlo and nil citizens from violonco,
disorder, and extortion. It Is not nt all
probablo that Mr. Grant has really mado,
or would consent to mako, any such pledge;
but it Is known positively that Mr. Hewitt
dlsttnotly refused to enter into any such
compact, and thnt his rigid and loyal en-
forcement of the law has mado him eueralos
among this kind of voters few In number,
it Is true. The parado was tho result.

In sevoral dlstrlota of Now York petitions
are now circulated by liquor dcalors who
declare thomsolves favorable to Mr. Grant,
and who mako what must bo unauthorized
assertion thnt. If elected Mayor, Mr. Grant
will seo that somo of tho laws onacted for
tho restriction and control of liquor soiling
shall bo rendered nugatory. Iu similar
fashion the poolsollcrs of tho city, whoso
business is illicit, havo organized thomsolves
Into a Grant club, and other descriptions of
voters who are hot directly Intel estod In tho
fair and imnartial nnfnrenmnnt nt tUn inn
have pursued a similar course.

No ono familiar with tho official record of
Shoriff Grant will suppose for a momont
that ho would personally authorize or assent
to any efforts of tho kind mado In his behalf;
but tho foot that such efforts are made will
cost tho Tammany candidate many votes
nnd deprive him of a moasuro of supiiort to
which, under other circumstances, ho would
be clearly entitled.

Thoro aro no professional lawbreakers
organized in clubs for Auram B. Hewitt;
there are no parades or petitions in his bo-ha-lf

sot on foot by those who seek a weak
and inefficient enforcement of the laws,
which have been mado by all citizens alike,
regarding themselves. In tho dlscbargo of
his official duties Mayor Hewitt knows
neither fear nor favor. No matter how

refutation may be, ho U there
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to eeo It carried out, till tho representatives
of the higher power, tho peoples, whoso ser-
vant ho is, nro prepared to repeal It. Heroin
Is somo of Father Adram's great strength
with Uio voters. Ono law for all, and every
man equal before it, is his record in tho past,
his motto for tho future.

Wlmt Docs Ho Mean by This?
Ono of tho ablest of modem statesmen Is

Sir John Maodonald, tho present ruler of
tho Canadian Dominion. Ho mado n speech
In Sherbrooko on Tuesday evening, in which
ho declared his Ecntlmcnt, as ovorybody
know beforehand ho must do, ngnlnst an-

nexation. This was all right, and nothing
clso could bo oxpectod from tho Primo Min-

ister ot tho Dominion Govornmont. But
ono ot his points Is hard to understand.

"Annexation," said Sir John, "wo must
always remember, would lend to direct tax-

ation, nnd If wo adopted commercial union
or unrestricted reciprocity, which prrtctlcally
moans tho snmo thing, wo would havo to
supply our diminished rovonuo by re-

sorting to direct tnxatlun." But why
would nnnoxallon bring such n ne-

cessity upon tho pcoplo of Canada? Why
would they, as members of tho North
American Union, bo in a situation different
from that of Vermont or Illinois? Direct
taxation li not necessary In olthor of thoso
Btnlei, or In any State, except so far as tho
pooplo of theso commonwealths may lalso
money by that means In preference to rais-
ing It by cxclso taxation. Besides, all that
Is ralccd Is for local and Stuto purposes only.

Tho great bunion which now rests upon
tho people of Canada would bo substantially
removed by annexation. That burden Is tho
public debt nnd obligations of tho Do-

minion, nu! n fonrful burden It Is; but whon
tho Provinces come Into tho United States, It
will all bo transferred to tho Federal Gov-

ernment nnd will thon bo shared by tho
t.lvtv inflltnria if nwiln tvhn nrpvlnlmlv
belonged to tho Union. After that,
all tho taxos that would have to bo
paid by tho Canadians would bo to provldo
tho companithcly email sums required for
tho maintonunco of their State and local au
thorlllcs aud for publlo educntion and
charity; and these sums might bo provided
o.thor by cxclso taxes or by taxes on land
and other proporty.as they aro provided In
New Yoikor Ohio.

Keep cool, gontlemon of Canada! We aro err
cool over hore, and wo Bhall steadily retrain
from giving uny just cuubo of offence. But, oh,
don't blustor.

Among all tho candidates for Coronor
thoro 'Is ono whows merits aro such that ho
Bhould rccoivo tho ospocinl support of the voters.
Wo refer to Coronor Pekbinand Levy, lie has
already hold tho ofllco, and It Is for tho publlo
Interest that ho should hold It again.

Tho
new Uulon will adopt a system of enrollment
by whloh all such orUflcoi of the youthful mind
will be prevented. This Is right and proper In
ltsolf. as wU m but fair to all concerned,

thoso btntTQli&t peoplowhpUw
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expenses of the excursions and festivals. In
truth, this new Sunday School Union, or Trust,
Is desirable, and must be odvantagoons In
many respeots. It Is In tho Interest of order
and of oconomr, and deserves to be successful.

The Hard-she- ll Baptist proaohor down In
Alabama who has Issued his prophecy of tho
destruction of tho world noxt Monday. Nov. 5,
is handicapped by tho fact that so many other
modorn prophets have mado predictions of a
similar nature, and of oqual precision, whloh
rmonot been verified.

BInoo Eldor Miixcn's times
there havo boon many prophets possossod of
no loss assuranco than ho had In rognrd to tho
datooftho world's destruction, as thero had
boon yot others ages boforo MiLLxn was born,
but It appears that not ono ot thorn all under-
stood the Scriptural pasiages on that subjoct.
In tho proclamation that now comes from Ala-
bama, In which OnxuiTii Bates flxos tho ond
otjo day before the Presidential election, ho
says wo are all doomod becnuso of tho wlckod-noss- ol

politicians, both Domocratlo and
Wo readily admit that ninny of thorn

aro vory wicked, but why should thoso of us
who are trjlng to reform thom bo puulshod on
tholr account?

Wo hnvo followod with great interest the
enreor of tho California horso Antovolo, for tho
reason that ho furnishes a vory striking argu-
ment for the feasibility of horses capablo of
great trotting spood going without shoes. Ho
has worn tips only. From the accounts of tho
champion stallion raco lately oontcstod In San
Francisco.
