of reconstruction history In this State that
hns not bosn forgotten. Klmpton, who was
known hero In the reconstruction period ns
the cherub, wns vory intlmnto with Chamber-
lain, Scott, Parks, Ncngle, Patterson (bettor
known ns Honost John). Corbln, Tom Linson,
Sloses, tho robber Governor, Cordozo, nnd tho
rest of tho robber bnnd. It Is thought thnt
Chamborlnin. Klmpton, Patterson &, Co. mado
upward of $4,000,000 out of tho Stato by
tho issuance und hypothecation of fraudulent
Stnto bonds.

Aftor he was olected Governor Chamberlain
professod reformation and actually sided with
the whites against tho icsl or tho gang. It Is
generally believed, howovor, thnt he mndo his
pllo whllo solving ns Attornoy-Gener- of tbo
Stnto. Tho tnxpnjers were m harassed and
loachod that they gladly welcomed his aid, nnd
n very considerable portion ol tho whites in
187G fnvoied his reflection In preference to
I11U 1'UtllUK ut, Ul U ftkl.imilL-UU- l UfUIUClUl.
Chamberlain mndo himself still more solid
by refusing to issuo n commission to W. J.
A hlpper, u corrupt negro who hnd beeen eloc-te- d

n Circuit Judgo by tho negro Legislature,
nnd also to Frank Sloses, tho notorious robber
Governor, who bnd nlso beon olected CircuitJudge. It was on tbls occasion tbat ho wroto
his message stating that the civilization of tho
roundhoad and tbo cavalier wns In peril. Ho
hnd In tho mean tlmo cut looso from his
former confederates and confreres. For threo
months he bnd the Democrats in tha Stato by
tbo cars, and it looked atone time as though
bo would succeed in defeating Hampton's
nomination. The stmight-ou- t Deraocrnts.
howovor, carried tho Sloto Convention, and
nominated Hampton forGovoinor.

Then Chnmboilain thrw ofT tho mask and
turned upon his whlto friends. Ho socured
from Grant n .proclamation disbanding tho
whlto rlllo clubs, and himself issued a procla-
mation commanding tho whites to disarm
themsolves.
