Tbe County l lint Ten Tear Old, ret
Thirty-tw- o ot It People Hnve Iteen
Murdered, bnt No One XIn TJeen llnna-ed- .

HcrtANTON, Ta, Nov. 3 Lackawanna
county, of which Scrnnton Is the capital, was
cutoff from Luzerne In August, 1878. Although
only n littlo moro thnn ten years old. thirty-tw- o

of its Inhabitants hnvo met vlolont deaths
at tho hands of their fellows. Not n single ono
of tho murderers has been mado to suffer tho
death penalty for any of tlioso crimes, nnd tho
longest term of imprisonment glvon to any of
tho murderers was twelve years In tho ponltcn-tlar- j.

tho maximum form for second degrco
murder In this Btnte. Only llvo of tho many
criminals hnvo been convlotodof murder In tho
second degree, nnd not ono of first degreo mur--i
dor. That Is tho Oyor nnd Terminer record in
tho offlco of tlio Clork of tho Courts horo.

Trials for murder havo so often resulted In
verdicts olthcr of murder In tho second degrco
or manslaughter that, whon a fresh murder
case comos before tho court, citi-
zens nro iipcus'ntned to prodlct that tho jury
will ellliordlsngroo or bring In ft verdict for a
lesser crlmo than tho ono coininlttod.

Tho fall u ro of tbo jury to convict John C.
Iveocnn of murder In the first degroo Inst woek
Is generally declared to ho an oulrncoon jus-
tice, und has renewed tho public, fooling thnt it
laimnosslblo to convict a man of lira: degreo I

murder in Lackawanna county. Hero is tho
shameful record :

Early In 1879 Thomns SrcCue. Fatrlck I.nn-go- n.

nnd J. J. Coslclloworo Indicted for tho '

sntnn murdor. Tho two Inltor woro acquitted,
nnd Medio was convicted of manslaughter. Ho j

got six years in the penitoutiarj-- . In thn same
year Wlllinm Scott wns trlod for murdor. '

convicted of manslnughler, and got ten yonrs.
Thomns Barrett wus tried for murder In tho
snnio year. He was convicted of manslaughter,
and scrjtonced to ten yenrs.

In Aptil, 1831, James Mullen was tried for
murder und convicted of manslaughter. Hit
got ten years. Willi tm nurke, who had tho
VAiifitntlnn nf hnlnr, tlm triru, t.xllw onrl t'liOInn
In tlio county, was tried torn most
murder In Juno. 1831. Uurko had beon in tho
habit of terrorising pooplo wherever ho went,
nnil tho name of "Billy" Hurke grated huishly
on ihe oarsol decout people. Hlscrlmo wasns
cloar a casn of llrst-dogr- murdor as ever was
tried, but thojury convlctctl him only of mur-
der in the second degiee. Tho public indigna-
tion over the veidict witS nt fevor boat lor sev-
eral days, nod lo tho piesonttnno It Is the gen-or- al

belief that tho jury's failure to do Its
whole duty was the means of making murdor
common in this county. Burko got twelve

At the same toim of court Joseph Ari-gu-

was tried for murdor nntl acquitted, as
was also Ernesto Oennaio. Giovanni Bodehl
was convletod of manslaughter at tho same
terjn. and got eight and four months.

In October. 1832, James Connors wus trlod
for tho murdor of his wllont 1'iovldenco. Mur-
der In tho second degreo was tho voidlct. and
eleven years und eight montliB the ssntonce.
At the same time J. A. A. Burschell was ac-
quitted of murder.

Charles Lusher was tried for murder and
convlcied of manslaughter in October. 1R8.1.
He icot louf yenrs and a half. J. Vincent Wil-
son wire Ibdlcted for murder the suinoj-oir- .

Hn ran nwny. and the authorities mado no
olTort to bring him back.

In April. 1834. 1'otor McOrnth was convicted
of murdor In tho second degroo and got eleven
years nnd ten months for it. In Juno of tho
sauin Patrick MoMannmy was tried for
minder nnd convicted of manslaughter. His
sentoncew.is six yenrs nnd threo month0. Evan
Baviswus tried for murder in October. 13S4.
and convicted or innns'aughter. Two years
und thico months wns his sentence.

Oeorgo Karnltli was indicted lor murder in
April. 1835. He pleaded guilty to manslaugh-
ter, and cot six years, lutrlcl: Hoar was in-
dicted for murder In 1833. and in Juno, 138 j, ho
was convh ted of manslaughter. Ho got six
veais. Thomas Munlev wns trio I ror murdor
In June. 133A. The jury disagreed, and hn was
bailed.
