deor within thrae weelks of election day.

After thes had 1oft, one aftor the other of
tho remalning Republican chieftniog, espo-
cially thosn of Now York, went fo Mentor,

Of coursa thelr purposa was not songratu-
Intlon. That can nlways Lo effected by tlis
use of a telegraph wire, They went for poli-
tics; to establish thelr own relations and to
confirm thelr own statua with the new powar,

The month of November hns nlready
passod, and, with tho exception of Sonator
SepwrLn of New Jersey, not asingle great
politician upon whom the new Presldent
muat rely for support in the coveted and de-
clelvo Northorn or Bouthern States has been
to Indianapolis.

One is prompted to renew the question but
Intely Inid aslile, What is tho matter with
Gen, Hannisos ?

Perhaps the Republicans ars waiting for
{nvitations to Indinnupolls. 1f that be the
ease, tho next President should not bo back-
ward In gending them out, with liberal dis-
erimination and unlimited cordiality.

The Ominous Drift of Things in France,

The recont course of aventa in Franco bears
striking witness to n rehabilitation of com-
munism.

By the Premler’s ncis M. Frogurr vir-
tually confesses that his hope of retalning
power rests mainly on his success in outbld-
ding Bovnanoen for the support of the
Nevolutionary party, which now, ns In 1871
andl 1848, 18 made up partly of Jecobins who
revero the memory of MAnaT and Rong-
sriERuE, and partly of Socialists who aim at
a thorough transformation of society.

The forees which created tho Paris Com-
mune in March, 1871, have for gome
vours resumed activity and had already
aequired preponderance In the 3Munleipal
Council of the capital at the time when the
twn Chambers, mecting in joint session at
Versallles, olected o suceessor to President
GrEvyY. Itis well known that proparations
had been made for formldable outbreaks in
varlous quarters of the clty, and for o simul-
taneous selzure of the Hotel de Ville, had the
apprehended election of M. FErrY taken
place. The sympathies of the revolutionists
seemod then about equally divided between
Bovraxeer and FLoQuUET, and the two have
vied ever since for the good will of the
pamo olement of the metropolitan popula-
tion. The present Premier decidedly
distanced his  milltary competitor for
tho favors of the DParls populace, \until
Bovvaxaer brought forward hls double de-
mand for an immediate dissolution of the
Chamber of Deputies and a trenchant revis-
fon of the Constitution by the incoming leg-
iglature. To the former proposal Froquer
dared not assent, in view of the repeated tri-
umphs of his rival at by-electlons, but as a
roformer he ostensibly outstripped him, for,
whereas Bournaxcer wished to abolish the
Sennto and strengthen tho Executive, the

tudienl Primo Minlster advoeated tho ex-
tinetton of the Presldency ns well as of the
UUpper House. But, ns Froguer refuses to
fix any deflnite time for executing such
sweeplng changes, doubits of his sincerity
are gaining ground, aid the revolutlonists
are beginning to conslder Tlov LANGER right
fn contending that nothing can be expected
of the present Chamber, and that its dissolu-
tion is the first practical step toward refbrm,

Wo have hwd within tho Inst fow dnysn
stilking proof of the Importance which the
rivals for future political ascendancy attach
to the cobperation of the Revolutionary
party, The anniversary of Louis Naro-
LEON'S coup d'état of 1851 will oceur next
week, and although the Bonapartista no-
torlously flgure among the most zealous
Houlanglsts, one of tho General's followers
in the Chember of Doputies propossd to
honor the memory of BAupix, a conspicu-
ous viethn of the 2d of December, by trans-
ferring his remains to the Pantheon, In-
dlgnant et this attempt to contlseate one of
thelr most effective stago properties, the
Depublican  supporters of the Ministry
claimed and obtained priovity for their mo-
tion to Inter Bavpiy in the Pantheon
together with IHeocnr and Manceav, who
rendered such Nustrlous serviees to the
first French republic.  Even here, however,
tho Boulangists have gained noslight tactienl
advantage, for whilo 3. FLoguer wauts Lo
paostpons the ceremony untll next July, they
would havo it performed next weok,

Although the prooess is much slower owing
to tho pressure exerclsed Ly the dread of n
second German Invaslon and the paramount
neceasity of mllitary regeneration, the thivd
Froneh ropublla seems to bo passing through
tho samo phasos os the fArst. The Hepubll-
oans are beglaning Lo ecourt the Socialists,
just s forty years ago they estnblished
Btate workshops tu please Lovis Brasc,
But they will find pow, s they found then,
that eoneesslons 1o the reconstructors of
society only prompt fresh and less aduissi-
blo demnnds, and thoy may seo thomselves
at any Bour chllged 1o invoke the sword of
ten, BavsstER, as they appealed (o Gen,
Cavaranac in the memornble duys of June,
They may agaln succeed In gquelling anurban
insurrection, but they are likely to encountor
the samo disappointment ns in 1844—that 8
to may, they will lodo thoe good will of the
Parls worklngmen without acquiring the
tonildence of the so-called friends of order
1 the rest of Mranee,

Muerringe and Divoree.

