beforo leaving the bureau. On reaching
the Treasurers office they wero again
counted and reported correct Tho notos are
all complotod with tho eicoDtiou of being
stamned with tho Treasury seal, and when that
Is added they are ready for issvo. After the
packages had boenorlfied at the Treasurer's
ofllco thoy wore turned over to tho sealing
division for completion. Thoy wero cuuntod
thoro and found to bo short ten sheets. These
were numbered In regular ordor. and wore in
tho middle nf a package. The nfitcer In
charge of the dhislon refused to receipt
for these sheets, and word was sent to tho
bureau for an explanation. A thorough in

was Instituted, and, although two days
have passed.no trace whatever of the missing
sheets has been discovered. While It Is possi-
ble that the sheets wero mislaid and may be
MMvitrAn. It fn mnm tliftn mnhAhln flint thnv
wero abstracted by somo one thoroughly fa-
miliar with tho method of handling them. Tho
notos will readily pass current for mony, for
they lack only tho Treasury seal to bo legal
tender.

Btroot, or saloon,
two questions wero euro to bo asked: Why
Itector Hnrry Floyd Auld of St. Mary's Episco-
pal Church ontored into a secret compact of
marriago with Mrs. Emma Helon Chrletlo on
March 4, 1887, and why ho kept the contract
by tho forcod marriago of tho day boforo
Thanksgiving, whon ho donounced his
brldo boforo the altar. Tho great majority
ot tho parishioners botleve implicitly
that tholr rector was entrapped. Thoy nsiort
thnt, aB a young nnd inoxporloncod man, ho
was led blindly to sign tho contrnct, and an

prevontod his breaking
It whon, n yonr or two lator. he found thnt ho
no longer loved his botrothod. Tbey pcont tho
suggestion thnt Mrs. Chrlstlo had any compro-
mising hold upon him. Moat peoplo In Jlorris-nnl- a,

Irrcspectrteof religious bollol. hold tho
samn low. Tho party that stands up for Mrs.
Auld is very small, but it is determined.

Noithor Mr. nor Mr. Auld will bs soon, nnd
It was denied nt tho rector's houso that he had
had any Intorvlow with a reporter. MrB. Cook,
the bride's mother, said to a Bux reporter:
