Flusco,

It mumt not be too hastily sssumed that
the I'ang ma Canal has ceased to be o factor
In Fremech politics becauss on Saturday the
Chatater of Deputies refusad to help it oven
by deferring for threa months the payment
of Interest on its Louds. The majority
1gninst the appoeal of the bankrupt company
for halp was but 74, and more than a hun-
wind membars wers alsent or declined to
vote, A change of forty voles Irom one shis
to the other would have reversed the decl-
slon of the Chamber. Wa should also note
that the minority was made up of Conserva-
tives and Ferryists, who will henceforth
pose as champlons of tha multitude of kmall
fnvestors in the canal securities, whereas the
Tadicals will be held up to detestation as the
marcileas authors of thelr final ruin.

It 18 well known that In the Congrese con-
voked to choose a successor to President
GREVY the managers of tha Panama Canal

Company exerted n great Influence. Their

candidate was M. Feruy, and when his elec-

tion was seen to be imprudent, owing to the

threataning demonstrations of the Parie

Radicals, the friends of LESSEPS were active

in arranging the concentration of votes

upon M. Carxor. Atthat time, It was ex-

pected that M. Ferry would presently re-

guin enough political strength toresume the

post of Premler, in which svent the canal

company would probably have been saved

by a Government guarantee of some of ita

soourities.

Color Blindoess and the Comstitution.

There |8 no obvious rekation between that

form of defective vislon known as color
blindness and the Congtitution of the Unlted
Htates; but that such. a relation exists Is
made manifest by & case recently declded
by the Supreme Cour’; at Washington.
. A statute of the Eiate of Alabama which
went into force a )war ago last June, by Ita
terms disqualifles 1l persons aflicted with
color blindness {rom, serving on rallway linea
within that Btats in the capacity of locomo-
tive engineer, fireman, brakeman, station
agent, switchman, flagman, gate tender, or
aigoal man, or In any other position in which
1t |s nocessary to discriminate color signals,
“The Governor is empowared 1o appoint ex-
amining Boards of medical men, from whom
thess warious classes of railroad employees
must obtain certificates of ftness before
being allowed toactas such: and it is de-
elared to be a misdemeancr, punishable by a
tins of from $50 to $600, for any railroad com-
pany to smploy a person in any of the capaoc-
ities mentioned who has not oblained such a
eertificate,

After this law took effect, a conductor who
@id not have the required certificate was
employed by the Nashvile, Chattanooga and
BL. Louis Railroad, whose line runs through
Tennessee, Alabama, Georgis, and Kentuoky,
“Tho corporation was duly Indicted, convicted,
and fined $50 under the siatute, and on the
afirmance of the judgment by the Supreme
Court of Alabama, an sppeal was taken to
dhe Supreme Court of the United States.

That court entertained jurlsdiction of the
“as6 on the ground that it involved s ques-
#lon of inter-State commerce.

By the final decision the Alabama statute
providing for the examination of rallway
servants as to color blindnoess {8 upheld inall

The Buprems Court holds that
uch as the State could lawfully require
&n sxaminetion as to the general fitness of
4 person to be employed on a railroad, it
follows that the State can lawfully requiry,
an examination us to his fitness in some one
particular. Color blindness belng & defet
of =& vital character, ‘it 18 clerxly
scompatent for the Blates to provide
sgalust accldents on rallway tralos running
withis thelr lmits by exacting exaiuina-
#tlons which snall serve to prevent the em-
ployment of color-blind persons. Where a
railroad runs through different States, Con-
@reas possesses power under the Cogstitu-
%0n to leglslate for the same purpase with
relerence to such a line; but In the absence
of legislation by Congress the right of each
stparate State thus to regolete that portion
of the road witnin its own bounds cannot
sucocesalully be disputed,

The Alabams law compels the rallroad
eompanies to pay certaln fees as expenses
for the examination of thoss who spply for
employment on railronds, and one of the
oints urged upon the Bupreme Court uf the
Unlted States was that this provision ol the

. statute deprived the companles of their

property without due provess of law. But

Is Stanley a Captive?

On hi= miarch from Yambuga on the Aru-
wim! HJiver toWadelal, HExny M. BranLey
was ac soropanind by four white men. They
were (apl. R. H. Nezsox and Lieut. W. G.
Sraiw i of the British army, Surgeon T, H.
Pank:e ed the British Army Medical Depart-
ment, ad Mr, M. Jermason. The Arab trad-
ers W ho asserted at Tabora last fall that they
met 87 ANLEY'S expedition west of Albert
Nyanza a year ago, sald that one of his white
oomrad s had died. There are good reasons
for givi ng eredence to this reported meeting,
and tha probabilities seem tobe that BTANLEY
reached | Wadelni with only three of his white
asitlgto nts. If it is trus that Signor CASATI,
the sompanion of Esmin's lsolatlon, was
mu pdored by King KApareca sarly last vear,
the pey were probably five white men all told
in EMIx's province upon the arrival of the
ST ANLEY party.

