The bill will now get to the
House so late that it cannot be thoroughly dis-
cussed In that body.

The uniforms cost several hun-
dred dollars, and tho duties tnke a good deal of
time at certain pnrts of tha yonr. Tho faot that
tho placaa aro without pay makes thorn more
doslrablo to tho class ot men who nro appoint-
ed. Succosslve Governors bavo sprinkled mili-
tary titles so thickly ovor Albany thnt every
prominent family has a Colonel or Genoral.

Gov. Hill's personal popularity In Albany Is
shown by tho arrangements for his Inaugura-
tion Tho Republicans ot tho town aro vying
With the Democrats to make tho coromouy a
Ruccess. It so happens this yoar thnt tbo Leg-
islature convenox on tho samo day on which
the Governor is Inangurated. But an arrange-
ment can bo made without trouble by which
tho two ceremonials will not interfere. The In-
auguration will probably take place in tho
morning and tho assembling of tho Legislature
In the afternoon. Tho members of tho Assem-
bly will attend tho Inauguration before being
eworn in.

Tho Capitol grounds havo been Improved
greatly since last spring. Tho nark, which was
a rubbish heap. ' has boon cleared off and
sodded, and Instead of mud paths there Is stone
flagging. The Assembly oelling has beon re-
placed with nn Iron structure, and thore will be
no ground to fear a broken hend this winter.
Somo more of tho Capitol has been finished,
and the residents of Albany hope that tbe noxt
generation will see tho structure completed.
