A fow ot tho
girls had played befoio, nnd somo of us on
amatour stages: but it was evidont thnt in n

quired serious consideration. As soon as wo
wore assigned to our various dressing
rooms tho businoss bognn. How muny
times we lnid on that greaso, paint anil
rougo nnd rubbed it oil ngaln I shall not mi- -'

dortnke to say. Somebody suggestod putting
pink dots in tho corners of tho eyes, nnd tben
every girl cntno out in pink dots. Another
said that Miss Onlo shudod a natural beauty
mole abovo horoye, soevorybody mado hersolf
aboautitul black one. All this usodtotakou
full bour. Now wo can do It in ten minutes.
Of course wo loaded on ns much ns possible,
and camo down looking like lovoly wax dolls
from tho I'nlais Koyal. hen we mot tlio girls
from tho othor dressing room everybody said:

"But ono of tho real company said, 'It's no

dlfforonco; nobody will see you." Wo thought
that wns a v err queer speoch, and a llttlo heart-
less. Promptly ot t) o'clock we woro lu the
green room, Oh. how gay It was, and just liko
a fanoy dress party. Wo wero In peasant cos-
tumes, nnd tho young lovers In curly wigs
woro tho men from our own school. by. wo
hardly knew one another.

"Wo como on at tho beginning of tho third
act I must confess our lines are limited. Yt hat
wo do is to wnvo our handkerchiefs and cry
"Hooray! and Mr. Dowd, our staco manager,
says be nover had assistants that did it bettor.
At Chicago tbo society people had our parts.
One of tho mon was a millionaire, and his car-
riago waited outside ovcrynlgbt by tho side of
Mr. Booth's. I'll tell you one thing very funny:
the ehoes wo wear were mado for tho Chicago
ladles now this Isn't n stale new spaper joko
nnd it is a fact that they are all Uvea and sev-
ens, nnd wo are having a berlous time to keep
them on. tbey flap so.

" When we ilrst went on wo wero afraid of
bolng unladylike, nnd thnt our friends would
recognize us. So wo had taken tho precaution
to wear wigs and change our names, although
tlioy don't appear on the bills.

As I say. in ' Othello '
ourdutlos are to wave our handkerchiefs nnd
cry'Hoornvl' Ono night tho order had boon
changed. Wo werotosavootir'Hoorays' and
glvo them threo timosat tho end of tbo herald's
speech. But ono of tho girls hadn't been told.
Whon we got our old cuo. '.Some to danco,'
came ono solitary ' Hooray I' liko tho crow of
a lono rooster on n barn fence. Thon she
turned and looked righteously Indignnnt at us
