JUvtan ta AlataaS Aaatkcr fSatteT tkaa Oara
The flreat Work or It Inmlaatloa.

Beforo the Papaajr lost Its temporal power
In 1870 it was oustomary for the Pop to,

publicly at the main altar of Bt
Peter's at three religious festivals, viz., on Eas-
ter Sunday, the 29th ot Juno feast of 8t Peter
and St Paul, and Christmas. On theso occa-
sions tho Pope had on his breast a golden
ephod. like tho one worn by tho high priest ot
Israel, In the ovenlng ot the two days first
named two groat spectaclos wore always given,
the illumination ot tho dome apl cupola ot Bt
Peter's, fallowed by a splendid and nnlquo ex-
hibition of fireworks In the Piazza del Popolo.
The Illumination was In two porta; first the
silver ono, produced by white paper
lanterns, hung on the roofs ot the two semi-
circular portiooa ot tho Piazza Ban Pletro, and
about tho front ot the Basilica, and next, at the
stroke of 8, the hour for the Avo Maria, the
golden one. In which tho dome and cupola
were brought out In brilliant outlinos ot light
with almost the rapidity of lightning. Thelight was produced by Iron shells, fitted
with wloks and Oiled with tallow, some con-
taining as much as fifteen pounds, othersless, according to the situation and exposure
to the wind. It was. Indeed, a grand sight
once seen never to be forgotten. No ono can
tell when It will ever be seen again.

A very erroneous impression hoa prevailed
among Americans. Catholics being as ready to
believe and spread it as Protestants, that so
great was the dangor for tbo men employed
about this Illumination, they were all regularly
prepared for death by the reception of the
sacraments ot confession and holy communion.
That year alter year tbe lives ot a great num-
ber ot men wore deliberately and extraordi-
narily imperilled in order to get up a fine spco-taci- o

would hardly seem consistent with tbe
woll-kno- humane and benevolent character
ot the Papal government and tbo writer took
opportunity during a recont visit to Home to
inquire particularly Into the facts ot tho case,
feeling confident that they would be found to
Involve no censurable disregard of human life.

The men employed aoout the dome and roof
of St Peter's an called San Pietrini. They dwell
upon the root. Most ot them were born there,
aa were generations of their kind gone before
There are forty-on- e of them twenty regular
employees, Bevontoen supernumeraries, two
aspirants to tbo place of supernumerary, arid
two wha do only sweeping and cloonlng. Tho
Illumination of the domo and bnpola used to
tnke over 300 men. Extra hands were hired
tor the occasion from trades and occupations
In which labor la dono at dizzy heights and
tbey were set to work under the direction ot
tbe Son PiotrinL Evnry precaution was taken
against acoidonts. Tbe writer's lnformnnt a
San Pietrini grown old and gray in the service,
said that although oftentimes some of the men
employed wero careless, yet during the forty-fo- ur

years preceding 1870 only throe men. all of
them San Pietrini, had lost their lives by tail-
ing. One fell from tho roof while repairing an
arm ot tbo atatuo ot St Andrew: the other two
fell while illuminating tho dome.

The above statement was confirmed br tho
beadpf the Segretaria di State, which Is situ-
ated & the Vatican, and by tho employees In
that denortmont An Amerlcnn lady, a resi-
dent ot Home since about I860, (rave similar
testimony, and related that she had known
Turco, a voteran San Pletrfno, who died in
1880. and who had been over fifty yoarain tho

He used to lament that after 1870 ho pould no
longer take part In tha lighting of the dome,
and scouted Indignantly the idea of any un-
usual danger attending the operation.

The story about the men being prepared for
death by the reception of the sacraments has

arisen from the fact that In Home theSrobably the fulfilment of tho Easter precept
extends only from Palm Sunday to. Low Sun-
day. Inclusive. The San Pietrini have their
own chaplain one of the canons of the Basili-
ca their own dally mass at 5 orO A.SL, and
ponerai communion on Easter Snnday in com-
pliance with the Easter precept, and on tbo
feast of St Peter and Paul la honor of the
Prince ot tho Apostles.

It Is easy to see how the story had. ns errors
often do, its foundation In the perversion of a
known truth.

Chili If these are successfully
concluded, tbe raft will be built and launched
en Puget Bound...

