the established law, however, that where on
tho face of a will a bequest was given for the
benefit of a particular society, the gift lapsed
nnd fell Into tho residuary estate If tho so-

ciety had ceased to exist at the tlmo ot the
testator's death. IIo was inclined to think
that there wt8 no society at all hore, In tho
proper sense of tho word, but that tho lady
herself might bo termed tho socloty. The
case was like that of a person sotting up
business on his own account and calling
himself an association. But whether thero
ever was a Bocloty or not, the learned Judgo
was satisfied that it ended with tho life of
tho excellent lady who set it on foot. Ho
also expressed the opinion that If theoo-clot- y

was still In being, its object
was not choritablo in such a eenso a)
to mako tho girt for its benefit valid in law.
While it has been held that a society for tho
prevention of cruelty to animals Is a chnrlty,
and that a bequest to such an Institution is
good asachailtablo gift, tho object in tho
present caso was not tho suppression ot
cruelty by goneral means, but solely by
prnyor that Is to say, by Improving individ-
uals by bringing tho power ot private prayer
to bear upon their conduct. It thcreforo
scorned to Mr. Justice Chitty that tho real
purposo or tlds benovolcnt woman was to do
good to the wholo community by improving
Individuals; and although this might result
in a benefit to the public, yet such a benefit
wns not choritablo wlthlu the contemplation
ol the law.

For theso various reasons the Court rejocted
tho testamentary provision in favor of tho
Socloty for Suppressing Cruolty by United
Prayer, and held that the gift must go to tho
two nieces of tho testatrix.

Tho case of tho Jay Prayer Trust Is an in-

teresting addition to the curiosities of legal
literature.

The Slate and the Sword.
One of tho most impressive wood engrav-

ings produced during tho year now ending
Is a picture ot Gen. Habbison's library that
recently appeared In somoof the Western
newspapers. This Is tho placo whoro tho In-

augural address will bo written, if, indeed,
the laborious work of composition has not
already begun. This, too. Is whero the Pres-
ident elect has been receiving in detach-
ments of from one to sixteen tho Innumera-
ble caravan which moves to thnt mysterious
room, and whero ho has held communion
with the visible forms of Boss Quay, CoL

Elliott F. Shepabd, and various other Re-

publican statesmen.
Wo havo already described the Interior ar-

rangement of Gen. Habbison's library, as
oxhlblUd in this most Interesting woodcut,
but the fascination ot tho subject Is still
strong. Tho homely rocking chair of tho
Shaker pattern, with a scat near enough to
tho floor to accommodate tho brevity ot the
General's legs, and with broad flat arms on
which ho may rest his elbows when in con-

templation; tho bookcase well filled with
portly volumes, among which wo think wo
recognlzo the historian Blaise's "Twenty
Years of Congress," and tho ancestral copy
of Gibbon; tho Dictionary within arm's
reach on the bookcase sholf; tho lino old
lino engraving which decorates the wall
and which, apparently, represents tho
Pursuit of tho Proconsul MtJirsrrus by
n Hordo of Roman Offico Seekers;
tho Turkish rug; the friezo of early
Florentine sunflowers so satisfying to
the rcsthetio sen&o; tho ne plus ultra brass
Bpittoon hard by the General's .chair, and
close to that the low ottoman on which Boss
Quay and Col. Elliott F. Shetabd must
have sat while in conference with Gen. Har-
rison, since there is no other available seat
in the library, barring ono chair under a
branching pair of antlers in tho corner, so
placed that it could not possibly be occupied
with safoty to tho scalp, skull, and brains of
the unfortunate guest all these things are
vividly presented to tho Imagination. The
woodcut makes Gen. Harbison's library life
seem very real.

