The Censns of the Constitution.

Four of the twenty-two volumes of the
Tenth Census reports have not yet been pub-
Hshed. It {8 almost nine years since the
eensus was taken. In aboul seventeen
months there will be another enumeration
ol the Inhabitants. And yet only nine-
elsvenths of the work of 1880 has been com-
pletad, so far as the publication of results is
econcerned.

It is quita possible that the head of the
Eleventh Census may appear before the
Tenth has dragged the slow length of its
tall out of sight.

The Tenth Census was a perfect camival
of Pstatistics planned for the benefit of
specialists with whims to gratify. theorists
who wanted material collected at the
publio expense, and self-styled experts
who wanted amployment and a Gov-
emment salary. It was a grand bat-
tue of figures and facts, conducted at
enormous expense. The scope of the hunt
was magnificent, but the result is ridiculous.
Faots and figures that reach the public nine
yeoars late are a little too gamey.

The Houss bill proposes to restrict the
Eleventh Census reporta to seven volumes.
Bome of the monomaniacs who belleve that
it Is a function of the Govarnment to count,
measure, classily, and describe for their
bepefit all things in human life and in

_mature are grumbling at what they regard

as a narrow census polloy.

Beven volumes are t0o many. Three are
enough. Three volumes held all the facts
and figures of the Ninth Census. There is
Bo good reason why the census of 1890 should
be any more elaborate In its jorganization or
any more comprehenslive In its objects than
the oensus of 1870.

The purpose of the decennial census is
plainly defined by the Constitution. It is

merely an enumeration of sotual inhab-
ftanta to afford a basls for the apportionment
of In Congresa or of direct

Representatives
taxea. Itisnothingelss. There is no more
warrant in the Constitution for the top-
beavy superstructure which has been erected
upon this simple provision than for ths pub-
lication of & decennial Dictionary of Quota-
tions or a decennlal Government Cyclopedia
of Wiz, Humor and Anecdote.

One volume is enough.

Was Loris Melikofl a Patriot?

'We bave lately had a striking proof of the
wepidity with which romarkable events and
persons may sink into oblivion. Among the
obituary notices of Gen. Loris MELIRKOFY
published in the New York newspapers we
have sesn but ona that drew attention to the
eulminating period of his career, or to his in-
teresting relation to the national movement
for constitutional reform, of which Nihilism
s only e revolutionary offshoot. Yet the man
who died the other day was for upward of
& twelvemonth the virtual dictator of Rus-
sis; he would have saved ALExANDER I
from assassination had his advice been lis-
taned to, and he resigned his place in the
Qouncil of the present Czar because his long-
oharished plan of a representative Assembly
was rejected.

Why Lomms MELIEGFW, in spite of his
achlevements in war and his marked apti-
tude for civil administration, was distrusted
and disliked by the military and bureaucratio
class that In the Czar's name really rules
Russia, can be easlly explained. He was
peither a Blav nor a German, but an Armeal-

i that Is to say, the scion of a race whieh,
to the Jewish, is the moet despised

g all the nationalities subject to the
Raosslan sutocrat, His father had no status
in the official hlerarchy, but was a merchant,
and, therefore, whatever wealth he might ac-
quire, would soclally rank lower than the
humblest Government employee or the poor-
est pops. Yet even in Russia money will
procure for a merchant's son an excellent
education, and even a commlasion In the
army, and thess things it procured for MErLI-
xory. Thenceforward his successive dis-
tinotions and promotions were due to his
own abilities. It I8 reasonable to suppose
that the associations of his youth, coupled
with the susplelon and jealousy to which
his origin exposed him on the partof his
relatively aristocratic comrades, withheld
him from sharing the prejudices of the mili-
tary caste, and kept nlive in him a sympa-
thy with the masses of his countrymen.

