What 18 the german? How s it danosd?

to [t real nature,

Evorybody understanda that to be a laader of
the gorman is to be distingulshed in soclety
above othier mon. bot just what thialeaderdoss
and how arduous bis duties are {8 a matter un-
derstood only by the few. It would seem that
tho german might bo the very pleksantest form
of soolnl amusoment, and, though it assumes
quite differont aspoots under different leadors,
in general it is bound to remain at the hoad of
all dunce gatherings,

The writer has discusasd tho matter with
povoril snecosaful lenders of the germasn, and
suoh Intormntion as Is horo given comes from
them. No ono apparently knows where the
name originated or sess uny reazon for it. The
danee was first known s the cotillon, and
that Is (s only proper name, nod it is sald that