A canon of the Episeopal Chureh, formu-
1ated in 1868 and nmended in 1877, forblds tho
mnrringo of any person who has n divoreed
linusband or wife still living, except in tho
cosn of the Innocent party In a divorce oh-
tained for adultery. In other” words, the
Church refuses Lo recopnlze divoroes granted
by tha civil law, unless they are obtained for
the one enusa which It regards as Seriptural,

Acvordingly, when nn Episcopal clergy-
man, the Rev. Mr, Winpesier of Philadel-
phin, wns marrled In violation of this ex-
phicit ennon, he was subjectod to ceclealasti-
eal diselpline, It asoms that In April, 1852,
ho had been divoreed In Connectieut on tho
ground of desertion, and in November of
the snme year hind been marrled to another
woman, though hias st wife was still living.
In the eyo of the Church, therefore, b was
| guilty of bigamy, and the sentenco of the
Tiishop of Pennsyvlvanin was, In substance,
that he shoulid either give up his socond wila
or leave the Chini'ch.

This sentonee was pussed upon him #omeo
timo slnee, and now, after due detiberation,
tha Rev. Mr. Winpestenr decides tosneriien
hia place In the Eplscopal Chureh ratior dian
abandon tho wile whom he had marvied
under the sanction of tha elvil lnw of Con-
nectieut, Tn & letter to the Behop, dated
Iast Priday, he aceepts the sltualion squares
Iy by formully withdrawing from all con-
nection with the Eplecopal Church. Evi-
dently he intended to join somo other com-
munlon, forhe lenves, lie suys, In order that
ho may ** foel entroly frea 1o continus the
Lord's work In whatsoever directlon His
Providenes may seem to point.”

The ease, therefore, is gottled in a way
which Is creditable to both the Episcopnl
Chureh and Mr. Wippexun himself. The
Church has enforced its canon, as it was
bound to do, and the elergyman has aceept-
ed without eomplaint the consequences of
his disobedience. Ho hns put the State lnw
above the ecclesinstien]l law and declared
In favor of the free divoree which 18 prac-
tically sanctioned by many other Churches,
with somo one of which he will probably
find no dificulty in connecting himself.

It s true that of Inte yeara there has been
a great outery nmong ministers of these
Churches against the freedom of divoreo
permitted under the taws of most of the
States, and there Is no doubt that it has
proceeded from elucere convietion. The
Rev. Dr. Bacox, a Congregational minlster,
hins denounced such divorees ns giving legal
sanction to what Is proactieally polygamy,
the only difference between the polygamy
fostered by the Inw and the Mormon polyg-
amy punished by the law being that in the
one case wives are discarded in order that
others may be taken, andl in tho other the
polyganmous husband keeps the old while he
ndds the new wives, D, Bacon, therefore,
gees moral advantages in the Mormon form
of polygamy, since it holds up a man more
strictly to his obligations.

This view has been taken by many of the
clerical and lay writers on the subject, and
therefore a league has been formed In New
England to bring about the ensctment of a
Federal divoree law, as if that would be a
goverelgn cure for the evil. DBut even if such
a Inw were constitutionnl, nobody can aafely
agsnme that it would be any stricter than
the free divorco Inws of the majority of the
States, agninst which tho league protests,
The fact that such laws exist must of course
be taken as evidencs that the majority of the
people want them, and that thelr represent-
atlves In Congress would accordingly ex-
press their will In respect to divoree as thelr
representatives in the Stute Loglslatures do.

But the Protestant Churches generally,
whose members are so large n part of the
community, can apply a remedy which would
be far more efficaclous than any unconstitu-
tional divorea law of Congress. They have
only to follow the example of the Eplscopal
Church In refusing to solemnize and Lo ree-
ognize any marringe contrary to their inter-
protation of the Seriptural law on tho enl-
ject. If, then, the divoreed peoplo were de-
termined to got married, they would have to
bo satisfiod with a eivil marvriage belore a
maglstrate, and thereafter to remain under
the ban of religious opinfon as persons liv-
ing in open adultery.

But how is it, ns a matter of fact? Almost
every day minpisters are marrying people
who got divoreed for other than Scriptural
causes and for the sole purpose of mareying
agnin. Three-fourths of such divorees, In
the case of men, at least, are obtalned with
that view. As it was with the Dev, Mr,
Winpemer, shovtly after getting n divoree
they tuke a new bride; and 1 they desire o
religlous coremony it I8 easy enough for
them to get it.

There could not have been a more notori-
ous case than that of the Duke of Mann-
porovGH, and ye! even ho was gble lo flnd a
minister to tle the new koot, If he had
been a lesa conspleuous man he would have
bhad no trouble at all in the matter. It was
evident that the minister held that it was not
his busipess to go behind the civil law, and
that if o man was eligible for marvinge before
Mayor Hewrer, he wos not less eligibla for
muorelnge before dm, There are muny minls-
tors, apparently, who hold to the samoe view;
s that o legal divores, for whatsoever cause

anybady's getting married with the religlous
coremony of some Christlan denomination,
Members of the Eplscopal Church who can-
not gob thelr own clergymen to morry them
ugaln ean go outslde of that eommunion
and get other minlsters, Of course, Lhe Rey,
My, Wippesen, in any new chureh connee-
tion which e may form, will not refuse to
oficinte in such cases.

While, therefore, ministers ara thus eoun-
tenancing aud  edeowvaging free divores,
they cannot reasonably ask the elvil Inw 1o
lived an interpretation of the Seriptural law
which they themsolves practieally rejoct,

1f he acted under the instructions of the
Board of Police or of any superior, those
instructions were radienlly wrong, and all
orders of liko effect ghould be rescinded
without delay. 1f the proceeding was wholly
his own idea, he should be broken.