When StaNvnEY in his northward march
re ached tha Monbuttu country, It is likely
th mt he encountered thers the Khartoum
8] avers onoe expelled from that reglon by
F parx Pasha, but who are said to have re-
! urned after EMIN, on account of his erip-
1 pled condition, abandoned that part of his

provinee, It Is almost cortain that STax-
LEY'S encounter with thesn alavers gave riss
io the reportas at Khartoum of the White
Pasha, which resulted in two or three expe-
‘ditions sent south by Khalifa ABRDULLAN,
movemeonts which compelled Eyx to set
wout with the munitions STANLEY had brought
him to defend his northern frontier.

There are reasons for belleving that STax-
rey would not accompany this expedition.
It was important to maintain the station at
Wadelal and EMIN's autherity over the
tribes in that reglon while he was off in the
north, STANLEY was also expecting the ar-
rival of BARTTELOT'S expedition with there-
malning 500 loads of EMx's supplies, BART-
TELOT had been ordered to strike for Wad-
elal. Srawprey also had with him, it is sup-
posed, at least 500 of the 400 Zanzibar por-
ters with wifbm he left the Aruwimi. In the
news from Khartoum we hear only of Egyp-
tian and oative soldiers among the cap-
tured force, and if any of STANLEY'S Afri-
cans accompanied EsMin they wers probably
only the few Egyptian goldiers In his party.

It seems {mprobable that Eamix and STax-
LEY would bave Imperilled both thelr lives
upon the northern expedition when, if both
were killed or captured, it meant complete
ruln to the country and to their forces.
Nelther does it seem likely that they would
have Intrusted the vital interests at Wadelal
to one of STANLEY'S subordinates. None of
these men had had any previous African ex-
perience, except Capt. NEL8SON, and he only
in the Zulu campaign. Only he who pos-
sessed the intlmate knowledge of Central
Africa that EMIx and BTANLEY had acquired
could deal with much hope of success with
natives unsettled by a great war In the
provinee, or be fit to take charge of the sup-
plementary expedition upon its arrival.

The lotter from tho Khedlve to Ewmm,
which that official doubtless had in his bag-
gage, and which the Mahdists have pbtained,
affords strong evidence that ExMax is now In
the power of his enemies. 1t I8 highly prob-
able, however, that the other captive Is not
STANLEY, but is one of STANLEY'S subordi-
nates, OMAN BAram, the captur of Emix,
mentions BTANLEY by name in his letter to
Khartoum, but not as a captive. But even
though Braxtey may have escaped for a
time, the moat gerious apprehensions for his
safety are justified, for if the Mahdists, after
their early reverses, at last captured Esmix
and hia forece at Lado, we know of nothing
to prevent their further progress to Wadelai,

Journallsm or Diplomacy ?

The most interesting rumors now afloat
are those concerning the future moveaments
of the Hon, James G. BoaiNne of Maine,
Whatever Mr. BLaixe does for the next four
years—whether he goes into the Cabinet, or
devotes his energies to the enrichment of

The great amount of time which the Com-
missioners for the revislon of the Exclse laws
are expending on their work Is an indication
of the difficulty and complexity of the prob-
lem of regulating the liquor traffic by legis-
lative enactment.

High license geems to have many advin-
tages. It tenda to lessen the number of
drinking places, and at the same time in- |
creases the publie revenue. 5o far, too, it
seems to be working well In the States
which have adopted the system. For the
moment, at least, It I8 regarded as the most
effoctive mathod of regulating the sale of
liquor yet devised. But, after all, high li-
cense Is only an experiment, and nowhera
has it been in operation long enough forus
to determine whather It Is likely to be per-
manently successful.

To some minds It i= a serious question
whether the State oughtto sell the privilege
of dealing in intoxicating llquors at any
price. The Rev. Dr. BacoN contends in a

The more a man may be able to
pay for a license the more dangerous may
it be for the community to give it to him
for, explains the clergyman, his wealth may
enable him to make more alluring the temp-~
tations to drink.

Therefore, Dr. Bacox
would graot the privilege of liquor selling
solely with regard to the personal charactar
of the applicanta for licenses, charging noth-
ing forit except & nominal fee to defray the
expenses of the Exclse Commission.

Under Dr. BacoN's proposed system the
llquor traffic would be treated as a business
of 8o much concern to the public welfare that
only those who could present positive proofs
that they had the requisite moral qualifica-
tiona would be trusted to carry it on, no mat-
ter whether they were poor or rieh,