Mr. James D. Loary. the contractor of this
city, la the sole person Interested in the Jog-gi- ns

raft and he will leave for Joggins on Doc.
'M to complete the negotiations. Mr. H. C.
Bobertson, tha patentee and builder of tho
famous Joggins rafts. Is now In Boston making
the preliminary arrangomenta for the building
of tha St John raft A company, of which
Messrs. Leary and Booertson are the principal
members, will own and operate this raft The
third will also be controlled by a company con-
sisting ot Messrs. tarv of this city, James
Myrven Donohue of San Francisco, and others.
Mr. Donohue. though but 28 rears old. Is a mil-
lionaire, and besides owning five miles ef waer
front In Ban Francisco. ownB about 200 miles
ot railroad running out of that city, to say noth-
ing of several miles ot street car linos in the
city itself. It is his desire to build up the
country along tha line of bis railroad and the
logs of the Puget Sound raft will be utilized lor
that purpose. The lumber will bo manufac-
tured at a mill on 8aucelltt Bar. near Ban Pran-cisc- o.

The Puget Sound raft will be delivered at

San Francisco br April or May: the Jot-gi-

raft will reach New ork by June or July, and
It la expected tbat the one to bo built on the St
John ltiwsr will roach Iioton, ar about the
same time. Each raft will contain about 8.000.-00- 0

feet of lumber. Those to be constructed in
tbe East will each consist of some 25.000 logs,
while that to be launched on the Paclflo coast
will contain only about 6.000.

"None of tho logs of tho Puget Bound raft"
eaya Mr. .Leanr, " will be loss than 100 fast
long.abd someof them will malce half a million
teet of timber." Th logs of tbo other two raits
will, of course, be much smaller.

The export tax which tbe Canadian Govern-
ment has placed upon lumber does not trouble
Mr. feeary. The Jogcins raft is probably tho
only one that will be affected by it as It is
likely tbat the one destined for Boston will bo
built upon the Maine side of the Bt John River.
This would be a saving of tl .000 In.the oxpenso
of transportation, aa it would only, bo neces-
sary to co 100 miles abovo Bt John on the
Maine side, whereas if it should be built upon
tho Canadian side the plaeo of construction
would nocossarily be 300 or 100 miles further
up. By going to the Paclflo coast all trouble-
some questions about export and Import taxes
will bb avoided.

Some remarkable results have ten reached

by Dr. George Homan. Medical Examiner ot
the Police Deportment, in bis investigations,
made under direction of the Board of Polico
Commissioners. Into tbe physical condition of
the mombers of the force. Below will be found
extracts from Dr. lioman's report, just pub-
lished, dated Apnl 3 last, and a supplemental
report dated 'ov. 3." The mortality record of the department for
the last ten or more ye.irs. taken in connection
with a study and analyst of results reached
by the former examination, together with tho
ascertained tendency of police life toward pro-
ducing impairment ot breathing capacity, es-
pecially in those new in tbe servlco, gatirfled
me some time ngo that pulmonary mischief
constitutes a principal weakening cause ojHir-Btln- g

among tho members, and that especial
notu should be taken of anything: Indicating
beginning or actual deterioration in this direc-
tion. Accordingly, in the conductor the exam
ination great care was exercised to ascertain
the condition of tho lungs, and the same
degree of care was observed in takinz tho
measurements of tho chest.

"It 16 a painful and notable fact that a. heavy
mortality rate from lungdlseases has prevailed
in tho department for msny years, with neces-
sarily a proportionally heavy sickness rate
from the same cause.

"Prom data furnished by Jlr. Tate. It ap-
pears that during tbe last eighteen years there
waa a mortality from all causes (excepting
casualties) ot sixty-liv- e, ot which forty, or
61.53 rwr cent, were from various forms ot
pulmonary disease, thirty-fou- r beinc returned
as due to consumption alone.

"The average age of the decedents from this
disease for tbe period stated was a little over
41 years (4L20. while their average years of
service was somewhat above ten (1U.94).

"If tbe men appointed members of this force
have always been seleete-- with reference to

fitness and soundness tas IsEhysical such a melancholy showing con-
stitutes a serious Indictment of routine de-
partment methods ; for tho fact stands out with
emphatic clearness thst In a chosen body of
men. a largomojorityot whomare In tho primj
of life aa regards age. the death rate from pul-
monary tuborculosU amounts to more than
one-ha- lf of the total mortality from dlseaj.

" For if tho foregoing statements are true,
and correct deductions have been mode, past
experience justifies the expectation that about
half ot all who join the tit. Louis police force
and serve ten years will sicken and die of con-
sumption soon after reaching 10 years of are :
and this probability, with tha addd contin-
gency of being shot or otherwise injured, adds
nothing to the cheerfulness of this form of em-
ployment."

trials, convictions, and hangings. Thar kV
that great excitement prevailed at every
of the proceedings.