There are two artioles or furniture in Gen.
Harrison's library which must not be omit-- ,
ted from the catalogue. Tho first Is a naked
sabro easily within reach of the General's
right arm. Tho free technlquo of tho artist
leaves us in doubt as to whether tho point ot
this sword has been btuck in to the lloor 60 that
it stands without other support, or whether
it leans confidingly upon the Unabridged Dic-

tionary just behind it. Norcan we tell whether
it Is tho General's own weapon tho sword
that flashed at Resaca and Peach Tree Creek

or the inherited sabro of his grandslre, the
sword of Tippecanoe. But the sword cer-

tainly is there, a sharp, cruel blade, with its
convenient handle dangerously near to a
crowded President elect. In his present
state of feeling toward regular Republican
statesmen and tho great army of volunteer
advice bringers, the Importance of tho pro-

pinquity can' hardly bo exaggerated. Sup-

pose he should extend his right arm and
grasp tho hilt 1

The other artlclo is Gen. Harrison's slate.
It docs not appear In the picture. It Is in
the drawer of the library table, behind a
lock, tho key of which is In tho General's
own waistcoat pocket Tho artist is not to
blame for omitting the slate, for it was out
of sight when he mado the historic sketch of
which we have been speaking. It IsistUl
out ot sight. Yet thero is nothing else in all
of Gen. IIarrison'b library equipment that
the country Is so impatient to behold. Hun-
dreds of Republicans twould travel a thou-
sand miles for a glance at it. Dozens ot
Republicans would glvo $10,000 apiece
to hold it In their hands a moment.
There ore not a few statesmen, probably,
who would sacrifice- their ears and thumbs
for tho privilege of a close inspection. What
mimes nro on the slate? Are thero any
names upon It yet? Have any names writ-
ten upon it been sponged out since they
were written ? Is there a capital B, Is there
a capital P, Is there a capital W on the slate ?

Or Is thero simply a big, big D, with a Pres-
byterian dash and nn exclamation mark, to
register tho progress which Gen. Harrison
has mado up to date In the work of Cabinet
framing?

Even on this blessed day ot peace within
the party and good will among Republicans
there will be no chango in tho situation in
Gen. Harrison's library. The naked sword
stands guard over tho invisible slate.

Tho Brldgcvrater at Sbelburne.
The persistent refusal ot the Dominion

authorities to furnish redress for the wrong
done to the American registered ship Bridge-wat- er

should receive attention from Con-
gress this winter. Were the Individual In-

justice and loss tho only consideration, the
cose would still domnnd prompt considera-
tion, bat it touches also the broad question
whether the Canadian authorities are to
continue to deny to our vessels In their ports
the common hospitality which their vessels"freely receive In ours.

In tho spring of lait year the Bridgewoter,
soon after starting from St. John to a Euro-
pean port, put Into a Nora Scotia harbor,
Shelburne, in distress. She was surveyed,
and found to be so much Injured that elio
was offered for sulo at auction; but In the
lack of bidders sho was withdrawn by tho
owner, Capt. J. II, Allen. It only remained
to repair the vessel and get away; but
the Canadian authorities then demanded

. . -
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a payment ot 25 per cent, on her value
as an article Imported. Of oourse tho theory
that she stood on tho footing of Imported
morchandlso, and not that of a vessel In dis-

tress, entitled to the privileges of tho port, Is
outrageous. It was still moro bo, since the
local port would profit by tho outloy for re-

pair. WhenCapt, Allen refused to pay this
duty, which Is tho ono required of Canadians
who Import forelgn-bul- lt vessels, tho Bridge-wat- er

wob seized.
It did not tnko long, howevor, for tho Do-

minion customs authorities to discover that
tho Sholburno Collector hodblunderod; nud
then an offer was mado to allow the ownor
to tako away tho vessel on payment of all
expenses connected with tho seizure, with a
written renunciation ot all claims against
tho Collector or tho Government for dam-
ages. Theso terms wore promptly declined.
At lost tho Ottawa authorities dirooted that
tho Bridgowater should bo reloasod without
any stipulations or conditions. But by that
tlmo nearly three montlis had elapsed, nnd,
ot course, various expenses had been in-

curred, in addition to tho loss of tho
voyage. A suit for damages was
therefore brought In a local court, and
meanwhile tho State Department at
Washington had taken up tho caso and ap-

plied for redress. The reply mado to the
department was that tho owner had already
brought a suit at law for damages, and
tho Dominion Government would accept
tho judicial decision. This at first may seem
a satisfactory rcsponso; but It appears from
the documents in tho case that a legal opin-
ion had already boon given by a Dominion
law authority that damages could not bo
recovered for a suit of this character, which
may be tho secret of the equanimity with
which tho judicial decision is awaited by tho
Canadian authorities.