At all events, his method of dealing with
revolutionists—when after the last war with
Turkey he was sent to quell the Nihilistio
disturbanoes in Kharkoff—was a kind of rev-
elation to the Czar and to the Russian
people. Although his treatment of offend-
ors and suspected parsons was characterized
with moderation and even gentleness, it
proved far more effective than the savage

summoned to Bt. Petersburg and
made the chief of a new and anomalous

Mumaxorr implored
Avzxewpus I1. not to leave his palace on
that Bunday in March, 1881, when he wet
his death,

It Is also universally bellsved that just be-
fore his assasslnation the Czar had slgned a
uksse drawn by Merixorr, convoking a
consultative assembly, whose functions
would have been subatantially Identical with
those of the old States-Geueral in France,
Buch & body would have had the power, not
of lagtalabing, but only of suggesting legis-
Iadlon; yot, like the French Btates-General

saw—it might rapidly have driftad into a
National Assambly. Unlike Earxorr and
his school of polltical philosophers, who hold
that the Institutlons of western Europe are
unsuited to Rusela and that paternal gov-
ernment is best adapted to the Slav, Muni-
xorry malntained that the Rusaia of to-day,
however small may be the ratlo of eduoated
persona to the whole population, Is avery
whit as ready for parliamentary government
as was the France of Loum XVI. And such
we belleve to ba the case,

For a time after his father'a death ArnEx-
axprn I allowed, and even requested
MeLiRoPP to remain Minister of the Infe-
rlor. But it was soon plaln that KaTxorr
and the reactionary SBlavophils had the now
Czar's ear, and when the project of reform
adopted by the preceding soverelgn was de-
clglvely discarded, MuLiKoFF withdrew to
privats life. With his retirement vanlshed,
apparently, the laat hope of a liberal consti-
tution for Rusain during the reign of the
present Czar.  But It ought not to be forgot-
ten that MeEvixore, whatever may have
been his faults—and few men can safely be
intrusted even for a few months with the
whole power of an antocrat—desired to link
his pame with at least the beginning of a
change franght with the promise of inmeas-
urable blessinga to his country,

The Moustaches of Justice.

Our esteemed contemporary, the Youth's
Companion, publishea for the benefit of the
rislng gancration a picture of the Chief Jus-
tice and Associate Justices of the Bupreme
Court, as they appear In a row on ths bench
while o case {8 In progresa. In tha fore-
ground may beseen a group of distinguished
lawyers who practise before the highest
tribunal in the land, but we suppose that few
children will recognize the portrait of either
Co’. ROBERT G. INGERSOLL, studying the brief
of thes eloquent argument he ls about to
make, or of the Hon. TIMOTHY J. OAMPRELL,
sltting modestly at - *able in the extreme
rear, and walting for his turn to speak. The
countenances of the nine Justices themselves
ought to be, but probably are not, famillar to
the boys who read the Youth's Companion.
There Is one feature of the pieture, however,
which canndt fail to arouse lively Interest In
the mind of every intelligent youngster.

‘Weo refar to the striking and yet mysterl-
ous resemblance between the moustaches
of Chisf Justice FornrLer and the extended
wings of the Bupreme Court spread eagle.
This majestic bird {8 perched on a brackst
just under the clock and directly above the
chalr occupled by the Chief Justice, Itsym-
bollzes the national dignity, the unerring
oye and powerful claw of justice, the broad
and comprehensive protaction which every
citizen enjoys under the judicial wings of the
United Btates Government. The SBupreme
Court spread eagle always was a moat Im-
pressive object to the eye and to the Imag-
ination, and It would still be such if Chiaf
Justice Funrnen's deplorable moustaches
were out of sight,

The plain truth Is that the decorative and
symbollc effect of the eagle's extended wings
is dwarfed by the sweep and spread of the
Chief Justica's moustaches, immediately be-
low. The lines are precisely similar, and
the dimansions nearly allke. There is no
contrast to relleve the feeling of uneasiness
and oppression which every beholder must
experience, providing hils eyes are at all
sensitive to such violations of msthatio pro-
priety. The spread eagle’s wings are re-
peated, architecturslly speaking, in the
Chief Justices's moustaches. Mr. FULLER'S
moustaches repeat the eagle's wings. You
might sever the two pinlons and attach
them to the Chlef Justice’s cheeks, you
might transfer the moustaches 10 the
shoulders of ths majestic bird of
liberty, and few frequenters of the
court room would mnotiee thal there
had been any change. Indeed, the mystio
relationship between the wings and the
moustaches presants so fascinating a theme
for fancy’s wildest flights that we donot
sed how any lawyer can stand up befors the
eagle and the Chisf Justice to address the
oourt, even in a very important case, with-
out losing the thread of his argument and
wandering off in his own mind Into a maze
of grotesque speculation fatal to the inter-
esta of his client.