On the night of Oct. 15. 1803. Jamea Barrorra
was brutally murdered In that part ol tha t J
county now known aa Spring township. Tho
crime was fastened on a slave known as "Ne-
gro Dan." bnt whose real name waa Daniel
Brers. Tho following month be waa tried, sad
the jury brought in a verdict of "Guilty, and
volned at 2U." The owner was paid fits
amount out ot the county treasury. In those ' M

days justice was motod out swiftly, tha day of
execution Lolng fixed on Dec. 13, two days leas
than two months Irom the time the crime was
committod. The day came, and thousands ot
persons were In Bollefoata to witness tho
hanging, it being the first in the county. Tho tprisoner was taken out of jail and surrounded
by a company of horsemen. Ho was marched to
tho gallows, not far distant. High Shortft Jamea
Duncan had taken every precaution against tho
possibility of some of tho frionds of tho negro
trying to rcscuo him. Thero was great excite-mo- nt

along the line of march, and many of tho
spectators favored hanging the prisonor to a
tree. But tbo Hberiff was mastor of tbe situa-
tion and the scaffold was reached In safety.
'Without coremony tho noose was adjusted and
tbo trap was sprung. To the horror of almost
every one tho rope Droko ami tho negro fell to
the ground uninjured. Arch Mcbworda waa"
tho first to pound tbo alarm. " Dan Is free." ho
yelled out. and one McCamant took up the err,
and for a time the greatest excitemont reigned.
TheiJherUT knocked McSwords down with a
whip and McCamant also moasured bis length
on the ground, the result or a blow from one of
the horsemen. In the midst of the troublo
William Pctriken. with a wteatorlous voice.
checked the crowd. He was a witty fellow and
full of humor. Being respected by every ono
ho soon had close attention. Ho worked hisway to the side ol Brers and catching him by
the arm said:" Dan. you bnvn always been a good boy; coup now and be hung like a mun."

Petricken was loudly applauded, and as thoapplause was dying out tho half-scare-d negro,
nctlng upon tho sound ndvico. ascendod tho
callows and was swung off a minute later.

The second banglnu was on Jon. S3. 1819.
when James Monks paid the penalty for tho

murder of Iteuben Guild. In tho
confession Monks made some time after ho
was sentenced be said that on Sunday. Kor. 10.
1817, he wan returning to his homo on Harshcreek, in Howard townhip. from Clearfieldcounty, when ho met Guild at a lonely point on '

the road. It was law In tbe afternoon. Guild
was riding a horso. " Aa we passed." tba con-
fession reads, " we both said good evonlnc, Ipassed him a faw steps, and I know not what
camoovormo. I felt that I must kill that man. "
and as thero was no one to prcront. I at oneo
shot him. Tbe ball entered his back on tho
right side, and went siopingly through hisbody, coming out just at his left breast. As he
fell from his horso he gave a loud shriek. Ilaid down my gun and went to him. He said.
My friood. you have killed me.' Pearlnc tho

man might not die. I took mr tomahawk and
struck him twice on tho head. I threw down
my tomahawk and dragged the man Into tho
woods, where, by chance.I found 0 place wbera
a tree bad been blown ont by the roots. I left "
htm there, and went and tied the horso to a
bush. I took off his clothes, found a watch
in his fob and SL13K In silver In his pocket,
I thon covered tbe man with leaves, out on hla
great coat, and taklns my gun. mounted his
horse, and started."

The remains of tbe murdered man when dis-
covered were badly decomposed, but vrero
easllr recognized. Suspicion pointed to Monks,
and he was accordingly arrested. It waa not
until nearly a year later that his trial earns oif.
Fifty witnesses were pnt on the stand, and
alter threo weeks he kb adjudged guilty. Pre-
siding Judge Charles Huston, in aentanclns
him. said:" James Monks, It fs considered by the Court
that you be taken to tha common jail of tbacounty of Centre, thereto remain until yon
are taken to the place of execution, aad thero
to be hanged by the neck until yon are dead."

Monks was not by nny means a bright-parson- ,

but he possessed a wonderful talent to ,'
compose music. From the time of his convio-tlo- u

until Jan. -- 23. 1819. the day on which howas banged, ha spent most ot his time inwriting: Poetry and rarisle were bis hobby, andhis confession was written in a poetical etna.
for which ho composed the music and It was
frenuently sang at the gatherings of the farm--
era. The verges wero intended as a warnlnjrto
young folks cot to follow In his footstapsTuo
was hanged on a Saturday, nnd. aa at tha hang-
ing of Negro Dan." there was a great crowdpresent, but there was no disturbance. On tho
march to tbe scaffold the band played '"Mary's i
Dream." instead of the dead morcn, and tho isong for many years was a favorite amour thoyonng felt and the different musical organiza-
tions In central Pennsylvania.