This sort of thing will not do. Tho local
customs officer at Shelburne was wrong, as
the subsequent transactions virtually admit.
His wrong caused a serious Injury to tho
American owner, and tho claim of the latter
for reparation should therefore have been
promptly adjusted by tho Dominion author-
ities, especially If they were advised that
technicalities lay in the way ot a recovery of
damages by suit at law. Congress may add
this to the other Instances of a marked lack
ot hospltablo treatmont of our American
merchant marino In Canadian ports.

Destroying Soured of Wealth.
The damage inflicted upon some parts of

our country by tho wholesale removal of
forests and ignorant or reckless activity in
other directions has been large, but It Is not
comparable with the vast destruction of rich
sources of wealth In many less civilized
lands. Some products most demanded by
traders are wholly disappearing in large
districts on account of ignorant methods ot
labor. The British Consul at Carthagena in
Colombia says that rubber hunters, instead
of tapping trees to extract tho rub-
ber, havo been in the habit of
cutting them down, nnd now they are com-

pelled in somo distrlots to travel several
days from the rivers before they can find
rubber. Consul O'Neill, writing from
Mozambique, in East Africa, says that in a
region that has exported $250,000 of rubber
in a year, the industry is rapidly declining,
as tho careless cutting of trees by the natives
has destroyed enormous tracts of rubber
forests. Rubber exports havo been a large
feature of tho West African trade, but the
trees, or vines, have been so largely extermi-
nated that there are now no exports of rub-
ber at all from the French settlements of
Senegambla and Gaboon, whore the trade
once flourished.

The species of palm from which palm oil
Is derived is disappearing from some regions
of the Guinea coast on account of the ruth-
less destruction ot the forests. Such Im-

mense tracts of country, however, are cov-

ered with this beautiful treo that there Is
no present danger of a serious impairment
of the sources of supply. It is a strange fact
that the palm oil exports ot the Gold coast
were greatly diminished for a time by the
short-live- d superstition, fostered by fetich
doctors, that cracking palm nuts for their oil
was the cause of small-po-

Dr. Corre reports from Senegal that the
natives collect the coffee crop by cutting the
trees down, a process which will soon cause
coffee trees to disappear in that region, un-

less they ore multiplied on plantations. Mr.
Maloney, late Governor of the British col-

ony of Lagos, says the forests of valuable
timber on the west coast are rapidly dimin-
ishing on account of the caseless and in-

considerate attacks upon them by the na-

tives with axe and fire.
It is evident that one of the most useful

varieties of knowledge that can be imparted
to such people as these Is the value of their
products and the mothods of conserving
their natural sources of wealth.

"ThatJnhvoh, at a comparatively lat period
too, was worshipped moroly as the god ot hlsown
lieoplo. and thut other beings wero rogardod
by them as gods among tho other peoples,
llaotbgen hlmsolf acknowledges. Tho absolute
inonoluelxm attained supremacy only very
slowly. Thus, p. o.. while the Prophet Amos
doclnros him to nave been tho Creator, nnd
hsnee certainly as the only God, the narrator
of Judgos xl '2i. who certainly Ihod Inter than
this pronhet, puts words into tho mouth ot
Jophthu which acknowledge Chemosh as tho
god who cares for Ammon as Jehovah cares
lorlsraol. Bontencet Ilk that in fix., xv., 10,

ho Is llko unto .tlioo. O Lord, among tho
gods ?' prosupposo tho acceptance ot moro than
onoOod: only at a Inter date wore such ex-
pressions emplorod for rhotorical purposes.