This iIs not as it should be. It detracts
from the dignity of the tribunal. Other Chist
Justices and Associate Justices have either
shaved thelr upper lips or grown full beards
in order to avold bewlldering the bar and
distracting attention from the business of
the ecourt. Mr. FUuLLER I8 the only Chief
Justice who has ventured to provoke a com-
parison between his moustaches and the
wings of the glorious emblem overhead. The
result is unfortunate. The sagle should come
down, or the moustaches should come off.

The Sectional Line and the Color Line.

To-day committees representing the North-
ern and Bouthern branches of the Presbyte-
rian Church will mest bere to see if it is pos-
sible to devise some plan for healing the di-
vision which has existed since 1881.

Liks all the other great Protestant com-
munlons, with the single exception of the
Episcopalinn, the Presbyterians were
broken spart by slavery and the clvil war,
Even as early as 1837 the slavery question
had much to do in provoking and exasperat-
ing the long conflict between the old school
and the new school factions. But the divi-
slon brought about by the clvil war seams to
be still more obstinate, so that It Is very
doubtful whether it can be healed by the
present conference. The color line replaces
slavery as a cause of discord, and in some
respects It 18 an aven greater obstacle to
ecclesinstical union.

The sentiment of the Bouthern General
Assembly at Ballimore was strongly agalnst
the admussion of negroes to the
on an equality with their whits brethren,
while the Northern Assembly at Philadelphis
evidently hesitated sbout ylelding to such a
race prejudice, as Inconsistent with the prin-
ciples of Christianity. But it Is a polnt
which the SBouthern men will not give up,
even for the sake of the desired organlc
union. They declare that as they know
more about the race question, and that as
they must deal with it practically, they will
not submit to Interference in the matter
from Northern Presbyterians, If they are
left to settlo it for thomselves, and as they
think best, the unlon may be secured, but
otherwise the division will continue.

The same bar to unlon exists between
Northern and Bouthern Baptists and Meth-
odlsts, though the Eplscopalians have suc-
ceeded in remainlng undivided, despite
slavery, clvil war, and the color line. There
were grave fears wheo the war broke out
that it would cause inevitable division in
the Eplscopal Church also, aud o all likell-
hood, if the Bouth had been successful,
ecclesiastical separation would have fol-
lowed political disunion. During the
copflict the Bishops of the Southern
dioceses were compelled to met Inde-
pendently, a5 a matwer of course. They
orgunized n councll of thelr own, with & con-
stitution and canons, aud took other steps
which probably would have led te the estab-
lishment of a separate branch of the Church
if the Unlon had been broken up., But when
the General Convention met in Phlladelphls

the other communions.

There can bs no question that the restora-
tion of union In these denominations, divided
only by asectional line, would be very desir-
ble as a means of mors firmly binding togethar
the North and the South. Separstion tends
to keap alive distrust and prajudics, and re-
ligion does not exercise Ita proper influenco
as a heallng power, bringing peace, har-

practical side, for, as the result of division,
two sets of organizations for religious work
have been established, with the consequent
friction and increass of expense, and al-
though the number of such agencios was al-
ready great because of original seotarian
differences,

But it ls manifest that the Baptists, the
Methodists, and the Preabytarians will wipe
out the geographical line of separation only
by letting their Bouthern brethren dmaw the
color line as sharply ns they wish. The
Southern States are very detarmined about
that matter, and they regard it asof far
more practical importance to them than
guch m unlon as the present conference
will discusa.