' Tho polytheism of lnrnol was supported
materially by tho use of imagos. A dlfferenco
in tho Unas of images causes, In a marked de-
cree, a faith In dltroront dllne beings. Hut
tho old rallgton of Isrnol wns by no means
without Images. Ilaothgon trios to oxpluln
away tho Tornphim. but I. tiara., xlx. 13, Jf.
allows plainly that David had a household god
in tho shnpu ot a human being. It Is lurtlier
narrated as something qulto natural that Gid-
eon mado an IdoKJudget, vill., tho
blamo attached to this further on. 27 b. does
not suit to the connection. Tho picture
or.Intnebln Dan is attributed to a grandson
oQMoses, Judges, xvil.,iT. In the light of theso
facts tho golden images ot steers made by
Jeroboam receive n certain legitimacy. It Is
even not certain thnt Solomon's tomplo was
entlroly without Images, for it was only Heze-kia- h

who destroyed tho image ot a serpont of
brass whloh wns attributed to Moses, II. Kings,
xylit, 4. It Is vnln to try to explain nwny these
plain facts by the legend in Num., xxl' lint It is also u cortaln fact that at an early
dato thero was an opposition to the uso of
Images for worship. The socona command-
ment, which is certainly very old. forbids tho
use of any and all Imagos: and tho story ot thegolden calf ot Aaron, which la Itself Is cer-
tainly unblstorlcal, condemns even before thodays of Hosea in tho strongest terms tho
otllclal religious cult of tho northern kingdom.

"Ab was tho caso with the other Hhomltos,
tho Israelites, too, had human sacrtUco, espe-
cially tho horriblo sacrifice of children. The
law which domands nil the Urst born tor
.Tnhveh. Ex., silt, 2, was undoubtedly meant
literally at first. Th cry fnot that ransom
money was paid for the first born shows thatorlclnnlly these were sacrificed thomselves.
The Btory In Ocn.. nil., would bo without mean-
ing If it did not presuppose the sacrifice ot
children sb an anciout rito. Tho prohibition
in Lov.,xviil., 21: xx., 2. not to sacrifice chil-
dren to Moloch, is not given &s agoinBt a for-
eign custom. As wob the case with the Oreoks.
spiritual progress among tho Hebrews also at
a very oarly date crowded out this barbarity,
whllo among the equally pious but Innerly
wild Carthaginians it remained In full sway.
But In Israel, too. it from tlmo to time comes
into the forefront again." Wo accordingly lind throughout Israel reli-
gious Ideas and customs such as wero In vogue
among their related polytheists; but every-
where there is seon also, even in the oldest
times, a Btrivlng for a pure monotheism and a
higherroligious service, and this it is that gives
Israel its characteristic position In history.
But just tho origin of this feature is wrapped
in darkness. The Old Testament represents
Moses, who grewup as an Egyptian, and whose
narao li Egyptian, as tho lawgiver of tho

religion. Unfortunately, we cannot
secure an historical picture of his person and
work, and still lessor the legislation of Kinal;
but wo can certainly trust tradition sufficiently
to belfevo thnt the new departure was contom- -

with the exodus out ot Egypt InEQraneous Israelites doubtless received many
germs which were developed later. There,
where crude fetich worship and deep wisdom
wero both nt home, a cittaa nation could re-
ceive many an impetus. At any rate. It would
bo my suppobition that thosenicoof Jahvoh
wos also taken from them. But. however thismay be, I would forogo the oxplanatlon of themystery, that this originated 'in the constant
divine conduct and divine revelation.' This is
certainly no scientific explanation." It is moro than doubtful that the original
Israelites already In Egypt, or their ancestors
boforo going thoro, worn to a greater or lens
extent monotheists. Of Abraham, the God-
fearing man, something may bo saved as his-
torical. I cannot at all understand how a man
from whom not onl nil Israel, but also a num-
ber of other nations doacondod, could havo
been a real tierson. How can a tradition

such a one have been dovoloped? Is
his personality or that or bis immodlate de-
scendants testified to any better historically
than that of Deucalion. Xuthus. or Dorus? In
tbo account ehon by Genesis of Abraham we
have probably several ancient Hebrew divini-
ties, but the most of this is uncertain, to which
must be added that much of it may have como
from Babylon."
